The Convention con-
cerning the protection
of the world cultural
and natural heritage
was adopted at the
seventeenth session of
UNESCO General Con-
ference in 1972. The
World Heritage Com-
mittee was hereby es-
tablished by the Con-
vention, in order to
compose and complete
on the basis of accurate
expert examination the
List of the cultural and
natural properties of outstanding univer-
sal value that the loss could become irre-
placeable for the whole mankind.

To be included on the List sites must
meet some selection criteria. They should
represent a masterpiece of human cre-
ative genius, bear a unique or at least ex-
ceptional testimony to a cultural tradition
or to a civilization, be an outstanding ex-
ample of a type of building, architectural
ensemble, or to contain superlative natu-
ral phenomena or be the most important
and significant natural areas in terms of
conservation of biological diversity.

The Convention has been ratified by
187 member-states. The Heritage List
includes 936 sites, 24 of them belong-
ing to Russian Federation (including 3
that are in join ownership with neighbor

countries). To mention cultural and his-
torical monuments, buildings and ensem-
bles of Moscow Kremlin, Saint-Peters-
burg, Novgorod, Sergiev Posad, Kazan,
Yaroslavl, Derbent , white monuments of
Vladimir and Suzdal, Kizhi Pogost, Cultur-
al and Historic ensem-
ble of the Solovetsky Is-
lands and other works
of art of our predeces-
sors. The nature gener-
ously endowed Russia
with such beauties as
Lake Baikal, Volcanoes
of Kamchatka, Golden
Mountains of Altai, Vir-
gin Komi forests, Cen-
tral Sikhote-Alin, Nat-
ural system of Wrangel
Island reserve, Putoran
Plato... According to
general number of sites,
Russia is among first ten countries in the
world. A number of sites is nominated to
be included in the List.

Along with the description of each site
the edition gives colored illustrations. It
also provides large information about his-
tory, geography, geology, biology, artisan
arts, technology, architecture, ecology,
ethnography of the corresponding terri-
tories and peoples of the Russian Federa-
tion. I believe that this in totality will give
to readers the opportunity to appreciate
the high level of art of Russian architects
and artists, as well as the beauty and the
variety of natural resources of Russia.

The unanimous decision of the World
Heritage Committee adopted this June
to hold its thirty six ordinary session in
2012 in Saint-Petersburg demonstrates

The Operational Guidelines for the
implementation of the World Heritage
Convention is the main working tool on
World Heritage. The Operational Guide-
lines covers the procedure of the sites
inclusion in the World Heritage List,

gives standards of the nominations and
list other documents, necessary to be
annexed to the nomination, as well as
defines the criteria of outstanding uni-
versal value for the sites to be included
on the List.

The nominated sites should corre-
spond to the following criteria:

I. to represent a masterpiece of hu-
man creative genius;

II. to exhibit an important inter-
change of human values, over a span

IX. to be outstanding examples
representing significant on-going eco-
logical and biological processes in the
evolution and development of terrestri-
al, fresh water, coastal and marine eco-
systems and communities of plants and
animals;

X. to contain the most important
and significant natural habitats for in-

situ conservation of
biological diversity, in-
cluding those contain-
ing threatened species
of outstanding uni-
versal value from the
point of view of sci-
ence or conservation.
The Guidelines de-
scribe in details the
procedure of the re-
port-making for the
World Heritage Com-
mittee on the conser-
vation of the World
Heritage sites, give
recommendations on the monitoring of
the state of conservation of inscribed
properties, and also specify the proce-
dure of the including of the sites in the
World Heritage List in Danger.

The UNESCO Projects concerning the
Protection of The World Cultural and
Natural Heritage provide Russia with
the most recent technologies and ad-
visory assistance in the field of monu-
ment restoration works, as well as with
effective international frames and nor-
mative base in order to preserve in ap-
propriate condition the Russian heri-
tage, accrued through centuries and en-
dowed by Nature.

he building of the capital of Peter

the Great, symbol of Russia, be-

gan in the 18th century, thanks to
the colossal forced labour of Russian sol-
diers, workers and labourers. The meta-
morphosis of an inhospitable coast-
al area into a superb city where palac-
es, churches and convents, and also
two-storey stone houses fit in to the ur-
ban designs of the Frenchman Alexan-
dre Leblond, was completed in less than
20 years.

A network of canals, streets and quais
was gradually built up, beginning in the
reign of Peter the Great. Similarly in the
18th century, under the empresses Anna
Ivanovna, Elisabeth Petrovna and Cath-
erine II the Great, the urban landscape
of St Petersburg took on its monumen-
tal splendour. An array of foreign archi-
tects, including Rastrelli, Rinaldi, Qua-
renghi, Cameron and Vallin de la Mothe,
rivalled one another with audaciousness

and splendour with the capital’s huge
palaces and convents and in imperial
and princely suburban residences — Pet-
rodvorets, Lomonosov, Tsarskoie Selo
(Pushkin), Pavlovsk, Gatchina, etc.
Again under Paul I (who ordered the
construction of the Michailovskiy Pal-
ace) and especially in the 19th century
under Alexander I, the impetus given by
the city’s founder continued with aston-
ishing monumental works: palaces and
theatres by Carlo Rossi; the remarkable
Arts Square by the same architect; the
collegiate church of Notre Dame of Ka-
zan by Voronikhin; St Isaac Cathedral
by Auguste de Montferrand, assisted by
Vassili Stassov, Abram Melnikov, and
Alexandre and Andrei Michailov, are

In the history of urbanism St Peters-
burg is no doubt the only example of
a vast project that retained all its log-
ic despite the rapid succession of styles

reputed to be irreconcilable: everything
opposed the unrestricted Baroque style
of the collegial church of the Resurrec-
tion begun by Bartolomeo Rastrelli in
1748 and completed by Vassili Stassov
in 1835 and the refined neoclassicism

of Tauride Palace; at Palace Square the
exuberant architecture of the Winter
Palace, where Rastrelli gave free reign
to his imagination, provides the back-
ground to the irreproachable Alexander
Column, built from 1830 to 1834 by Au-
guste de Montferrand. From the dispar-
ity of styles, an impression of timeless
grandeur comes to life in this distend-
ed historic centre where the greatness
of the monuments is on a scale with a
landscape free of any background, open
to the sea, perpetually swept by sea
breezes and criss-crossed by canals run-
ning beneath, it is said, more than 400
bridges.

The multicoloured, sparkling capital
of the Baltic, St Petersburg reconciles
the lively colours of plaster and stuc-
co, the reflection of marble, granite and
porphyry, and the brilliance of gilt dec-
orations, with the green of the parks,

and the unreal blue of the waters of the
Neva, the opposing principles of the ar-
chitects who succeeded one another at
the site from 1703 to the modern era.

The ensembles designed in St Peters-
burg and the surrounding area by sever-
al international architects exerted great
influence in the 18th and 19th centuries
on the development of architecture and
monumental arts in Russia and Finland.
The site links outstanding examples of
Baroque imperial residences with the ar-
chitectural ensemble of St Petersburg,
the Baroque and neoclassical capital par
excellence.

St Petersburg was, moreover, direct-
ly associated with events of universal
significance.

izhi Pogost is an outstanding ex-

ample of an architectural en-

semble typical of medieval and
post-medieval orthodox settlements in
sparsely populated regions where evan-
gelists had to cope with far-flung Chris-
tian communities and a harsh climate.
The pogost (enclosure) and the buildings
grouped together to form the site mu-
seum on the southern part of Kizhi are
exceptional examples of the traditional
wooden architecture of Karelia and more
generally of that of northern Russia and
the Finnish-Scandinavian region.

Kizhi is located in the heart of an un-
real landscape where the sky, reflect-
ed in the limpid waters of Lake Onega,
seems to hold suspended in the pristine
air hundreds of small islands. In summer
they seem to sparkle in the sun. Long
used as a landmark by sailors navigat-
ing through the White Sea, it appears to
visitors arriving nowadays via hydrofoil

from Petrozavodsk, the capital of the
Karelian Republic 68 km to the south, as
a glistening three-faceted jewel.

The pogost is on a narrow strip of land
on the southern tip of the large island of
Kizhi. It includes two 18th-century wood-
en churches and an octagonal bell tower,
also of wood, which was built in 1862.
These amazing structures, in which the
science of carpentry created a bold vi-
sionary architecture, perpetuate a very
ancient model of parish space that devel-
oped when the Orthodox Church began
to spread to the northernmost reaches of
the Russian world where small villages
were widely scattered over an immense
area. It was therefore necessary that the
church, the graveyard and the buildings
needed for the far-flung communities’
religious life be grouped together in one
place. The Kizhi pogost dates from the
Middle Ages. Chronicles from the 16th
century are the first to explicitly mention

the existence of two wooden churches
there. Destroyed by lightning in 1693,
they were rebuilt on the same site.
Within the wooden polygonal enclo-
sure, standing on either side of the rudi-
mentary bell tower built by the carpenter
Sysoj Osipov, are the two churches, the
larger of the two, the summer church, on
the north and the winter church on the
south. The Church of the Transfigura-
tion was used during the summer, when
the faithful journeyed from the outer-
most regions of the parish to attend ser-
vices. A dendrochronogical study of the
materials sets its construction date after
1713-14. The octagon which defines the
composition of the cruciform church is
extended by oblong bays facing the four
cardinal points. The nave, flanked with
side aisles, is preceded on the west by a
projecting narthex reached via two stair-
cases. The height of the Church of the
Transfiguration, whose central cupola
culminates at 37 m, is a masterpiece of a
multi-storey, multi-cupola, single-block
structure, such as had already appeared

in the high Middle Ages at Saint Sophia
of Novgorod. Here, over a central volume
covered with three octagonal frames, the
architect placed bochkas (roofs whose
peak is shaped like a horizontal cylin-
der with the upper surface extended into
a pointed ridge) topped with 22 bul-
bous cupolas. Inside, under the so-called
‘heaven’ — a superb vault shaped like a
truncated pyramid — there is a gilded
wood iconostasis holding 102 icons from
the 17th and 18th centuries.

The Church of the Intercession (Win-
ter Church), is a simpler structure. Built
in 1764, it is of the ‘octagonal prism on
a cube’ type. The crown of eight cupo-
las encircling the 27 m high central on-
ion dome, and which covers the central
parallelepiped space, gives it a more static
appearance. To the east a five-sided small
apse contains the altar. To the west is a
long nave accessible by a single stairway.

rom the 13th century the Moscow
Kremlin was directly and tangibly
associated with every major event
in Russian history. The Kremlin contains
within its walls a unique series of mas-
terpieces of architecture and the plastic
arts — religious monuments of exception-
al beauty such as the Church of the An-
nunciation, Cathedral of the Dormition,
Church of the Archangel and the bell
tower of Ivan Veliki, and palaces such as
the Great Palace of the Kremlin, which
comprises within its walls the Church of
the Nativity of the Virgin and the Terem-
noi Palace. On Red Square is Saint Ba-
sil the Blessed, still a major edifice of
Orthodox art. Russian architecture was
clearly affected many times in its history
by influences emanating from the Krem-
lin. A particular example is the Italian
Renaissance.
The Kremlin of Moscow, which ac-
cording to chronicles dates from 1156,

contains an ensemble of monuments of
outstanding quality. Ever since the es-
tablishment of the Principality of Mos-
cow in 1263 and the transfer to Mos-
cow of the seat of Vladimir’s Metropoli-
tan in 1328, this was the centre of both
temporal and spiritual power. Some of
these original buildings border Cathe-
dral Square, others, such as the Nativi-
ty of the Virgin (1393), were incorporat-
ed into the Great Palace when it was re-
built. The nucleus expanded northward
with the palace of the Patriarchs and the
Church of the Twelve Apostles, erected
in the 17th century, and especially with
the Arsenal of Peter the Great which fills
the north-west angle of the enceinte.
The triangular palace of the Senate (to-
day the seat of the Council of Minis-
ters) was built by Kazakov for Empress

Archangel Cathedral and Cathedral Square

Catherine II in the north-east sector be-
tween the Arsenal and the monasteries
of the Miracle and of the Ascension, two
splendid structures that were razed in
1932. In the south-east sector Kazakov

built another smaller palace for the em-
press, known as the Nicholas palace,
and also destroyed in 1932.

Red Square is closely associated with
the Kremlin, lying beneath its east wall.

At its south end is the famous Cathedral
of St Basil the Blessed, one of the most
beautiful monuments of Orthodox art. It
was originally one of a pair of churches,
the other being the Cathedral of Kazan,
erected in 1633 in the vast open area
bordering the ‘Goum’ by Prince Pozar-
sky to commemorate the victory over the
Poles. It disappeared in the early 1930s
along with several convents in the neigh-
bouring area (Saviour-behind-the-Imag-
es, St Nicholas, Epiphany).

With its triangular enceinte pierced by
five gates and reinforced with 29 towers,
the Kremlin preserves the memory of
the wooden fortifications erected by Yuri
Dolgoruki around 1156 on the hill at the
confluence of the Moskova and Nieglin-
naya rivers (the Alexander Garden now
covers the latter). By its layout and its
history of transformations (in the 14th
century Dimitri Donskoi had an enceinte
of logs built, then the first stone wall), it

is the prototype of the Kremlin, the cita-
del at the centre of old Russian towns,
such as Pskov, Tula, Kazan or Smolensk.

The influence of the Kremlin style
was felt when Rudolfo Fioravanti built
the Cathedral of the Dormition (1475-
79), and grew stronger with the Grano-
vitaya Palata (Hall of Facets, 1487-91)
by Marco Ruffo and Pietro Antonio So-
lario as well as in the towers of the forti-
fied enceinte, built during the same pe-
riod by Solario using principles estab-
lished by Milanese engineers (the Nikol-
skaya and the Spasskaya both date from
1491). The Renaissance expression was
even clearer in the classic capitals and
shells of the Church of the Archangel re-
constructed from 1505 to 1509 by Ale-
visio Novi.

ituated on the ancient trade route
between Central Asia and north-
ern Europe, Novgorod was Rus-
sia‘s first capital in the 9th century. Sur-
rounded by churches and monasteries, it
was a centre for Orthodox spirituality as
well as Russian architecture. Its medieval
monuments and the 14th-century fres-
coes of Theophanes the Greek (Andrei
Rublev's teacher) illustrate the develop-
ment of its remarkable architecture and
cultural creativity.
Novgorod was one of the major cen-
tres of Russian culture and spirituality:

its monuments and the treasures they
house bear living witness to this. As
an outstanding cultural centre, birth-
place of the national style of stone ar-
chitecture, and one of the oldest na-
tional schools of painting, the town
of Novgorod influenced the develop-
ment of Russian art as a whole through-
out the Middle Ages. The broad range
of monuments conserved in Novgorod
makes it a veritable ‘conservatory’ of
Russian architecture of the Middle Ages
and later periods (11th-19th centu-
ries). These monuments alone suffice

The town of Novgorod, the earliest
documentary reference to which dates
from the 10th century, lay on the trade
route linking Central Asia with north-
ern Europe (Baltic and Scandinavian

countries). The urban aristocracy that
governed the city-republic through a
People‘s Assembly (Vece) invited a prince
to reign over them. In the Russian world,
only the cities of Novgorod and Pskov
had this sort of organization, which was
similar to that of the Hanseatic cities,

with which Novgorod had close trading
contacts.

The See of an Orthodox archbishop,
Novgorod (like Pskov) was one of the
oldest and most important centres of
Russian art and, more generally, of Rus-
sian culture. The most ancient Russian
Old Church Slavonic manuscripts (11th
century) were written at Novgorod, in-
cluding an autonomous historiography
(as early as the 12th century) and, in
particular, the first complete translation
into Slavonic of the Old and New Testa-
ments (late 15th century). Novgorod and
Pskov were jointly the birthplace of Rus-
sian stone architecture and the first na-
tional schools of painting.

It was only after the conquest of
the two republics (1478, in the case of
Novgorod) by the Muscovite rulers that
the present Russian capital acquired cul-
tural supremacy.

In Novgorod itself, there is the district
of St Sophia, which includes: the Kremlin
with its 15th-century fortifications, rein-
forced in the 17th century: the church
of St Sophia from the mid-11th century,
and other monuments from the 12th to
19th centuries, monuments in the com-
mercial district (including many of the
oldest churches in the town, such as the
Church of the Transfiguration, decorat-
ed with frescoes at the end of the 14th
century by Theophanes the Greek, who
was responsible for reviving medieval
Russian painting and was the teacher of
Andrei Rublev); and four religious mon-
uments (12th and 13th centuries) out-
side the old town (including the famous
church of Neredica).

he Solovetsky complex is an out-

standing example of a monastic

settlement in the inhospitable en-
vironment of northern Europe, which
admirably illustrates the faith, tenacity
and enterprise of late medieval religious
communities.

The six islands of the Solovetsky Ar-
chipelago are in the western part of the
White Sea, 290 km from Arkhangelsky.
Human occupation began on the islands
as early as the Mesolithic period, when

the climatic conditions were more fa-
vourable than at the present day. The
main prehistoric settlement period was
in the 3rd millennium BC, when villages,
sacred sites, and irrigation systems were
built on Big Zayatsky and Anzer Islands.
On the former there is a compact group
of religious and funerary monuments,
including 18 stone labyrinths, over 600
stone burial cairns, and several stone
alignments and circles. Anzer Island

disposed in three irregular rows along
the sea shore. The area is of great impor-
tance to trace climatic history through
changes of vegetation and variations in
shorelines.

The Solovetsky Monastery was found-
ed by three monks from the Kirillo-Belo-
zersk and Valaam Monasteries in the
1430s. It expanded in subsequent cen-
turies to cover not only the main islands
of the archipelago, but also large stretch-
es of land on the mainland. In 1478 it
came under the protection of Novgorod
State, passing subsequently to Moscow.
There was a major economic reorgani-
zation in the mid-16th century, inspired
by Father Superior Philip Kolichev, who
built roads, founded a dairy farm, joined
up series of small lakes to provide abun-
dant fresh water, and created new in-
dustries, such as brickmaking and ce-
ramics. He also inspired the erection of
some of the major ecclesiastical monu-
ments on the islands. A stone fortress
was built in 1582-94, and Solovetsky be-
came the economic, religious, military

and cultural centre of the whole region.
It was used as a place of exile and im-
prisonment for state criminals, but it also
attracted many pilgrims. After surviving
a siege by government troops in 1668—
76 when the monastery revolted against
the church reforms of Patriarch Nikon,
the monastery continued to thrive, when
many timber buildings were rebuilt in
stone. The military function disappeared
in 1714 with the construction of a for-
tress at the mouth of the Northern Dvi-
na, but the Solovetsky fortress contin-
ued in use as a prison. Craft activities ex-
panded into other fields (icon painting,
wood carving, engraving, lithography).
The detached monasteries on the small-
er islands became trading outposts and
trade generally increased with Russian
cities, leading to improvements to the
harbour and the construction of ware-
houses. The Makayev monastery became
a botanical garden, supplying hothouse

fruits to Russian cities. This ended
abruptly at the Revolution, when the
monastery was abolished and replaced
by the ‘Solovky’ State Farm, in turn abol-
ished in 1923, when the islands became
camps for political and other prisoners.
From 1939 to 1957 the islands were used
by the navy for training. In 1967 the mu-
seum was created, and in 1990 the mon-
astery was reinstated.

The heart of the complex is the mon-
astery itself, on Solovetsky Island. It is in
three parts, the central square with its
complex of monumental buildings, and
the northern and southern courtyards
devoted to domestic and craft activi-
ties. The central square is flanked by the
Church of the Assumption, in Novgorod
style with its refectory and cellarage,
the Saviour Transfiguration Cathedral,
the Bell Tower (1776-77), the Church
of St Nicholas (1831-33), and the Holy
Trinity, Zosimus and Sabbath Cathedral
(1859). The north courtyard complex

includes high-quality craft buildings, in-
cluding the icon workshop (1615), the
tailors’ and cobblers’ workshops (1642),
storerooms, the Father Superior’s lodg-
ings, and a 17th-century leather-dress-
ing cellar. In the south courtyard area
are a drying barn, a mill, a wash-house
and a bath-house.

The Solovetsky Monastery Fortress
was built in 1582-94 from boulders. It is
five-sided, with a tower at each corner.
The walls are 7 m thick at the base. The
monastery village includes chapels built
to commemorate several tsars, hostels
for pilgrims, a dry dock, a hydroelectric
power station, and industrial installa-
tions of various kinds. There are a num-
ber of detached monasteries: four on So-
lovetsky Island, the early 17th-centu-
ry Trinity monastery on Anzer Island, a
16th-century complex, including a stone
harbour, on Big Zayatsky Island, and the
St Sergius Monastery on Big Muksalma
Island, founded in the 16th century.

hese two artistic centres in central

Russia hold an important place in

the country’s architectural history.
There are a number of magnificent 12th-
and 13th-century public and religious
buildings, above all the masterpieces of
the Collegiate Church of St Demetrios
and the Cathedral of the Assumption of
the Virgin.

The ancient city of Vladimir, founded in
1108 by the Kiev Prince Vladimir Monom-
ach, contains an important group of re-
ligious and secular monuments. The Ca-
thedral of the Assumption (1158) was in-
tended by Vladimir Monomach’s son An-
drei Bogolyubskii to be the religious cen-
tre of all Russia. It was built in the town
Kremlin and is a single-domed structure
constructed on six piers: the three naves
are surmounted by a delicate drum and
a helmet dome. It is 17.7 m wide by 22 m
long and 32.3 m high overall. The facade
is divided into five sections by embedded
columns and is notable for its carved re-
liefs. The interior decoration is important

in Russian art. Most of the 12th-century
frescoes were destroyed by Mongols in
1238, but new mural paintings were add-
ed in 1408 by the master painters Andrei
Rublev and Daniil Chernii, in particular
the famous Last Judgement . The iconos-
tasis is a fine Baroque example of 1774.

The Golden Gate (1164) forms part of
the 12th-century defences, now demol-
ished. It is a cubic tower with a church
dedicated to the Deposition of the Holy
Robe on top. The Princely Castle at Bo-
golyubovo (1165) contains the remains
of the 12th-century Royal Palace, in the
form of the Cathedral of the Nativity of
the Virgin and the Staircase Tower of
Andrei Bogolyubskii. The cathedral is a
17th-century building on the site of the
original structure. There is a tent-roofed
bell tower of the 17th century.

The Church of the Intercession (1165)
on the Nerl River is located at the point
of the original river gate of Vladimir.
It has a single dome supported on four
piers with a helmet dome at the crossing

and reliefs on the upper part of the exte-
rior walls. The Cathedral of St Demetrius
(1194-97) is a royal church, built to the
order of Grand Prince Vsevolod III. It is
cubic in form, with three internal naves
and a helmet dome. The exterior is note-
worthy for over 1,000 stone carvings on
the general theme of King David.

Suzdal, which lies some 25 km north
of Vladimir on the bank of the Kamenka
River, was the site of a settlement in the
9th and 10th centuries, which became a
fortress in the 11th century. A civil set-
tlement (posad) developed around it,
housing craftsmen and shopkeepers, and
monasteries were attracted to the area
in the 13th and 14th centuries. Despite
some regularization in 1788, the street
pattern remains much as it was in the
earlier period. The Kremlin (fortress) is
surrounded by earthen ramparts. With-
in, dominating the whole town stands
the Cathedral of the Nativity, built in the
13th century and reconstructed in the
16th century, with its five-domed top
and 13th-century Golden Doors.

Important monuments in the posad
include several cubic churches of the
16th and 17th centuries with tent roofs,
such as that of the Convent of the Depo-
sition of the Holy Robe and the Refecto-
ry Church of the Assumption, a number
of 18th-century churches, often in pairs,
such as those of the Convent of the In-
tercession, and several monasteries. The
most important of the latter is the Mon-
astery of Our Saviour and St Euthymius,
founded in 1352, with its Cathedral of
the Transfiguration built in the 16th cen-
tury but in the 12th-century tradition of
Vladimir.

On the right bank of the Nerl River
at Kideksha, 5 km east of Suzdal, is the
Church of St Boris and St Gleb. It is of
great architectural importance, as it was
the first church in Russia to be built from
white limestone, the style that came to
characterize above all else the 12th-cen-
tury architecture of Vladimir. It is small
with three apses on its eastern side. It

is plain, with little decoration, although
remains of medieval frescoes were re-
vealed in 1947.

The buildings in Vladimir and Su-
zdal (especially the latter) have been the

centre of a major cultural tourism effort
for several decades and a good deal of
restoration has been carried out. It has
respected the traditional techniques and
materials.

he ensemble of the Trinity-Sergius

Lavra in Sergiev Posad is an out-

standing example of 14th- to 18th-
century Russian architecture. Many of
these buildings were models for later
buildings in Russia.

The monastery, founded in the 1330s,
is located on a strategically important
road, and became part of the defensive
system around Moscow with the con-
struction of fortifications in 1540-60.
After a fire in 1746, when most of the
wooden buildings and structures were
destroyed, a major reconstruction cam-
paign was launched. During the later
18th century, the policy of secularization
of church property led to the lands of the
monastery being expropriated. The set-
tlements around the monastery became
the town of Sergiev Posad in 1782. The
building of a highway from Moscow to
Sergiev Posad in 1845 and a railway in
1868 increased the flow of visitors and
pilgrims, and this in turn brought eco-
nomic prosperity. The Moscow Eccle-
siastical Academy and Seminary was

transferred there in 1814; the ensem-
ble are continuing their activities, but
following the Revolution of 1917, it was
closed and the artistic and historical
treasures were nationalized.

The Trinity Cathedral is a four-pillar
single-domed church with three apses.
Its interior is decorated with frescoes by
Chernyi and Rublev, including its mas-
terpiece: the icon of The Trinity. It has a
gilded dome, carried out on the orders
of Ivan the Terrible in 1556 to celebrate
the seizure of Kazan. The Nikon annex is
a single-domed and single-apse church
with a square plan, built from brick faced
with white limestone. The Tent of Serap-
ion is a rectangular building, which ad-
joins the south side of the Trinity Cathe-
dral and is symmetrical with the Nikon
Annex. It was built in 1559 and houses
the burials of three church dignitaries.

The Palace of the Metropolitan, built
against the southern wall of the monas-
tery, has the appearance of a small Ba-
roque palace, with its red-painted fa-
cade. There is a portico in the centre,

supporting a wide balcony with an ele-
gant wrought-iron balustrade. The inte-
rior apartments are luxuriously decorat-
ed. The Refectory with the Church of St
Sergius is spanned by a single vault. The
high, pillar-less church of St Sergius, rich-
ly decorated, has three apses and a single
dome. The facades are painted in blue,

red and green squares and embellished
with embedded columns with ornate cap-
itals and a cornice with medallions.

The Church of the Holy Spirit (Duk-
hovskaya), located in the centre of the
monastery, is one of the oldest monu-
ments in the complex. It is a four-pillared
church with three apses and a single dome

built from white limestone in convention-
al form. The interior walls have the ear-
liest examples of glazed tiles for decora-
tion. The Cathedral of the Assumption is a
towering structure echoing the Cathedral
of the Assumption in the Moscow Krem-
lin. The walls of the six-pillar building are
divided by prominent pilasters and the fa-
cade has a band of blind arcading. There
are two tiers of narrow windows. The in-
terior is light and spacious, the walls be-
ing decorated with frescoes and a mas-
terpiece of Simon Ushakov. The Belfry is
the highest building in the complex, sit-
uated on the northern side of the central
square. It is a brick structure, clad in stuc-
co, with decorative elements (columns,
cartouches, etc.) in white limestone.

The Church of the Virgin of Smolensk
has three limestone balustrades and two
staircases on either side of the main
door; decorative double pilasters sup-
port four curvilinear pediments. The in-
terior is light and spacious, but the orig-
inal wall decoration has not been pre-
served. The Palace of the Tsar (Chertogi)

has the facades painted in a chequer-
board design, similar to those of the re-
fectory. The layout of the richly deco-
rated interior conforms to the regular-
ity demanded by mid-18th century ar-
chitectural standards. The monks’ cells,
two-storey stone buildings, were built up
against in the fortress walls in the 16th
and 17th centuries. Several blocks of
these have been preserved.

The fortress, stone walls and corner
towers form an irregular rectangle with
three levels of defences: the lowest be-
ing isolated casemates, a vaulted gallery,
and an open machicolated gallery. The
towers were originally floored internal-
ly with wood, but this has been replaced
with stone vaulting. The religious build-
ings outside the walls are: the Piatnitska-
ya Church and the Vvedenskaya Church
(1547), the Chapel over the Piatnitskii
Well (late 17th century), and the Kras-
nogorskaya Chapel (1770).

he Church of the Ascension is of

great town-planning importance.

It dominates the surrounding ar-
chitectural and natural structures and
unites all the elements of the estate. It
is also a unique architectural and artis-
tic monument as one of the earliest tent-
roofed churches in Russia and as such the
progenitor of subsequent architecture.

The church was built in 1532 by
Prince Vasili III to commemorate the
birth of the prince who was to become
Tsar Ivan IV ‘the Terrible’. It was conse-
crated with great pomp on 3 Septem-
ber 1532 by the Metropolitan Dionissi,
the Bishops of Kolomenskoye and Zara-
isk, and the whole of the synod in the
presence of Grand Prince Vasili, Grand
Princess Yelena, Tsarevich Ioann and the
brothers of the tsar.

The church is situated in the Kolo-
menskoye estate, first recorded in 1339,
when it belonged to Ivan Kalita, Grand
Prince of Moscow. By the 16th centu-
ry it had become a fortified stronghold.
The palace complex was added later, in
the 17th century, and it continued in use

as an imperial residence and estate until
the 1917 Revolution.

The ground plan of the church is in
the form of a Greek equal-armed cross,
with raskrepovkas (small protrusions) in
the facade on either side. It is unusual
in that it has no apse. It is constructed
on a high basement podklet , the second
gallery of which is an open gallery sur-
rounding the staircase.

Three wide stairways with porches
lead to the gallery from the north, west,
and south; they are covered with vault-
ed roofs. There are small chambers un-
der the north and south porches, two of
which have fluted columns of brick and
white limestone. Under the west porch
there is the entrance to the main room
of the basement; the semi-circular portal
preserves the original white limestone
decor of half-columns on fluted bases.

The massive vertical pillar rising from the
basement is in three sections. The lower
part is a cube (chetvik ) with several pro-
truding entrances (pritvors ); it serves as
the base of an octagon (vosmerik ) with
wails that carry smoothly up to the oc-
tagonal tent roof, which is crowned by
a cupola on a drum. The principal ele-
ment of the facades — the pointed pedi-
ments above the arches of the basement,
the strong comer lopatki (flat vertical
protrusions on the walls) with decora-
tive arrows between the carved network
of faceted beads over the tent roof — were
intended to lead the eye upwards to the
cupola and its cross.

The interior of the church is small,
as the walls are 3-4 m thick, but it is
open to the top of the roof, 41 m above.
The comers are decorated with pilasters
which repeat, with some variations, the
decoration of the exterior. Eight arch-
es spring from the pilasters, and the oc-
tagonal drum that they support make a
smooth transition to the soft outline of
the tent.

The sloping of the tent is achieved
through corbelling of the courses of
brick. The tent is 20 m high; this is the
first use of the traditional wooden tent-
ed roof for a stone structure. With its
overall height of 62 m and the very thick
walls, the whole structure retains the el-
egance of its silhouette and the dynam-
ics of its composition. The original ico-
nostasis has not survived. It was replaced
at the beginning of the 19th century by
that from the Monastery of the Ascen-
sion of the Moscow Kremlin. The 16th-
century ‘Tsar’s Gates’, all that survives of
the original iconostasis, are now in the
Kolomenskoye Museum. The so-called
Italian (Alevisovsky) small brick, intro-
duced by Italian architects at the end of
the 15th century, was used for building
the church. Carved details are in white
limestone from the Moscow suburb of
Myachkovo.

ocated in the north-western re-

gion of the Komi Republic, on the

western slopes of the Northern
Urals, the Komi Forest is dominated by
lowlands in the west that rise to form the
mountains in the east.

The eastern area of the forest is dom-
inated by the Northern Ural mountains,
which are oriented in a north-south di-
rection. They are characterized by
mountain-glacier formations, of which
the southernmost glaciers occur with-
in the Telpossky massif. The dissolu-
tion of limestone along the foothills has
formed a karst landscape with subterra-
nean caves, craters and river beds that
are seasonally flooded. Weathering in
the Ilych, Podcherema, Shchugora and
Bolshaya Syn basins has given rise to col-
umns and residual mountain structures.
These are protected as Natural Monu-
ments. Many of these features are rem-
nant reef structures, the oldest of which
date back to the Ordovician period. The
undulating terrain to the west compris-
es marshes, lowlands and several hills
which also give way to mountains. The

eastern mountainous and western low-
land regions are linked by the Uniya and
upper reaches of the Ilych river basins.
The south-central part of the Pechoro-
Ilychsky Reserve lies on the Pripechova
lowlands, a plain of sand and morainic
loam at the foot of the North Urals.

The vegetation of the lowlands com-
prises marshes and flood plain islands.
Boreal forest extends from the marsh-
es to the foothills of the Urals and is su-
perseded by subalpine scrub woodlands,
meadows, tundra and bedrock. Bore-
al forest predominantly comprises pine
and larch, the latter found in higher ar-
eas. Ground cover consists of cowberry,
bilberry and reindeer mosses. Extensive
spruce, fir and pine forests are found in
the valleys. The Virgin Komi Forests is
the only place in Europe where the Sibe-
rian pine grows.

The area to the west comprises marsh-
es and flood-plain islands. Low-altitude
wetter areas such as bogs support sphag-
num moss with cranberry, bilberry and
cloudberry. The flood-plain island ter-
races are dominated by willow, rowan,
blackcurrant and bird cherry.

The fauna includes both European
and Asiatic species with some 43 mam-
mal, 204 bird and 16 fish species record-
ed. Threatened mammal species include
wolf, otter, beaver, sable, wolverine and
lynx. Mammals include hare, squirrel,
flying squirrel, beaver (reintroduced),
grey wolf, fox, brown bear, weasel, ot-
ter, pine marten, sable, wolverine, lynx
and elk. Musk rat has been introduced
to the area. Bird species include caper-
caillie, black grouse, willow grouse, ha-
zel grouse, black woodpecker, three-toed
woodpecker, nutcracker and red-flanked
bluetail. A number of waterfowl spe-
cies, including golden eye, goosander,

wigeon, teal and bean goose, breed in
the area. Fish species include salmon,
grayling and whitefish and almost all riv-
ers in the designated site provide salmon
spawning grounds

Prior to Russians settling in the area
during the 17th century, the residents in-
cluded the Pechera and Zyriane groups
of the Komi people, the Ostiaki group of
the Khanty people and the Voguly group
of the Mansi people, of which the latter
group were driven out of the Urals. The
10th- and 11th-century chronicles name
the Chiud, Merya, Ves and Pechera peo-
ples as the main inhabitants. The hills
of this region have traces of Palaeolith-
ic camp sites and fossil remains and an
ancient sanctuary of the Mansi people
has also been found. Present settlements
within the Uniya basin include those of
the Komi people and the Old Believers, a
religious sect that was proscribed by the
Russian authorities in the 17th century.

ake Baikal in south-east Sibe-

ria, the deepest lake in the world

at 1,700 m, contains 20% of all
fresh running water on the planet, mak-
ing it the single largest reservoir. The
lake contains an outstanding variety of
endemic flora and fauna, of exception-
al value to evolutionary science. It is also
surrounded by a system of protected ar-
eas that have high scenic and other nat-
ural values. The basin supports a vari-
ety of plant and animal species, a num-
ber being endemic; the most notable of
which is the Baikal seal, a uniquely fresh-
water species. The great variety of plants
in the basin is determined by its climatic
asymmetry: the western part is occupied
by light coniferous forests and moun-
tain steppes; in the eastern part pine for-
ests predominate; and the north is cov-
ered by deciduous forests. The forma-
tion of the geological structures in the
basin took place during the Palaeozoic,
Mesozoic and Cenozoic eras and there
are a number of significant geological
features. Various tectonic forces are still
ongoing, as evidenced in recent thermal
vents in the depths of the lake.

The lake itself is the centrepiece of the
site and its largely unseen underwater
features are the core of its value to both
science and conservation. Baikal is one of
the most biodiverse lakes on Earth, with
1,340 species of animal (745 endemic)
and 570 species of plant (150 endemic).
In the forests surrounding the lake there
are an additional 10 threatened species
along with the full complement of typi-
cal boreal species. The evolution of aquat-
ic life that has taken place over this long
period has resulted in an exceptionally
unique and endemic fauna and flora. As
the ‘Galapagos of Russia’, the lake is of ex-
ceptional value to evolutionary science.

The landscape surrounding the lake
basin, with its mountains, boreal forests,
tundra, lakes, islands and steppes, is ex-
ceptionally picturesque. The Baikal re-
gion has some 1,200 historical, archaeo-
logical and cultural monuments of which
1,000 have state protection. A number
of these are considered sacred. There is

he site comprises six distinct loca-
tions on the Kamchatka Peninsula,
in the Russian Far East, in the cen-
tral mountainous spine of the peninsu-
la (Bystrinsky Nature Park), and coastal
locations facing east towards the Bering
Sea (Koronotsky Zapovednik, Nalychevo
Nature Park and the contiguous South-
ern Kamchatka Nature Park and South-
ern Kamchatka State Nature Reserve).
Kluchevskoy Nature Park was added in
2001 as the sixth component of the site.
The property represents the most
pristine parts of the Kamchatka Penin-
sula and a remarkable collection of vol-
canic areas, characteristic of the ‘Pacif-
ic Volcanic Ring’. This is the surface ex-
pression of the subduction of the Pacific
Ocean Continental Plate under the Eur-
asia Plate at rates of 10 cm annually. The
addition of Kluchevskoy Nature Park, an
outstanding example of geological pro-
cesses and landforms, further adds to the
range of natural features.
More than 300 volcanoes are found
in Kamchatka, 29 being currently ac-
tive, including caldera, strata-volcano,

somma-volcano and mixed types, the
largest included in the World Heritage
site being Kronotskaya Sopka (3,528 m).
In addition there is a multitude of ther-
mal and mineral springs, geysers and
other phenomena of active vulcanism.
Surrounded by sea, the peninsula en-
joys a moist and relatively mild climate
leading to a lush vegetation cover. With
only modest history of human exploita-
tion, the vegetation is in largely pristine
condition, and includes mountain valley
taiga forest of birch, larch and spruce;
extensive stone-birch forest; riparian for-
est on alluvial soil of poplars, aspen, al-
der and willow; peat wetland and exten-
sive coastal wetlands up to 50 km wide;
and subalpine shrub and mountain tun-
dra. The region also contains an espe-
cially diverse range of Palaearctic flora
(including a number of nationally threat-
ened species and at least 16 endemics.
The faunal complement is relative-
ly low in diversity, with the Kamchatka
Peninsula exhibiting some of the biogeo-
graphic qualities of an island. Neverthe-
less, a number of species are abundant,

including bears, snow ram, northern
deer, sable and wolverine, and there is a
high level of endemism.

Noteworthy birds include Stellar’s
sea eagle (50% of world population),
white-tailed eagle, golden eagle, gyr-
falcon and peregrine falcon. There are
numerous seabird colonies and 50% of

the global population of Aleutian tern
nest on the peninsula. Almost all rivers,
noted for being exceptionally unpollut-
ed, serve as salmon spawning grounds,
a key food-chain species for predatory
birds and mammals. All 11 species of
salmonid fish coexist in several of Kam-
chatka’s rivers.

he site is in the Altai Mountains

in southern Siberia in the territo-

ry of the Altai Republic, compris-
ing the high mountainous areas of Altai,
the headwaters of the Katun and Chul-
yshman rivers and Lake Teletskoye. The
World Heritage site consists of three sep-
arate areas: Altaisky Zapovednik and a
buffer zone around Lake Teletskoye; Ka-
tunsky Zapovednik and a buffer zone
around Mount Belukha; and the Ukok
Quiet Zone on the Ukok Plateau. Two of
the areas are located along the borders
with China and Mongolia.

This extensive mountainous area is
the watershed between central Asia
and the Arctic Ocean and includes the
headwaters of the Katun and Baya riv-
ers. The confluence of these two rivers,
beyond the boundary of the nominated
site, forms the River Ob at 5,410 km, the
fifth-longest river in the world, which
flows north into the Arctic Ocean. Typ-
ical relief features of mountain peaks
include the 4,605 m Mount Belukha,
cirques and trough valleys with lake
basins, morainal hills and ridges. The

origins of the mountains can in general
be traced back to the Caledonian-Hercy-
ninan period, although rocks of the Pre-
cambrian, Mesozoic and Cenozoic eras
are found. The single most important
factor in the landscape has been the in-
fluence of glaciation, with five glacial
periods in evidence. Of 1,499 glaciers
in the Altai region, many are within the
nominated property, in the south Altai
group and the central Altai group. The
multitude of lakes is also a particular fea-
ture of the site.

The Altaisky Zapovednik and the Buf-
fer Zone around Lake Teletskoye in the
eastern part of the Altai is composed of a
mountainous taiga, a glacial zone, moun-
tain meadows, and high-altitude tundra
and steppes. More than 1,400 vascular
plants are found in the Zapovednik and
of these 17% are endemic species.

72 mammal species and 310 bird spe-
cies. Snow leopard and argali mountain
sheep are also found within the Zapoved-
nik. Lake Teletskoye is the largest body of
freshwater in south-western Siberia.

The Katunsky Zapovednik and the
buffer zone around Mount Belukha are
located in the southern part of the Al-
tai, featuring a wide altitudinal variation
and associated ecosystems, including
mountain taiga, alpine meadows, exten-
sive glacial zones, high mountain tundra
and steppe areas. The region contains
many important relic and endemic spe-
cies. The Ukok Quiet Zone is located in
the south-east of the Altai Republic, on
a high mountain plateau dominated by
hills and steppe landscapes with marsh,
streams and lakes.

The region has a rich cultural heri-
tage. The first humans appeared in the
region almost 1 million years ago, as ev-
idenced by Palaeolithic settlements in
the region of Gorno-Altaisk. The Gold-
en Mountains area was part of emerging
and collapsing tribal unions, khanates,

and the empires of the Scythians, Turks,
Uigurs, Yenissey Kirgiz, Kidans, Mongols
and Oitrats. From the mid-18th century,
the Altai region became part of the Rus-
sian Empire. The area is sparsely popu-
lated with local populations of Russians
and Altaisky, a Turkish-speaking people,
mainly involved in traditional pastoral-
ism, low-intensity agriculture, hunting
and gathering. These people have co-
existed with nature for millennia and
have a strong affinity with the natural
environment. Indeed, one reviewer has
commented that the region’s important
biodiversity is probably not due pure-
ly to natural factors but to the millen-
nia of grazing. The Ukok Quiet Zone and
Mount Belukha have particular cultural
and religious values for local people.

he site is at the far western end of

the Greater Caucasus Mountains

within Krasnodar Kray and the re-
publics of Adygea and Karachevo-Cher-
kessia. It includes a number of units.
The largest of these is the Caucasus (Ka-
vkazskiy) state biosphere reserve, to-
gether with its 1 km wide buffer zone
which runs along much of the perimeter
of the reserve except in Karachevo-Cher-
kessia Republic and where the reserve
abuts Abkhazia. The second main com-
ponent of the site comprises the three
elements of the most strictly protected
zone of Sochi National Park (all in Kras-
nodar Kray).

The remainder of the site compris-
es four small areas in Adygea Republic:
Bolshoy Thach nature park; the nature
monuments of Buiny Ridge, the headwa-
ters of the River Tsitsa and the Pshecha

and Pshechashcha rivers. The region is
mountainous, ranging in altitude from
250 m to peaks over 3,000 m, of which
the highest is Akaragvarta (3,360 m).
The geology is very diverse, including
sedimentary, metamorphic and igneous
rocks from the full span of eras from the
Precambrian to the Palaeozoic; it is also
very complex, reflecting the origin of the
Caucasus Mountains. The north part of
the site is characterized by karst lime-
stone massifs with many caves, includ-
ing 130 in the Lagonaki massif alone.

high peaks, 60 remnant glaciers, mo-
raines, and over 130 high-altitude lakes.
The main rivers on the north side are the
Bol'shaya Laba and Belaya, which feed
into the Kuban; on the south side the
rivers are shorter, flowing into the Black
Sea. There are numerous waterfalls, up
to 250 m in height.

The flora of the area is characterized
by clear zonation, both vertically and
from west to east. The western part has
oak-hornbeam and beech and beech-fir
forests; the higher central parts have
fir-spruce forests with birch and maple
at high altitudes; and the eastern parts
have both fir-spruce and pine-cedar for-
ests. Above the timberline at around
2,500 m are endemic rhododendron
thickets as well as subalpine and alpine
meadows. In total, 1,580 vascular plant
species have been recorded on the site.
Of the forest plant species, about one-
fifth is relict or endemic. Some 160 of
the vascular plant species are considered
as threatened with extinction in the Rus-
sian Federation, Adygea Republic and
Krasnodar Kray. There are over 700 spe-
cies of fungi, including 12 that are na-
tionally threatened.

The fauna is also rich, with 384 ver-
tebrate species, and 60 mammal spe-
cies, including wolf, bear, lynx, wild
boar, Caucasian deer, tur, chamois, and
reintroduced European bison which are
globally endangered. Signs of snow leop-
ard area are occasionally seen (global-
ly endangered). There are 246 species of
bird, including many endemic, of which
24 are nationally threatened and 24
globally threatened. There is also a high
species richness of amphibians, reptiles
and fish, with many rare species. About

2,500 insect species have been recorded
from a projected total of 5,000.

Since the last glaciation, ecological
succession has taken place across the
site, resulting in a great diversity of eco-
systems. The forests are remarkable on
the European scale for their lack of hu-
man disturbance, i.e. natural ecological
processes have continued over the mil-
lennia. Vegetation dynamics and tim-
berline have not been influenced by the
grazing of domestic animals; an unusu-
al situation on a global scale. There are
important populations of both ungulates
and wolves, providing opportunities for
studying both competitive interactions
between grazing animals and predator/
prey interactions.

The Caucasus is one of the global cen-
tres of plant diversity. The site includes
around a third of the 6,000 plant spe-
cies of the Greater Caucasus, includ-
ing Tertiary relicts and Mediterranean
and Asiatic Turano-Iranian elements.
About a third of the high mountain spe-
cies and about a fifth of the forest spe-
cies are endemic. The fauna is also very
rich. The site is the place of origin and
reintroduction of the mountain subspe-
cies of the European bison, and acts as
a reservoir for its expansion through the
region. There are stable populations of
many other large mammals. The avifau-
na is rich, and includes many endemic
species. There are also high levels of spe-
cies richness and endemicity in the lower
orders. Apart from the Virgin Komi For-
ests of the Urals, the Western Caucasus is
probably the only large mountain area in
Europe that has not experienced signif-
icant human impacts. Its subalpine and
alpine pastures have only been grazed
by wild animals. Its extensive tracts of
undisturbed mountain forests, extending
from the lowlands to the subalpine zone,
are unique in Europe.

he complex of the Kazan Kremlin
and its key monuments represents
exceptional testimony of historical
continuity and cultural diversity over a
long period, resulting in an important in-
terchange of values generated by the dif-
ferent cultures. It is exceptional testimo-
ny of the khanate and is the only surviv-
ing Tatar fortress with traces of the orig-
inal town-planning conception. It is, fur-
thermore, an outstanding example of a
synthesis of Tatar and Russian influences
in architecture, integrating different cul-
tures (Bulgar, Golden Horde, Tatar, Ital-
ian and Russian), as well as showing the
impact of Islam and Christianity.
Kremlin Hill was a fortified trading
settlement surrounded by moats, em-
bankments, and a stockade. A stone for-
tress was built in the 12th century and
the town developed as an outpost on the
northern border of Volga Bulgaria. It was
demolished by the Mongols and a cita-
del was built as the seat of the Prince of

Kazan. By the 15th century, the town
had become the capital of the Muslim
Principality of Bulgaria, with adminis-
trative, military, and trading functions.
The inner space of the Kremlin is a medi-
eval fortress containing buildings dating
from the 16th-19th centuries

The fortifications, in stone and brick,
were built in stages. In 1556-62 the
masters of Pskov, headed by Postnik Ya-
kovlev and Ivan Shiryai, generally rep-
licated the earlier Tatar fortifications.
There were originally 13 fortress towers,
but some were pulled down in the 19th
century.

The Governor’s Palace complex, on
the site of the Kazan Khan’s palace, was
built in 1845-48 to the design of the ar-
chitect of the Church of Christ the Sav-
iour and the Grand Kremlin Palace in

Moscow. It comprises the brick two-
storey main block and a low semicir-
cle of outhouses. The symmetrical fa-
cade has motifs of late Russian Classi-
cism, also found in the interior decora-
tion. The 17th century Palace Church

was refurbished and rededicated to
the Descent of the Holy Spirit in 1852.
Syuyumbeki’s Tower is the architectural
symbol of the city: its name goes back
to a Tatar tsarina, wife of the last two
khans of Kazan.

The Annunciation Cathedral complex
evolved from the 16th century as the cen-
tre of the Orthodox Church administra-
tion. The cathedral is the largest construc-
tion of the Kremlin, built in 1561-62 as
a five-dome, six-pillar, three-apse church
with two chapels connected by a porch. In
the 1930s the bell tower, the west porch
and the domes were pulled down. The
Bishop’s House was built in 1829.

The Public Offices complex, including
the three-storey Guard House, is situated
in the south-eastern part of the Kremlin
and has evolved historically as an admin-
istrative centre. The facades were rebuilt
in the 1840s. The facades have sparse or-
namentation, large windows, and a low-
pitched roof. Comprehensive renovation
work was carried out in 1998.

The Saviour-Transfiguration Mon-
astery complex is situated next to the
Spasskaya Tower, and the construction
started in 1557. It was the centre of mis-
sionary work and the burial grounds for
prelates, respected citizens, and nobility
of Kazan. The cathedral in the centre of

the area was built in 1595-1601 and de-
molished in the 1920s. The church of St
Nicholas the Thaumaturgist and its re-
fectory was rebuilt in 1815. The ground
floor is in white stone.

The Cadets’ School complex, built in
the 19th century on the site of a mosque
and a monastery, consists of two schools
and the former barracks. It was original-
ly two storeys high but a third floor was
added in the Soviet period. The Riding
School was erected in the 1880s, with a
suspended ceiling.

The Artillery Cannon Foundry was
built on the site of a military depot and
the building of the khan’s guards. The
main building was rebuilt to correspond
with the new orientation of the Great
Street, following the 1768 plan. The can-
non works was one of the largest in Rus-
sia: it was constructed to the design of
the engineer Bétancourt. From 1825 to
1837 the former arsenal and foundry
were refurbished as a school.

he wall paintings of Dionisii in the

Cathedral of the Nativity of the Vir-

gin at Ferrapontov Monastery are
the highest expression of Russian mural
art in the 15th-16th centuries. The Mon-
astery itself is the purest and most com-
plete example of an Orthodox monastic
community from the 15th-17th centu-
ries, a crucial period in the cultural and
spiritual development of Russia.

The Monastery was founded in 1398
by St Ferrapont, a friend and associate of
St Kirill Belozerskii. It achieved renown
thanks to St Kirill’s pupil, St Martini-
an Belozerskii, who was hegumen (ab-
bot) of the Troitse-Sergiev Monastery in
1447-55. Together with Kirillo-Belozersk
Monastery, it became the favoured place
of worship and of endowment for many
members of the Russian feudal aristoc-
racy and rulers. At the turn of the 15th
century, it produced many notable lead-
ers of the Russian Orthodox Church who
played leading parts in the country’s life.

Work began on the brick ensemble of
the monastery in 1490 with the erection
of the Cathedral of the Nativity of the
Virgin by master builders from Rostov,
followed by the Church of the Annunci-
ation, the Treasury Chamber, and ancil-
lary buildings. In the 17th century the
Gate Church, the Church of St Martini-
an and the bell tower were added. Princ-
es and tsars came to worship there and
Ivan IV granted it special privileges and
charters. Securing the relics of Martinian
and his subsequent canonization made
it a place of pilgrimage and attracted
many gifts and endowments. It became
the richest landowner in the Lake Beloye
region, owning some 60 villages, to be
formally abolished by the Synod in 1798.
In the 19th century a diminished area
of the complex was enclosed by a brick
wall. It reopened as a convent for nuns in
1904, but this was closed in 1924. It cur-
rently serves as the museum of the fres-
coes of Dionisii, opened in the first half

of the 20th century, but greatly enlarged
and improved since 1975.

There are six major elements in the
complex of the Ferrapontov Monastery:

The Cathedral of the Nativity of the
Virgin (1490), the nucleus of the mon-
astery, is a three-aisled structure sur-
mounted by a dome, its slender propor-
tions emphasized by vertical rows of pi-
lasters. The upper parts of the facades
are decorated with rows of balusters and
ceramic plaques with floral ornamenta-
tion, while the lower portions bear fan-
tastic masks and floral ornament remi-
niscent of the white limestone carvings
of the Vladimir churches. The interior
is divided by two rows of four stout pil-
lars and the drum is supported by vault-
ing. The entire surface of the interior is
covered by the mural paintings of Dioni-
sii Mudrii (the Wise), arranged in rows
that vary in size with the architectural
elements of the building. There are also
paintings on the exterior, in the cen-
tral part of the western wall and in the

lower part of the southern wall, above
the grave of St Martinian.

The Church of the Annunciation
(1530-31) and refectory was donated
by the Great Prince Vassilii II to com-
memorate the birth of his heir, the fu-
ture Ivan IV. It is the earliest example in
northern Russia of a church surmounted
by a bell tower. The two-storey Treasury
Chamber is the oldest brick civil building
in northern Russia. It was used for stor-
ing the monastery’s documents and oth-
er treasures.

The Church of St Martinian (1641),
characteristic of 17th-century Russian
church architecture, was built above the
grave of St Martinian, up against the
southern wall of the Cathedral of the Na-
tivity of the Virgin. In form it is a simple

cube with an eight-faceted ‘tent’ or spire
and a slender drum. It is lit from above,
directing the daylight on the grave of the
second founder of the monastery.

The small Gate Churches of the Epiph-
any and St Ferrapont (1650) are built
around the double Holy Gates, and
their structure is unusual. Their spires

surmount the centre of the gate building
and are supported on its walls rather than
those of the churches themselves. The bell
tower (1680s) crowns the building link-
ing the refectory and the Cathedral of the
Nativity of the Virgin. It contains 17 bells
and the spire contains a clock mechanism
from 1638, the oldest in Russia.

he site lies within the Sikhote-Alin

mountain range in the extreme

south-eastern corner of the Rus-
sian Federation, a region with a climate
and biodiversity entirely different from
the rest of the country. The Sikhote-Alin
is not a major mountain range (1,100 km
in length and up to 1,830 m in altitude)
but a vast unmodified temperate forest
wilderness lying within northern lat-
itudes. Elsewhere, at these latitudes,
the mixed coniferous/deciduous forests
of Western Europe and North America
have largely been removed or severely
modified. Lying between the coastline
of the Sea of Japan in the east and the
valleys of the Amur and Ussuri rivers in
the west, the Sikhote-Alin is subject to
both maritime and continental climatic
extremes.

The Central Sikhote-Alin site in Pri-
morskii Krai consists of two units sepa-
rated along the crest of the range by a
distance of 70 km:

The southern unit consists of two pro-
tected areas separated from each other
by the town of Terney: Sikhote-Alin Na-
ture Preserve on the eastern maritime
slopes near the town of Terney (includ-
ing a marine protected zone, extend-
ing 1km out from the coastline), this is
a Strict Nature Reserve and a Biosphere
Reserve; and Goralij Zoological Preserve,
a coastal zone north of Terney.

The second, northern, unit consists
of two contiguous areas located on the
Bikin River catchments: upstream of
the town of Krasny Yar, Bikin Territory
of Traditional Nature Use for the Udege
people in the middle Bikin; and Verkh-
nebikinski Zakaznik, covering the entire
upper Bikin catchments above the river
junction at Ushaia.

The Sikhote-Alin protected areas
are considered to contain the great-
est plant and animal diversity on the

north-western coastline of the Pacific.
The region lies at the junction of the Eur-
asian continent and the Pacific plate, a
biogeographic ‘mixing zone’ that large-
ly escaped the rejuvenating impacts of
the last glaciation and allowed the de-
velopment of the ancient ‘Turgai’ biota
during the Tertiary and early Quaterna-
ry periods.

This unique assemblage of biota con-
tains elements from Manchuria, Ok-
hotsk-Kamchatka (Bering), eastern Si-
beria and Dauria-Mongolia. The unique
combination of its severe climatic char-
acteristics, physical isolation, and tra-
ditional resource use by the Udege and
other indigenous peoples, has meant

that 80-90% of the region’s vegetation
still remains as dense temperate forest
and taiga.

The site lies within the ‘Primorye’
Centre of Plant Diversity; it also lies

temperate broadleaf and mixed forest’
ecoregion. Forests cover 95% of the site,
with alpine tundra, coastal shrublands,
meadows and bogs accounting for the
rest of the area. More than 180 tree and
woody shrub species occur in these for-
ests; the most characteristic large trees
are: Korean pine, Jeddo spruce, needle
fir, and several species of larch, Manchu-
rian ash, white-barked elm and Mongo-
lian oak. At higher altitudes, the for-
ests have a higher proportion of conifers
and small-leaved deciduous trees, typi-
cally birches, Koyama spruce and Sibe-
rian larch. Along the banks of the Bikin
River, there is a preponderance of white-
barked elm, Korean pine and Maximov-
itch poplar. Korean pine is a prolific ‘nut’
(seed) producer, essential to the surviv-
al of at least 30 mammal species, and
important as a food source (rich in ed-
ible oils) for the indigenous people. In
total, almost 1200 vascular plant species
are present, including many of medici-
nal value and importance to the indig-
enous people; the best-known plants in
this category are ginseng and Siberian
ginseng.

More than 400 vertebrates have been
recorded, including 241 bird species, 65
mammals, seven amphibians, 10 reptiles
and 51 fish. The site is renowned in in-
ternational conservation circles as the
largest intact habitat for the extreme-
ly rare Siberian (or Amur, or Ussuri) ti-
ger. In addition, it is the habitat of brown
bear, Himalayan black bear, lynx, goral,
sika deer, yellow-throated marten, Man-
churian hare, scaly-sided merganser and
other endemic and/or endangered spe-
cies. Seals are a feature of the Sikhote-
Alin coastline.

he ancient city of Derbent has

been crucial for the control of the

north-south passage on the west-
ern side of the Caspian Sea since the 1st
millennium BC. The defences built by
the Sassanians in the 5th century AD,
which were the most significant section
of the strategic defence systems on their
northern frontier, and were in continu-
ous use by the Persian, Arabic, Mongol
and Timurid governments for some 15
centuries.

Derbent is situated on the western
shores of the Caspian Sea, in the narrow-
est place between the sea and the slopes
of the Tabasaran Mountains (part of the
Larger Caucasus). The city has an impor-
tant strategic location as it forms a nat-
ural pass (the Caspian Gates) between
the Caucasian foothills and the sea. For
many centuries, it was thus in the posi-
tion to control the traffic between Eu-
rope and the Middle East. As a result
of this geographical particularity, the
city developed between two parallel de-
fence walls, stretching from the sea to

the mountains. Over the centuries, the
city has been given different names, all
connected to the word ‘gate’ (dar band is
Persian for ‘lock gate’). The fortification
was originally built during the Sassani-
an Empire, and continuously repaired or
improved until the 19th century, as long
as its military function lasted. The forti-
fication consists of the defence walls, the
citadel, and the historic town.

The Defence Walls, the most outstand-
ing feature of Derbent, rise some 3.6 km
from the Caspian Sea up to the citadel
on the mountain. There are two parallel
walls (north and south) 300-400 m from
each other. The city was built between
these walls. The wall then continues over
the mountains 40 km to the west (moun-
tain wall), as well as extending into the
sea (500 m), to protect the harbour. The
north wall still exists to its full length;
much of the south wall was demolished
in the 19th century. The earliest parts are
in unbaked brick, but the main part of
the structure (6th century AD) is in sol-
id ashlar with lime mortar, and a rubble

core. Some of the later construction used
smaller stones. The stones are laid face
and header side alternately for better
binding. The thickness of the walls var-
ies from 230 cm to 380 cm; the height is
about 12 m. A total of 73 defence towers
were built at regular intervals. The north

wall has 46 towers at about 70 m inter-
vals. There are several gates, which are
of architectural interest in their design.
Originally, most gates date from the 6th
or 7th centuries, but some have been re-
built or changed later. There used to be
14 gates, and 9 still remain.

The citadel is situated up on the moun-
tain; its walls are provided by small de-
fence towers, the most interesting of which
is in the south-west corner, a square tower
that serves as a link to the mountain wall.
On three sides, the citadel is defended by
steep slopes. Inside there are a number of
historic buildings, most in ruins. Along the
southern wall is the Khan’s Palace, which
was an elaborate building with court-
yards, now partly in ruins. In the citadel,
there are also the remains of a 5th-cen-
tury Christian church, subsequently built
over when Zoroastrianism and then Islam
were introduced. Djuma-mesjid is one of
the earliest mosques, built in the 8th cen-
tury, rebuilt in the 14th and 17th centu-
ries. The madrasa in front of the mosque
is from the 15th century. Together with an
administrative building, the mosque and
madrasa form a closed courtyard. The cit-
adel also has bath buildings and several
underground water tanks.

The Historic Town of Derben was ar-
ticulated in two main parts, and there

were also some transversal walls (dat-
ing from the 10th to 18th centuries).
The western part, on the mountain slope
just under the citadel, formed the resi-
dential section. The eastern part, close to
the sea, was used for merchants, crafts-
men, storage buildings, barracks and de-
pots. Close to the seafront, there was an-
other fort built in the 18th century for
the Shah’s Palace (now demolished). In
the second half of the 19th century, Der-
bent lost its defensive function; most of
the southern wall was demolished, and
the modern town developed in the low-
er part of the walled area, along the
seafront. Nevertheless, most of the his-
toric town core has been preserved, al-
though with some minor changes. The
old city was divided in separate quarters,
and the street pattern referred to the
gates. The streets are narrow and tortu-
ous. The town still contains interesting
courtyard houses, as well as some public
stone buildings: mosques, baths, madra-
sas , and the remains of a caravanserai.

he Novodevichy Convent is an out-
standing example of an exception-
ally well-preserved monastic com-
plex, representing the Moscow Baroque
style in the architecture of the late 17th
century Apart from its fine architecture
and decorative details, the site is char-
acterized by its high town-planning val-
ues.The ensemble integrates the political
and cultural nature of the existing World
Heritage site of Moscow Kremlin. It is
itself closely related to Russian Ortho-
doxy, as well as with Russian history, es-
pecially in the 16th and 17th centuries.
The convent is situated in the south-
western part of the historic town of
Moscow, close to the Moscow River. The
Convent territory is enclosed within
walls and surrounded by a park, which
forms the buffer zone. The park is lim-
ited by the urban fabric of the city on
the north and east sides. On the west
side, it is limited by the Moscow River,
and on the south side there is an urban
freeway. The north-west shore of the
lake offers picturesque panoramas that

are important for the perception of the
ensemble.

The convent was founded by Grand
Duke Vasily IIT in the 1520s to mark the
liberation of Smolensk and its return to
the Russian State in 1514. It was dedicat-
ed to the Icon of the Mother God of Smo-
lensk ‘Hodigitria’, the highest shrine of
Russian orthodoxy. The Convent is sur-
rounded by a high masonry wall with 12
towers. The entrances are from the north
(town side) and the south. The Smolen-
sky Cathedral, oriented west-east, is sit-
uated in the centre of the axes between
the two entrance gates. The layout of the
convent territory is an irregular rectan-
gle stretching from the west to east. The
ensemble of the convent is surrounded
by a fortress wall with 12 towers. Origi-
nating from the 16th century, the domi-
nating aspect of the ensemble was given
by the ‘Moscow Baroque’ style in the 17th
century. The layout of the convent can be
referred to two axes. The east-west axis

is formed by the Church of the Assump-
tion and the Bell Tower. The north-south
axis is defined by the two entrance gates.
The North Gate is linked with the Church
of Transfiguration, and the South Gate
with the Church of the Holy Virgin. The
Refectory and the Church of St Amvro-
si are close to the South Gate. The Bell
Tower (1683-90) is 72 m high in five

tiers. It is built from red brick in Moscow
Baroque style, using white-stone decora-
tive elements. The convent has a num-
ber of residential and service buildings,
many along the walls.

The unusual disposition of the belfry
on the far end of the east-west axis, near
the eastern boundary, stresses its or-
ganic link with the surrounding streets,

and especially to the Moscow Kremlin.
This aspect is stressed in the visual links
and spatial orientation of its urban lay-
out. Smolensky Cathedral, the main fo-
cal point of the convent, is situated at the
crossing of the two axes of the site, and is
dedicated to the Mother of God of Smo-
lensk (1524-25, paintings of 16th centu-
ry and iconostas of 17th century).

This was the first stone building of the
ensemble, possibly designed by an Ital-
ian architect, and built from brick ma-
sonry with stone details. The building
has three aisles ending in three apses; it
is surrounded by two-tier galleries and
crowned by five cupolas. The outer walls
are plastered white and articulated ver-
tically into sections each of which ends
up with a semicircle on the roof line. The
interior is covered by a system of cross-
vaulting and domes on light drums. The
interior walls, pillars and vaults are cov-
ered with mural paintings on a tempera
base. The main theme of the paintings is
‘Akaphist’s text praising the Virgin’, made

in a style tending towards classical an-
cient Russian style. The wooden-framed
iconostasis, decorated in gold-coated
carvings, typical of Moscow Baroque, has
icons of the 16th and 17th centuries.

The Church of St Amvrosiy Mediolans-
kiy with the Old Refectory and the Irinin-
skiye chambers (late 16th to 17th centu-
ries) comprise three main volumes made
in brick. This complex, in one and two sto-
reys, is fairly simple in its general architec-
tural expression. The church facade has
typical decorative details of the 17th cen-
tury. The Church of the Assumption of the
Virgin and Refectory (1685-87) is built
from brick in Moscow Baroque style. It is
mainly in one storey with a low roof line,
except for a tower part which is crowned
with a small onion-dome cupola. It has
three entrance porches projecting from
the building. The interior has painted
decorations and an iconostasis that dates
from the 17th to 20th centuries.

ocated well above the Arc-
tic Circle, the site includes the
mountainous Wrangel Island
(7,608 km2), Herald Island (11 km2)
and surrounding waters. Wrangel was
not glaciated during the Quaternary Ice
Age, resulting in exceptionally high lev-
els of biodiversity for this region.
Wrangel Island Reserve has the high-
est level of biodiversity in the high Arc-
tic. The island is the breeding habitat
of Asia’s only snow goose population,
which is slowly making a recovery from
catastrophically low levels. The marine
environment is an increasingly impor-
tant feeding ground for the gray whale
migrating from Mexico (some from an-
other World Heritage site, the Whale
Sanctuary of El Vizcaino). The islands
have the largest seabird colonies on the
Chukchi Sea, are the northernmost nest-
ing grounds for over 100 migratory bird
species including several that are endan-
gered such as the peregrine falcon, have

significant populations of resident tun-
dra bird species interspersed with migra-
tory Arctic and non-Arctic species and
have the world’s highest density of an-
cestral polar bear dens. Wrangel Island
boasts the largest population of Pacific
walrus with up to 100,000 animals con-
gregating at any given time at one of the
island’s important coastal rookeries. As
Wrangel Island contains a high diversi-
ty of habitats and climates and condi-
tions vary considerably from one loca-
tion to another, total reproductive fail-
ure of a species in any given year is prac-
tically unheard of. Given the relatively
small size of the area, this is very unusu-
al in the high Arctic.

Currently, 417 species and subspe-
cies of vascular plant have been iden-
tified on the island, double that of any

other Arctic tundra territory of compa-
rable size and more than any other Arc-
tic island. Some species are derivative
of widespread continental forms, others
are the result of recent hybridization, 23
are endemic.

The number and type of endemic
plant species, the diversity within plant
communities, the rapid succession and

mosaic of tundra types, the presence of
relatively recent mammoth tusks and
skulls, the range of terrain types and
geological formations in the small geo-
graphical space, are all visible evidence
of Wrangel’s rich natural history and its
unique evolutionary status within the
Arctic. Furthermore, the process is con-
tinuing as can be observed in, for ex-
ample, the unusually high densities and
distinct behaviours of the Wrangel lem-
ming populations in comparison with
other Arctic populations; or in the phys-
ical adaptations of the island reindeers,
where they may now have evolved into
a separate population from their main-
land cousins.

Evidence of a Neolithic camp inhab-
ited by palaeo-Eskimo hunters of an an-
cient Eskimo culture of approximate-
ly 3,400 years ago are found in Kras-
sin Bay on the south coast of Wran-
gel Island. Some of their prey species
are known from the remains of wool-
ly mammoth Mammuthus primige-
nius and bones and tusks of the pyg-
my woolly mammoth Mammuth primi-
genius wrangelensis, which lived on
the island only some 7,000-3,700 years
ago — 6,000 years later than the official
extinction date. There were also fur-
ry rhinoceros Coelodonta antiguitatus,
primeval bison Bison priscus and Prjew-
alski’s horse Equus caballus przevalskii,
remains of which are abundant on the
island’s plains. Herald Island was first
seen in 1849; Wrangel Island was dis-
covered in 1867 and named after the
Russian navigator and explorer Ferdi-
nand von Wrangel, who had searched
for the island after learning of it from
mainland natives and seeing north-
ward-migrating birds.

he historic town of Yaroslavl with

its 17th-century churches and its

neoclassical radial urban plan and
civic architecture is an outstanding ex-
ample of the interchange of cultural and
architectural influences between West-
ern Europe and the Russian Empire, cou-
pled with the town-planning reform or-
dered by Empress Catherine the Great
in the whole of Russia, implemented be-
tween 1763 and 1830.

Yaroslavl is situated on the Volga at its
confluence with the Kotorosl River. The
origins of the city go back to the early
11th century, when there was a small
wooden fortress. From the 13th century
it belonged to the territory of Rostov and
Yaroslavl started developing: in 1463,
Yaroslavl Grand Duchy joined the pow-
erful Moscow state. After several fires,
the original wooden town was gradual-
ly rebuilt in stone, starting from the 16th
century. It acquired its present-day form
and structure mainly as a result of the
major urban reform in 1763, ordered by
Catherine the Great for the whole coun-
try. Some of the existing streets and
structures were retained in this renewal
process, which lasted from 1770 to the
1830s.

The site consists of the historic centre
of the city, the Slobody, forming rough-
ly a half circle with radial streets from
the centre. It is essentially neoclassical
in style, with harmonious and uniform
streetscapes. Most residential and public
buildings are two to three storeys high
along wide streets and urban squares.
There is a large number of churches with
onion cupolas, and monastic ensembles,
dating from the 16th and 17th centuries
and having valuable mural paintings and
iconostases.

Spassky Monastery is one of the oldest
monasteries found in the Upper Volga re-
gion. It was built on the site of a pagan

temple in the late 12th century. The old-
est surviving buildings date from the
16th century (Cathedral of Transfigura-
tion, Refectory, Holy Gate, Bell Tower).

The Church of the Epiphany has five
cupolas, and its red-brick facades are
decorated with polychrome tiles; the
interior was painted in 1692-93. Other
churches include the Church of St Nich-
olas Nadein, the Church of the Nativity,
with a unique bell tower, and the Church
of Elijah the Prophet, which became the
focus of the classicist radial town plan of
Yaroslavl.

One block away from the Volga, a
main avenue runs parallel to the river,
crossing the Soviet (Iliinskaya) square,
which forms the focal point of the his-
toric town. The centre area is surround-
ed by a boulevard forming a semicircle,
Ushinsky Street, built in the 17th centu-
ry immediately behind the city’s defenc-
es. The boulevard crosses Volkov square,
the starting point for the road to Uglich.

On the embankment of Volga, there
are a number of significant neoclassical
buildings, e.g. the metropolitan’s resi-
dence (originally built in the 1680s),
Church of Saints Elijah and Tychen, Vol-
ga Tower (a defence tower from 1685),
Volga Gate (early 19th-century eleva-
tions), Ensemble of the former Gover-
nor-General’s house, Deduylin house,
Ensemble of the Nativity (17th century).

The focal point of the Soviet Square
ensemble, built in the mid-17th to 18th
centuries, is the Church of Elijah the
Prophet with its rich decorations and
wall paintings. The buildings of the Gov-
ernment Offices include some of the first
construction according to the 1770 town
plan built in early classical style.

Volkov Square originated as a place
for small traders. In the early 19th cen-
tury, a theatre was built here (first in
timber, then in stone); this was replaced

by a new structure in 1911, still in the
neoclassical style. On the square there is
also one of the remaining defence tow-
ers, St Blase Tower, built from stone af-
ter a fire in the 17th century. Ushin-
sky Street has a number of interesting

buildings in classical style. Some of
these buildings have been rebuilt or
renovated towards the end of the 19th
century, thus representing a variety of
styles, from classicism to Rococo and
neoclassical.

natural features include an extensive
area of layered basalt traps that has
been dissected by dozens of deep can-
yons; countless cold water rivers and

creeks with thousands of waterfalls;
more than 25,000 lakes characterized
by a fjord-like formation that is associ-
ated with a large variation in the relief.

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The immense arctic and boreal land-
scapes remain intact with carpets of
lichens and forest that are unusual at
such northern latitudes.

The property displays a comprehen-
sive set of ecological and biological pro-
cesses associated with its diverse arctic
and subarctic ecosystems. Its bio-geo-
graphical location, on the border of the
tundra and taiga biomes and at the tran-
sition between Western and Eastern Si-
berian floras, makes the property one of
only a few centres of plant species rich-
ness in the Arctic. The combination of
landscape diversity, remoteness, natu-
ralness and degree of protection are ex-
traordinary. In addition, the property
may provide valuable evidence on the
impacts of climate change to large-scale
natural arctic ecosystems if proper moni-
toring and research take place.

The property’s size, remoteness and
naturalness, as well as the degree of

protection afforded to it are essential
attributes in ensuring the protection
of the full range of largely undisturbed
landscapes and processes that are the
basis of its Outstanding Universal Val-
ue. The property includes the key areas
and features that are essential for main-
taining the property’s natural beauty. A
full range of important natural features,
such as lakes, canyons and waterfalls, is
located within its boundaries. The prop-
erty is also of sufficient size and con-
tains the necessary elements to main-
tain the ecological and biological pro-
cesses that are essential for the long
term conservation of the property’s eco-
systems and biological diversity, and the
migratory species that rely on its natu-
ral state.

he Curonian Spit is an outstand-

ing example of a landscape of sand

dunes that is under constant threat
from natural forces (wind and tide). Af-
ter disastrous human interventions that
menaced its survival, the Spit was re-
claimed by massive protection and stabi-
lization works begun in the 19th century
and still continuing to the present day.

The Spit is a peninsula that separates
the Baltic Sea and the Curonian Lagoon
in a slightly concave arc for 98 km from
the Kaliningrad Peninsula to the town of
Klaipeda. The largest settlements in the
Lithuanian part are Smiltyne, Pervalka,
Juodkrante, Preila and Nida. Dune val-
leys divide the ridge into separate dune
massifs, and capes are generally formed
in front of these valleys.

Formation of the Spit began some
5,000 years ago. Mesolithic people
whose main source of food was from
the sea settled there, working bone and
stone brought from the mainland. In the
1st millennium CE West Baltic tribes
(Curonians and Prussians) established
seasonal settlements there, to collect
fish, and perhaps also for ritual purpos-
es. The centre of Kaup is the last unex-
cavated large proto-urban settlement of
the Viking period. The invasion of Prus-
sia by Teutonic Knights in the 13th cen-
tury was gradually driven out, but armed
conflict continued in the region until the
15th century. The Spit had great strate-
gic importance, and in consequence the
knights built castles at Memel (1252),
Noihauz (1283) and Rossitten (1372).
They also settled German farmers
around the castles, building roads and
clearing woodland for agriculture.

Baltic peoples set up settlements on
the Spit and the population increased,

however, as their main activities were
fishing and beekeeping. In the 16th cen-
tury a new process of dune formation
began and settlements became buried
in sand. The works took the form of the
construction of a protective bank of sand
to prevent further ingress of dunes (a
process that took most of the century)
and the stabilization of dunes by means
of brushwood hurdles, accompanied by
reforestation.

The most significant element of the
Spit’s cultural heritage is represented by
the old fishing settlements. The earliest
of these were buried in sand when the
woodland cover was removed. Those
that have survived are all along the
coast of the lagoon. At the end of the
19th century more elaborate buildings —
lighthouses, churches, schools and vil-
las — began to be erected alongside the
simpler vernacular houses. This was
partly due to the fact that the Spit be-
came a recreational centre: Juodkran-
te became famous as a health resort as
early as 1840 and Nida, Preila and Per-
valka were given official recognition
in this category in 1933. In the centre,
Nida, the largest settlement on the Spit,
has a linear plan based on a single main
street that runs parallel to the lagoon
and which developed spontaneously in
the 19th century.

The most northerly part of the Spit,
Smiltyne, was not settled until the mid-
19th century, when a health resort was
created. It is the point where ferries
from Klaipeda on the mainland arrive
on the Spit. The surviving buildings of
cultural significance are the houses of
fishermen built during the 19th cen-
tury. In their original form they were
built from wood and thatched with
reeds. A homestead consisted of two
or three buildings: a dwelling house,
a cattle shed, and a smokehouse for

curing fish. These were located to one
side of the long narrow plot, leaving
space for a kitchen garden and for dry-
ing nets. The houses were constructed
at right angles to the street. In the 20th
century the fishermen’s houses were
enlarged and new ones built with their
long sides to the street. As a result, the

appearance of the settlements was rad-
ically altered.

Other buildings are the sturdy light-
house at Pervalka and the neo-Gothic
Evangelical Lutheran churches at Juod-
krante and Nida, both built in the 1880s.
The cemeteries of Nida, Preila, Pervalka
and Juodkrante are of interest.

vs Nuur is the northernmost of

the enclosed basins of Central

Asia. It is enclosed on the north
(Tuva) by the Tannu Ola Range and the
Sangilen Mountains in the north-east.
The main feeder to Uvs Nuur is the Tes-
Khem River, which has its source in a
fresh-water lake, Sangyn Dalai Nuur, in
the alpine meadows and larch forests of
the Sangilen uplands at the eastern ex-
tremity of the basin (in Mongolia). The
Tes-Khem then flows 500 km westwards,
through steppe and desert, into south-
ern Tuva, and then back into Mongolia,
before emptying into Uvs Nuur. For its
last 100 km, the river meanders through
an extensive wetland complex, a green
swathe in an otherwise semi-desert land-
scape; its delta is some 40 km wide and
is an important wildlife habitat. Uvs is
relatively shallow (10-20 m depth) and
very saline and alkaline. In all, the lakes
display a range of hydrological charac-
teristics, water quality and biomass pro-
ductivity. Uvs is the ‘sea’ of western Mon-
golia; it is frequented by a range of sea-
birds, even though the nearest ocean is
3,000 km away.

The Uvs Nuur basin has an extraor-
dinary temperature range; the lowest
winter temperature in western Mongo-
lia (-58 °C) has been recorded here but
summer temperatures can rise to 40 °C.
Within the site there are nine strictly pro-
tected areas, representing the main eco-
systems. Two of the Mongolian protected
areas, Turgen Uul and Tsagaan Shuvuut,
also lie in the western mountains, which
have shown the presence of 173 bird and
41 mammal species within their bound-
aries. Both are important habitats for the
endangered snow leopard and there is
active research into the conservation of
this species. Other important mammals
are large herbivores such as the Asiatic
ibex, argali mountain sheep, wild boar,

red deer and musk deer and the Mongo-
lian and black-tailed gazelle; predators
include wolf, red fox, lynx, polecat and
weasel, and many different kites, falcons,
eagles and vultures. Within the ecolog-
ically-diverse Uvs Nuur site, some 359
bird species have been recorded.

The vegetation also reflects the con-
junction of the Siberian and Central
Asian floras, with 19 species endemic to
Tuva and Mongolia, 51 relict species and
94 plant species classified as rare.

The Uvs Nuur basin has a rich histor-
ical and cultural heritage. The site has
also important for cultural heritage sta-
tus; largely on the basis of 2,900 sites
containing burial mounds (kurgans) and
stone tablets (steles), many of late Palae-
olithic age. Historically, a large propor-
tion of the Eurasian steppe would have
undergone a vegetation succession to
forest as the post-glacial climate became
warmer — had wild herbivores and hu-
mans not worked to maintain the grass-
land environment. There is a close rela-
tionship between the domesticated graz-
ing animals (traditionally sheep, cat-
tle, goats and horses) and the grass-
land plants of the steppes, a relationship
which has moulded this landscape over
thousands of years. The increasing do-
mestication of livestock supplemented
(and supplanted) the wild grazing ani-
mals of the steppe — such as Przewals-
ki’s horse, the Saiga antelope and the
wild Bactrian camel. Over the millennia,
the nomadic seasonal herding patterns
transferred plants and nutrients spatial-
ly within the steppe ecosystems. Some
grasses and herbs will have been elimi-
nated; others will have thrived. Soil or-
ganic matter gradually accumulated as
plant leaf litter, dead roots and animal
excreta were decomposed and their con-
stituent nutrients recycled back into new
plant growth.

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he first accurate measuring of a

long segment of a meridian, help-

ing to establish the exact size and
shape of the world, exhibits an impor-
tant step in the development of earth sci-
ences. Since around 500 BC it had been
known that the Earth was not flat, but of
some spherical shape. In the 3rd centu-
ry BC, the surveying technique and the-
ory for determining the size of the Earth
was developed by Eratosthenes. This the-
ory remained in use until the era of satel-
lite geodesy. Eratosthenes’s theory, using
length measurement and angles deter-
mined by star observations, made it pos-
sible to determine the size of the Earth,
while the measurements themselves
were still not accurate, mainly owing to
inadequate methods and equipment.

In the 17th century better measuring
equipment was developed, together with
a new method using triangulations. Ac-
cording to this method, a much shorter
line could be measured accurately, while
the long distances were covered by a chain

of triangles. These triangles each spanned
several hundred kilometres, with each of
their sides (base lines) as long as 100 km
and each triangle in the chain having one
common base line with at least one oth-
er triangle and two common corners (sta-
tion points) with another triangle.

The triangulation method helped to
establish in the 1730s and 1740s the true
shape of the Earth, by means of long arcs
in Peru and Lapland. The problem of the
size of the Earth remained unsolved and
had become even more complex, as it was
known that it was not a perfect sphere.
The different early arcs in France, Peru,
Lapland, Italy, South Africa and Austria
had various shortcomings that did not
allow for an accurate solution of this is-
sue. The defeat of Napoleon, followed by

the Congress of Vienna and the decision
in 1815 to establish agreed internation-
al boundaries in Europe, required accu-
rate mapping. These needs were strong-
ly felt in Russia, where Tsar Alexander I
provided the astronomer Wilhelm Struve
with all the resources for his project for a
new long geodetic arc. This can be seen
as the first step for the development of
modern geodetic framework and topo-
graphic mapping.

A very long arc, completed in 1840,
had been measured in India by Lamb-
ton and Everest, and a shorter arc in
Lithuania by Carl Tenner. Struve, who
was working at the Dorpat University
in modern Estonia, decided that the arc
he would establish would follow a line
of longitude (meridian) passing through
the observatory of the university. The
new long arc, later to be known as the
Struve Arc, was finally createded by con-
necting earlier, shorter arcs to the south-
ern one measured by Tenner, and their
extension to the north and south. The arc
covered thus a line connecting Fuglenes

near Hammerfest in the far north, along
2,800 km, with Staro-Nekrasowka, near
Ismail, on the Black Sea shores.

The World Heritage site consists of 34
of the original station points established
by Struve and his colleagues between
1816 and 1851 - four points in Norway,
four in Sweden, six in Finland, one in
Russia, three in Estonia, two in Latvia,
three in Lithuania, five in Belarus, one
in Moldova and four in Ukraine. These
marks take different forms: small holes
drilled in rock surfaces, and sometimes
filled with lead; cross-shaped engraved
marks on rock surfaces; solid stone or
brick with a marker inset; rock structures
(cairns), with a central stone or brick,
marked by a drilled hole; single bricks;
and specially constructed ‘monuments’ to
commemorate the point and the arc.

The Struve Geodetic Arc is an extraor-
dinary example of interchange of human
values in the form of scientific collabo-
ration among scientists from different
countries, as well as an outstanding ex-
ample of a technological ensemble.

UNESCO Milestones

November 16, 1945: representatives
of 37 countries meet in London to sign
UNESCO’s Constitution which comes into
force on November 4, 1946 after ratification
by 20 signatories.

1948: UNESCO recommends that Member
States make free primary education com-
pulsory and universal.

1952: An intergovernmental conference
convened by UNESCO adopts the Universal
Copyright Convention. In the decades fol-
lowing World War II, the Convention served
to extend copyright protection to numer-
ous states not then party to the Bern Con-
vention for the Protection of Literary and
Artistic Works (1886).

1956: The Republic of South Africa with-
draws from UNESCO claiming that some
of the Organization’s publications amount
to “interference” in the country’s “racial
problems”. The state rejoins the Organiza-
tion in 1994 under the leadership of Nelson
Mandela.

1958: Inauguration of UNESCO’s perma-
nent Headquarters in Paris designed by Mar-
cel Breuer (US), Pier-Luigi Nervi (Italy) and
Bernard Zehrfuss (France).

1960: Launching of the Nubia Campaign in
Egypt to move the Great Temple of Abu Sim-
bel to keep it from being swamped by the
Nile after construction of the Aswan Dam.
During the 20 year campaign, 22 monu-
ments and architectural complexes are relo-
cated. This is the first and largest in a series
of campaigns including Moenjodaro (Paki-
stan), Fez (Morocco), Kathmandu (Nepal),
Borobudur (Indonesia) and the Acropolis
(Greece).

1968: UNESCO organizes the first intergov-
ernmental conference aimed at reconciling
the environment and development, now
knows as “sustainable development”. This
led to the creation of UNESCO’s Man and
the Biosphere Program.

1972: The Convention concerning the Pro-
tection of the World Cultural and Natural
Heritage is adopted. The World Heritage
Committee is established in 1976 and the
first sites are inscribed on the World Heri-
tage List in 1978.

1974: HH. Pope Paul VI awards the John
XXIII Peace Prize to UNESCO.

1975: The United Nations University is
established in Tokyo under the auspices of
the UN and UNESCO.

1978: UNESCO adopts the Declaration
on Race and Racial Prejudice. Subsequent
reports on the issue by the Director-General
serve to discredit and dismiss the pseudo
scientific foundations of racism.

1980: The first two volumes of UNESCO’s
General History of Africa are published.
Similar series focus on other regions, nota-
bly Central Asia and the Caribbean.

1984: The United States withdraws from
the Organization citing disagreement over
management and other issues. The United
Kingdom and Singapore withdraw in 1985.
The Organization’s budget drops consider-
ably.

1990: The World Conference on Educa-
tion for All, in Jomtien, Thailand, launches
a global movement to provide basic educa-
tion for all children, youths and adults.
Held ten years later in Dakar, Senegal, the
World Education Forum commits govern-
ments to achieving basic education for all
by 2015.

1992: Creation of the Memory of the
World program to protect irreplaceable
library treasures and archive collections.
It now includes sound, film and television
archives.

1997: The United Kingdom returns to
UNESCO.

1998: The Universal Declaration on the
Human Genome and Human Rights, devel-
oped and adopted by UNESCO in 1997, is
endorsed by the UN.

1999: Director-General Koichiro Matsuura
undertakes major reforms to restructure an
decentralize the Organization’s staff and
activities.

2001: UNESCO Universal Declaration on
Cultural Diversity is adopted by the General
Conference.

2002: The United States announces its deci-
sion to return to UNESCO.

2009: Irina Bokova is elected UNESCO
Director-General.
