UGRA AND UNESCO - PARTNERSHIP FOR
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

The productive work of the Commission of
the Russian Federation for UNESCO and the
Permanent Delegation of the Russian Federa-
tion to UNESCO laid a foundation for success-
ful implementation of UNESCO projects and
programs in Russia. They aim at promoting
the best international practices, improving the
quality of life of the Russian people, preserving
cultural heritage, developing education, sci-
ence, information-sharing sys-
tems. The Khanty-Mansiysk
Autonomous Okrug — Ugra
carries out such programs. In
2007 a Branch of the Commis-
sion of the Russian Federation
for UNESCO was inaugurated
in the Okrug. Assuming obli-
gations to promote UNESCO’s
mission we took into account
its priorities when elaborating
the Strategy of social and eco-
nomic development of Ugra
till 2020 and for the period
till 2030. In particular, we fo-
cus on developing human
capital, building information
society, preserving cultural heritage of indig-
enous peoples inhabiting Ugra from the earli-
est times.

In the Autonomus Okrug the UNITWIN /
UNESCO Chairs program has been carrying
out. This project enhances the qualiy educa-
tion, provides an opportunity to compare na-
tional approaches to education with other
countries’ practice, study international expe-
rience of reforming vocational education and
training systems, build an education system
focused on sustainable development.

UNESCO Chair “Environment Dynamics
and Global Climate Change” was established
in 2008 at the Ugra State University. Field sta-
tion “Mukhrino” of the UNESCO Chair was

included into the international environmen-
tal monitoring network SCANNET. Two ma-
jor UNESCO Chairs’ conferences on educa-
tion for sustainable development were held
in the Okrug. On September 17 - 18, 2009
Khanty-Mansiysk hosted the first Interna-
tional Congress of UNESCO Chairs. During
the Congress experts from the Autonomous
Okrug had an opportunity to develop their
cooperation with the lead-
ing Universities of Russia
and other countries, to dis-
cuss social partnership in
education with prominent
experts, incorporating new
educational ans informa-
tion technology into the
education system. Pursuant
to the forum, the Ugorians
made their amendments to
the UNESCO Chairs’ Dec-
laration regarding sustain-
able development.

The International Con-
ference on Education for
Sustainable Development
dedicated to the 150th anniversary of great
Russian scientist Vernadsky, which took
place in the Autonomous Okrug on May 22
— 25,2013 became another highlight event.
The proposals stated in the forum’s declara-
tion laid the basis for developing the final
document of the World Conference on Sus-
tainable Development to be held in Japan in
2014. The participants of the conference in
Ugra studied domestic and foreign experi-
ence in enhancing the role of education in
social development. We attracted attention
of international and Russian experts to our
International Ecological Action “To Save and
Preserve.” The experts were also very inter-

ested in the projects of the UNESCO Chair

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at the Ugra State University on “Environment
Dynamics and Global Climate Change.”

UNESCO “Information for All” program laid
a foundation for international discussion on
political, legal, ethical and social issues related
to building global information society, as well
as for preparing projects aimed at providing
universal access to information. The Autono-
mous Okrug adopted the State program “Infor-
mation Society” until 2020. Its main goal is to
provide equal access of the Ugorians to infor-
mation resources and government electronic
services, regardless of their place of residence,
to improve the efficiency of public administra-
tion in Ugra.

The Commission of the Russian Federation
for UNESCO supported a number of Okrug-
led projects. The international IT-Forum is
held in Ugra under the aegis of the Commis-
sion. In 2014 the BRICS countries took part
in it. Together with UNESCO Moscow Of-
fice and with UNESCO financial support, the
“Regional multimedia centre of indigenous
communities” project was implemented. As a
result, two Internet access points were set up
on the territory of Surgut Municipal Districtin
traditional residence of the forest Nenets and
Yugan Khanty.

In order to extend our cooperation with UN-
ESCO we shall make a presentation of the Au-
tonomous Okrug’s potential at the UNESCO
Headquarters in Paris in 2014. We will also
hold a round table on media and information
literacy and linguistic and cultural diversity in
cyberspace.

In science I take particular note of the Inter-
national Hydrological Program that provides
an opportunity to study the mechanisms al-
lowing to minimize the dangers that threaten
vulnerable water resource systems, including
in emergency situations. Today’s integrated ap-
proaches to water resource management, the
study and preservation of natural and cultural
heritage in the regions of the World’s Great
Rivers, are more important than ever before.
Ugra is the participant of the “Great Rivers”
project of the International Hydrological Pro-
gram. The International Conference of UN-

ESCO Associated Schools “Ob-Irtysh River

Basin: Youth Study and Preserve Natural
and Cultural Heritage in the Regions of the
World’s Great Rivers” has been held in Ugra
since 2008. Over the past six years over 500
students of the Associated Schools from 20
countries attended the forum. We find it
important that the Conference is focused
on young people. The participants work to-
gether to address the problems of preserving
natural and cultural heritage through inter-
regional and international cooperation and
share experience in environmental and cul-
tural activities, gained from the creation of
youth environmental organizations.

Since 2005, the International Ecologi-
cal Action “To Save and Preserve” has been
held under the aegis of UNESCO. The pro-
ject’s mission meets the goals of the UNE-
SCO “Man and the Biosphere” program, so
it was decided to share the experience of the
ecological action with the National Com-
missions for UNESCO of the CIS countries,
and to set up an international interdiscipli-
nary pilot project on sustainable develop-
ment in Ugra.

UNESCO Associated Schools Network
project inspires active and creative school
life, promotes the skills and ideals of inter-
cultural dialogue, culture of peace, tolerance
and respect for human rights. The status of
a UNESCO Associated School contributes
to the development of Russian educational
institutions’ cooperation with their foreign
counterparts. The status of a UNESCO As-
sociated School was granted to three edu-
cational institutions of the Autonomous
Okrug, Mr Berezin, Director of the Boarding
school “Center of Art for Gifted Children of
the North” was elected Coordinator of the
Associated Schools network in the Altai and
Siberia region. We expect that in the nearest
future the Boarding school will be granted
the status of a Center of Technical and Voca-
tional Education and Training (UNEVOC).

[ am confident that the partnership of
Ugra and UNESCO will continue to develop
through the projects focusing on socializa-
tion of the youth and also sustainable devel-
opment of indigenous peoples of the world.

Today there is a growing recognition of in-
valuable role of indigenous people in the
continuity of nature and a human-being.
Moreover, their culture provides the link be-
tween traditional and modern lifestyles. As a
source of the alternative viewpoint they bal-
ance the anthropogenic era of humanity and
preserve its original and natural existence.
Relying on natural resources they know how
to preserve them for the generations to come.
It helps preserve biodiversity of the planet.
On the other hand, it does not mean that
such peoples should be deprived of benefits
of civilization and advantages of the Infor-
mation Age. They should not be endangered
by risks of globalization, global climate
change and other negative factors.

This is true to Khanty and Mansi people,
who traditionally represent half-nomad
hunters and fishers, they also master rein-



deer breeding, harvesting and many others
unique crafts that provide their living, every-
day and spiritual culture.

We are confident that today’s Khanty-
Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug — Ugra is one
of the leading Russian regions as for both the
level of the socio-economic development of
small indigenous people and statutory regu-
lation of their development. The fundamen-
tal guarantees of small indigenous people’s
rights are enshrined in the Charter (Basic
law) of the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous
Okrug. In order to provide their living, more
than 50 regulatory acts including more than
10 special laws on the indigenous small-
numbered people of the North were adopted.
Besides, the Concept of sustainable develop-
ment of the indigenous small-numbered

Autonomous Okrug — Ugra) is ensured.
Today the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous
Okrug - Ugra largely determines the sus-
tainable development of the whole coun-
try’s economy, providing a significant part of
the consolidated budget by its oil revenues.
Given that most license areas are partially
or completely located in homelands of the
indigenous people of the North, it is impor-
tant to regulate their relations with the oil
producers in conformity with the principles
of the Second Decade of the World’s Indig-

In the Okrug’s territory there are 475 tra-
ditional nature management territories of
regional significance, with the total area of
about 13 million hectares. According to Ugra
law it is mandatory to:

1) agree with the indigenous people the lo-
cations of production facilities;

2) compensate indigenous people for re-
strictions of use and damage to the places of
their homelands from industrial activities of
organizations of all forms of ownership.

For this purpose the oil production com-
panies and the representatives of the indig-
enous people develop comprehensive con-
tracts and agreements on the use of land
within the boundaries of the traditional na-
ture management territories. The structure
of such agreements is approved and is con-
trolled by the Okrug’s government and is
regulated by legal instruments. As a rule, in

the oil production companies provide each
family on the territory of which the indus-
trial activity is carried out with supplies, fu-
els and lubricants, monetary compensation.
In addition, the agreement makes provision
for tuition and living costs of students of
the indigenous people in educational in-
stitutions, for treatment and training, for
employment in the structural units of oil
production companies as well as transport
services and the acquisition or construction
of housing.

In 2013, the families of indigenous people
and the oil production companies concluded
741 economic agreements, which involved
3173 people in 274 territories; the total
amount of compensation under the agree-
ments amounted to 1.5 billion rubles from
2008 to 2013.

The new direction of the Autonomous
Okrug’s government activity includes the
development of ethno-tourism, the involve-
ment of indigenous people in recreational
activities, the modernization of traditional
forms of economic management. We hope to
see its more active involvement in the econ-
omy of modern Ugra, while respecting the
identity of the people of the North.

The implementation of state policy in
the Autonomous Okrug over the past two
decades have led to significant results. They
include the establishment of a comprehen-
sive legal framework that guarantees the
rights of these peoples, the growth of popu-
lation and the decline in infant mortality.
Not less important is the reduction of un-
employment, the growing interest of the
indigenous people in traditional economic
activities. There is also such criterion as the
growth in number of communities associ-
ated with it.

It is especially valuable that much of the
support and the development of local indig-
enous people is carried out in close coopera-
tion with humanitarian, cultural and educa-
tional projects of UNESCO. The organization
that embodies the world cultural and intel-
lectual potential has become an indispensa-
ble partner and a friend of Ugra.

Ist International Congress of the tradi-
tional artistic culture: the problems of funda-
mental research of folk art

The Congress was held from 26 to 29 No-
vember 2011 in Khanty-Mansiysk with the
support of the Government of the Khanty-
Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug - Ugra. The
Department of Culture of the Okrug and the
Okrug’s “Center of folk arts and crafts” or-
ganized the event.

It was initiated by the scientific confer-
ences of the Festival of Finno-Ugric Peoples
(2000 - 2010). It was necessary to analyze
and summarize academic and university
studies and their impact on practical deci-
sions of cultural and educational administra-
tion as well as the production sector.

Academicians, researchers, community
leaders, government agencies from Hun-
gary, Finland, Canada, Uzbekistan, Belarus,
the People’s Republic of China, as well as 26
subjects of Russia expressed their interest in
this Congress. The meeting brought together
480 participants from abroad and the Rus-
sian Federation: Moscow, Saint Petersburg,
the Yamal-Nenets Autonomous Okrug, Tyu-
men and Arkhangelsk regions, republics of
the Volga and others. The final resolution of
the Congress sparked great interest among
cultural and educational communities.

7th International festival of crafts of the
world’s indigenous people “Ugra-2012”

The festival was held in Khanty-Mansiysk,
on June 8-16, 2012 and was intended to re-
vive and develop the best traditions of crafts-
manship in Russia and abroad. It brought
together representatives of Russia, Finland,
Serbia and Croatia - specialists - demog-
raphers, critics, designers, cultural studies
scholars, methodists of folk art as well as
masters, painters and craftsmen in many ar-
eas of traditional arts.

Both the government and private or public
initiative in this versatile “ensemble” is rep-
resented by 482 cultural and art institutions.
The number of officially registered Okrug’s
public cultural and art organizations equals
to 76 and their number is growing. Let us see
what Ugra’s rich culture consists of.

Library Network (697 libraries of all lev-
els, systems and organizations for adults and
children, led by Ugra State Library) entered
today into a period of innovative develop-
ment. All 236 public libraries are equipped

with personal computers, each has an average
of 10 units of computer equipment (the aver-
age in Russia - about 2). All of them have the
access to the Internet (the average in Russia
- about a half). The scope of electronic library
catalogues is already 69% of the funds. 187
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centers and public access points were estab-
lished on the basis of Public Libraries. How-
ever, more careful consideration should be
given to the requests of many categories, and
even to the personal tastes of readers (their
registered number is about half a million
people, more than a quarter of the Okrug’s
population!). Some people are ready to read
from disks and the screen, while others can-
not read without hearing usual rustle of pa-
per pages. Some people can pass through an
asphalt street, others have to get through the
taiga and swamps for a fresh book or maga-
zine. Some people prefer to read at home in
privacy, while others long for the company
in the reader’s club. So, librarians, who are
truly and selflessly dedicated to their job
have to find solution to many scientific and
methodical problems. People in Ugra cannot
be left without books.

Just as without getting to know the histori-
cal and artistic heritage of their region, Rus-
sia and the world.

The Ugra Museum network consists of 35
museums. 4 of them are of regional level, each
is a unique institution of its kind. The Man
and Nature is the oldest museum institution
in Ugra. It celebrated its 80th anniversary in
2012. It has accumulated valuable exhibits
of archeology and paleontology, including
the unique in the world mammoth vertebra,
pierced by an arrow of ancient human; the
skeleton of Mammuthus trogontherii, truly
a rare one. There are various items of mate-
rial culture and life of the people of Ugra
in the early Middle Ages. The museum runs
the only tourist site in Russia “Archeopark”
that represents bronze sculptures of wildlife
in ancient Ugra. An anthropomorphic image
of the goddess of the river, Kazim - Woot-
them (“Silver woman”) is the key exhibit, the
museum’s mark of distinction. According to
ethnographers, such images are unknown in
museum collections; there are no literary de-
scriptions of it either. Exposures, depository
and restoration workshops and laboratories




of the museum are equipped with the most
modern facilities.

The Museum of Geology, Oil and Gas, lo-
cated in Khanty-Mansiysk, is the only state
museum dedicated to oil in the Russian Fed-
eration. Its collection contains valuable min-
eralogical exhibits, samples from different oil
fields in the world, models of equipment and
tools, household of oil prospectors and trap-
pers, biographical material devoted to history
and heroes of the most difficult development
of the West Siberian oil and gas provinces.

The Ugra State Art Museum is called “Si-
berian Tretyakov Gallery.” It is quite new;
the collection has been formed since 1996
by well-known specialists and experts in the
field of fine arts. Many of the works were pur-
chased at “Sotheby’s” and “Christie’s” auc-

Here
you can see the icons of the 16-19th centu-
ries, paintings of famous masters of Russian
art: Rokotov, Tropinin, Repin, Aivazovsky,
Surikov, Levitan and many other great artists
of Russia. The museum also runs the “G.S.
Raishev’s Studio Gallery”, the “The USSR
National’s Artist V. Igoshev House-museum.”

A visit to the Ethnographic Open-Air Mu-
seum “Torum Maa” that presents live culture
of the indigenous people of the North, is the
authentic decoration of Ugra tours. Ethno-
graphic museum has recreated and conducts
ritual feasts of indigenous people. “Voronij
den” (Crow’s Day) includes theatrical plays

and tug-stick). “Tylasch pory” (the ritual of
“treat of the Moon”) - a family holiday, which
was organized in January, February, March,
when the moon was in the growth phase.
This ritual appeals to the gods for the health
and well-being of near and dear ones, for fish
and animals, for successful fishing and hunt-
ing. “The Wagtail feast” is the colorful and
folkloric ritual of Konda Mansi.

The gallery of modern art “Sterh” in Sur-
gut, which was developed from the exhibition
hall to the modern center, presents modern
projects. For 14 years annual festivals of gal-
lery the “Reliefs of color” and “SterhFest” has
helped establish cultural links with many
parts of Russia (Moscow, St. Petersburg, the
Urals, Siberia, Udmurtia, Karelia, and oth-
ers). The Surgut Fine Arts Museum attracts
mass audiences by annual international festi-
val of visual humor “KARIKATURUM.”

Ugra museums are among the Russian
leaders in digitizing museum collections.
Multimedia technologies are gaining more
and more exhibition space. For example,

Since 2007, Ugra museums have joined
the international campaign “Night at the
Museum”, which is a unique gift to the guests
and inhabitants of the Okrug. Annual con-
test “Museum Olympus of Ugra”, publica-
tion of the annual compendium “Museums
of the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug
— Ugra”, holding of “Ugra Field Museum
Biennale”, festival of exposure art “Museum
Alliance” contribute to the promotion of this
cognitive sphere. Museum publications: sci-
entific catalogues, albums, guides, children’s
books were awarded with professional prizes
for the quality and content.

Museum space is expanded by archaeo-
logical and ethno-cultural objects that are
attractive for the ruins of earth and wood
structures. The researches identified unique

archaeological and ethnographic complexes:
“Autograph Mountain” (Surgutsky District),
“Sorovskie Lakes” (Nefteyugansky District),
“Ewout Rap” (Nizhnevartovsk District), “Big
Uchinya” (Kondinsky District) “Emder”
(Oktyabrsky District) and other core areas of
the historical, cultural and natural reserves
with tourist centers which are scheduled for
the near future.

Theater and concert life of the Autono-
mous Okrug is diverse and rich. Annually
theaters stage 50 new plays, in total there
are 1500 plays in the current repertoire. The
State Theater of Ob-Ugric people “Sun” is
the only in the Russian Federation profes-
sional team of indigenous people. Its partici-
pation in international fora (21st EU-Russia
summit, Sth World Congress of Finno-Ugric
peoples, 39th World Chess Olympiad, etc.)
sparked huge interest. The theater combines
tradition and experiment in an interesting
way. In 2011, the director Xenia Vishnevs-
kaya staged the play “Black Song”, based on
the novel by Tatiana Moldanova “In a lonely
nest.” The plot is based on the Kazym upris-
ing, which is still the “white spot” in the his-
tory of Siberia. With innovations (3D — map-
ping) it became possible to create a common
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noro omopa «KAPMKATYPYM».

The theater’s works were awarded prizes of
numerous festivals and competitions, in-
cluding the International Festival of Nation-
al Theaters “Shumbrat, Maytul!”, the Russian
Festival of Theatre Arts for Children “Har-
lequin”, the International theatrical festival
“Golden Mask.”

The best Russian and foreign perform-
ers are also attracted by the unique modern
cultural centers. One of them is the concert
- theatrical center “Ugra Classic” in the city
of Khanty-Mansiysk. It is a multifunctional
complex of 20 thousand sq. meters, whose
technical capacities allow performing cul-
tural projects and event actions, at inter-
national level. The Surgut Philharmonic

Hall was opened in Surgut - the largest city
of Ugra - after the reconstruction in 2012.
Apart from the traditional concert activity,
the Philharmonic does a lot of aesthetic edu-
cation of children and adolescents. There are
six creative teams in the Surgut Philharmon-
ic: the Concert Orchestra of Winds and the
Symphony Orchestra, the Chamber Orches-
tra of Russian Folk Instruments, the Choir
“Svetilen” and the Ensemble of Russian folk
instruments “Casket.”

Modest but cozy Okrug’s culture center or

tant that the City Palace of the Arts. 2286
clubs are situated in remote areas. They serve
the centers of artistic and creative life of the
population with tens of thousands of partici-
pants. Among them there are amateur theat-
ers, music ensembles, folk groups, arts and
crafts studios.

For many years Ugra’s annual Interna-
tional Festival of Film Debuts “Spirit of Fire”
attracts top filmmakers. The first prestigious
competition of debut films took place in
2003 in Khanty-Mansiysk, and was dedicated
to the 70th anniversary of Andrei Tarkovsky.
First festival jury was led by Polish director
Krzysztof Zanussi, and also included the
famous French actor Pierre Richard. Over
the past twelve years, the “Spirit of Fire” has
shown hundreds of films and dozens of pro-
grams, it has become one of the main cul-
tural events in Russia. The festival not only
unveils the brightest young directors, actors,
writers for the Russian and world cinema but
also provides for continuity of the best of tra-
dition and innovation in cinema. The festival
includes social programs such as “Cinema
for all”, where public attention is drawn to

people with disabilities, their rich potential
to overcome the difficulties of fate, an active
social and cultural life.

A movie for everyone is in effect the cin-
ema network of the Autonomous Okrug that
includes both modern and comfortable cin-
emas and rural, often mobile film projectors.
Annually about 1.7 million people attend
120 public cinemas. Each year, the Okrug’s
Public Film Fund receives more than 100
films, today it possesses 6352 films. Digitiza-
tion of movies allows posting content in the
telecommunication networks, demonstrate
them in upgraded cinemas, create collections
of documentary films in public libraries and
secondary schools.

Preservation, development and promotion
of traditional culture of indigenous people
of the North is the most important com-
ponent of state and Okrug cultural policy,
which defines the relation not only to the
past but also to the future. Historical culture
of the region and its identity reflect the harsh
living conditions, that has created a special
cultural environment and amazing folklore
of Ob-Ugric people. In Ugra 14 cultural
centers support this culture for many years.
They are engaged in educational activities, in
formation while maintaining the identity of
a common ethno-cultural environment, in
educating young people in traditional values

Since 2012 the prize “For contribution to

Autonomous Okrug - Ugra is the founder of
the Festival, the Department of Culture of
the Okrug and its budget organization “The
Center of folk arts and crafts” are its organ-
izers. 9 scientific conferences, 15 workshops
and seminars, more than 180 workshops for
children and 670 for mixed-age audience
have been organized during the twelve years
of the Festival’s history. Folk Art of indige-
nous people was presented at 42 exhibitions;
a museum of traditional arts of the Finno-
Ugric people was created. The festival was
attended by more than 100 thousand people
from different countries and Russian regions.
Collections of reports and methodological
developments of the conferences, seminars
and master classes were published. The 8th
International Festival of crafts of the world’s
indigenous people “Ugra — 2014” was held
from 10 to 14 June, 2014.

cialties for 14 years, going through 2-stage
learning, is a unique institution. It is a pow-
erful universal complex. College — board-
ing school, concert complex with large and
small concert halls, three well-equipped
hostels, recreation center, rehearsal rooms,
medical unit, equipped with the up-to-date
facilities, a dining room, which provides five
meals for children daily, a dining room for
staff and students. More than 1000 people
study at the Center of Art, 700 students are
provided with a comfortable stay in hostels
and boarding. In 2012 the Center celebrat-
ed its 15th anniversary. Since its founda-
tion, it has been actively involved in inter-
national UNESCO activities. In 2000, it was
granted a certificate of UNESCO Associated
School at UNESCO Headquarters in Paris.

The museum of a painter, opened during
the lifetime is a rare phenomenon. The
recognition of the artist’s talent takes
lap time and comparisons. The fate made
such a gift to a famous Khanty painter in
acknowledgment of his striking  talent,
dedication, love for his land, its unique
culture and pristine beauty.

Gennady Stepanovich Rayshev,
Corresponding Member of the Russian
Academy of Arts, Honored Artist of Russia,
Honored Worker of Culture of the Khanty-
Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug - Ugra was
born back in 1934 in the village Sivohrebt
of the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous
Okrug. His future creativity originates from
impressions of his childhood surrounded
by harsh pristine nature and people living
under its laws, which remain etched forever
in his memory and soul. In his childhood
he revealed his talent and since then he has
always been committed to it. In 1954, he
enrolled at the Philology Department of the
Leningrad Pedagogical Institute. At the same
time Rayshev was engaged in the institute’s
art studio, led by graphic artist Efimov, as
well as in classes of the art-graphic faculty
(1956-1959). Besides, he attended life classes
in the Repin Institute of Painting, Sculpture
and Architecture. He worked as a teacher,
but since his first paintings saw the light he
became a professional painter.

Within the framework of realism as “a
severe style” and the symbolism on the basis
of folk art traditions of his countrymen, their
attitudes and aesthetics, Rayshev acquired
distinctive artistic style, won recognition
among critics and audiences alike. His works
always have both epic and philosophical
views of the world (“Ugra legend”, “Holiday
in Kazim”, “Under the rays of Numi Toruma”
and others).

The creativity of Rayshev is recognized not
only by Siberian, but also the Russian artistic
culture, and is known far beyond Russia.

and the exhibition of his works. Today
the Gallery Workshop keeps the largest
collection of paintings and graphics of
the famous master and his documentary-
memorial fund. In total, the Gallery
includes about 20 thousand author’s works
of art, over 1500 of them are part of the
museum fund. Most of them are donated by
the master.

The new building was constructed upon
a special project of National Artist of Russia
Sergei Goryaev in 2011. The architectural
appearance of the Gallery-Art studio is
organically linked with the landscape of
Khanty-Mansiysk hills. Metaphorically the
building represents a huge easel, bearing a
giant mosaic - the picture of Rayshev (work
by the team of monumental decorative art
factory, Moscow). The complex glass roof
gives excellent lighting to showroom.

Rayshev’s variety of pictorial means links
natural forces, ancient folk traditions of
philosophy and aesthetics with the artistic
vision of the 20-21st centuries. In the
expositions (the concept was developed by
the master in cooperation with art critic
Ms Fedorova) there are Rayshev works
from 1960s to the present.

Ugra is among the leading Russian regions
in the transition to the electronic form of
government (e-government) that provides
the citizens with the state and municipal ser-
vices online. The transition to e-government
is carried out in accordance with the Action
Plan for building the Information Society,
developed on the basis of the Declaration of
Principles adopted by the World Summit on
the Information Society (Geneva, 2003). The
Declaration provides a strategy for e-govern-
ment, aimed to innovate and promote trans-
parency in public administrations, improve
their efficiency and strengthen relations
with citizens (p. 15).

Since 2011 the Okrug has formed the re-
gional e-government infrastructure. Today,

The territory imbued with information

The Declaration of Principles of the World
Summit on the Information Society, emphasized
the need to facilitate the systematic and efficient
collection, dissemination and preservation of es-
sential scientific digital data, for example, demo-
graphical and meteorological (p. 22).

The Territorial Information System of the
Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug - Ugra
(hereinafter referred to as the TIS Ugra) fur-
ther developed this provision.

The TIS Ugra is an integrated regional in-
formation system designed for the collection,
storage, processing and disclosure of infor-
mation and scientific and analytical support
for addressing problems related to the man-
agement of socio-economic development of
the Autonomous Okrug. It greatly improves
the efficiency and quality of public and mu-
nicipal administration. 31 government agen-
cies and 22 municipalities (more than 1400
users) have now acces to TIS Ugra.

The TIS Ugra is used actively as a tool of
environmental monitoring of the impact of
natural and man-made disasters (p. 20 of
the Declaration of Principles). For example,
it is the control of forest fires and their au-
tomatic account on the basis of multi-storey
observation (information-telecommunica-
tion system “Ash”), automatic thermal map-
ping points (satellite data Remote Sensing
Centre “Ugra Research Institute of Informa-
tion Technologies”), automatically receiv-

The segment of the public TIS Ugra, pro-
viding for public access to information and
knowledge (p. 20 of the Declaration of Prin-
ciples) has special importance. The Autono-
mus Okrug’s public Territorial Information
System will be launched by the end of this
year, Ugrian people will then have access to
socially significant information with georef-
erencing, It is a digital version of topographic
maps of the Okrug (scale 1: 100 000), plans
of all settlements, roads (including winter
roads), railroads, protected areas, availability
of socio-important facilities for people with
limited mobility, information about the tour-
ism potential of Ugra.

Through the public segment citizens also
have an opportunity to address the authori-
ties with photographs and / or audio files
attached to the object on the map, and the
authorities staff post information in connec-
tion with the map.

The public segment will be designed for
the use of the visually impaired people, in ac-
cordance with the international recommen-
dations on access to web-content (WCAG).

Down with digital inequality

UNESCO attaches great importance to this
issue across the world. Since 2006 Ugra has
implemented the project “e-citizen”, aimed at
mass training of residents of the Autonomous
Okrug in basic computer skills, the use of elec-
tronic public resources and running their own
business on the Internet. Ugra was the first
Russian region, to put such a project in practice.

Today, the trainings include:

- the International Program “e-citizen”
— basics of the work with information and
communication technologies (ICT), the use
of Integrated portal of public and municipal
services of the Russian Federation (http://
www.gosuslugiru). The program is focused
on vulnerable groups of population.

- the “e-commerce” program - basics of the
use of payment systems, obtaining of digital
services, the organization and conduct of
business with the help of information and
communication technologies. This program
is focused on the students of higher and sec-
ondary specialized educational institutions.

- the “Effective use of e-government servic-
es” program — obtaining of digital state and
municipal services, the study of the possibili-
ties offered by Integrated portal of public and
municipal services of the Russian Federation
(http:/ /www.gosuslugiru) and its regional
segment, getting to know about the general
concept of “e-government.”

Training is conducted by certified tutors on
the basis of public libraries in public access
centers and educational institutions of the
Autonomous Okrug in specially equipped
classrooms, on a full-time and distance forms.

In addition to that, training of blind and
visually impaired citizens in computer lit-
eracy was launched in 2012.

Since 2013 the portal “e-citizen of Ugra”
(http://www.eduhmaoru) helps improve
the computer literacy. The portal contains
full video course of 60 episodes of the “e-
citizen” and audio course, adapted to the
needs of blind and visually impaired people
and video course, designed for the hearing
impaired people. Courses are also organized
by the electronic check-in.

Since the implementation of “e-citizen” pro-
ject more than 75000 people including more
than 20000 people of retirement age complet-
ed training in the basics of computer literacy in
the form of full-time and distance courses.

In 2013 the Autonomous Okrug won the
nomination “The best system of education”
of the All-Russian competition of regional
educational programs “Information Tech-
nology for Seniors.”

Public access to the rights

Since 2006 the constitutional right of
citizens to have socially significant infor-
mation has been exercised through a net-
work of public access centers (PAC) in the
territory of the Autonomous Okrug. They
are based on public libraries, administra-
tions of rural settlements, cultural and
entertainment centers and other facilities
that are open to the public. On the terri-
tory of 151 settlements of the Autonomous
Okrug there are 220 centers, 67 of them
have the access to the Internet through
satellite technology.

Visitors of a
public center can receive state and munici-
pal services in electronic form through an
integrated portal.

9 specialized public centers help to pro-
vide unhindered access of people with vision
disabilities to the socially significant infor-
mation. These centers are also equipped with
Braille facilities, speech synthesizers and de-
vices to play digital “talking” books.

In the global information space

With this new communication level the
integration into the global information soci-
ety is inevitable. On June 4-5, 2014 Khanty-
Mansiysk hosted 6th International IT-Forum
with the participation of the BRICS countries.

The IT-Forum was aimed at the establish-
ment of direct contacts with the BRICS coun-
tries for the exchange of best practices and
technologies, the establishment of interna-
tional “innovative lifts” for new developments
and projects that can improve the quality of
life, as well as design the plans for long-term
strategic cooperation in the social sphere.

Over 1500 delegates from 19 countries, in-
cluding all BRICS countries took part in the
[T-Forum. In addition, the event brought to-
gether representatives of 32 Russian entities.
More than 100 leading IT-companies, includ-
ing the largest CISCO, Epson, Microsoft, Hewl-
ett-Packard, IBM, Oracle, and 10 oil companies
sent their representatives to the Forum.

The Strategic Congress “Information Tech-
nology as an innovative basis for the strate-
gic development of the regions of the BRICS
countries” became the key event of the Forum.
The Congress was held in 8 thematic sessions,
more than 120 reports were heard.

The young generation of Ugra is fully
provided with comprehensive opportuni-
ties of education and development. National
educational system and youth policy of the
Okrug whose objectives and principles coin-
cide with the UNESCO goals, contribute to
it. They are focused on the achievement of
accessible quality education that meets the
tasks of innovative development of the econ-
omy, society’s requirements and personal
needs of the growing citizen of the country
and the Okrug.

The foundation is laid by preschool educa-
tion, which has recently grown out from tra-
ditional concept of “kindergarden.” It now
involves both public and private institutions
or family institutions for children.

opportunities as a result of the annual com-
petition for the best organization of super-
vision and care groups, family groups and
groups of short-stay of children.

However, it is important that modern
methods and technologies create develop-
ing environment which along with care
for the physical health, develops intellec-
tual and creative attitude to the world. First,
through the games, then through interest-
ing learning tasks that prepare the child to
schooling. The educational program “Ugra
springboard”, which is developed according
to federal education standards of preschool
education, is directed on it.

On August 7, 2014 the Government of the
Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug-Ugra
adopted the plan of measures (“road map”)
on formation and implementation of the pi-
lot project of preschool education the Build-
ing garden in the Khanty-Mansiysk Autono-
mous Okrug for 2014-2015. It will allow:

The most widespread general education
in Ugra consists of 340 schools and board-
ing schools in a variety of natural and de-
mographic conditions (69% city, 31% rural
areas). Fifteen and a half thousand teaching
staff educates 187408 students (a growth
rate of 3424 students compared with 2012).
9 out of ten schools have all modern facili-
ties, which is higher than an average level in
Russia and is really significant taking into
account the inaccessibility of some Ugra
places. Innovations cover classes, subject labs
and school libraries. In particular, in primary
schools there are 1.3 thousand units of mod-
ern teaching and laboratory equipment, 105
sets for server and switching equipment, 898
interactive boards. 835.2% of urban and rural
school libraries have access to the Internet.
In general, the material and technical base of
schools increased the share of students who
study in modern conditions to 82.4% (the av-
erage share in Russia is 43.0%).

Every year more than 20 schools receive
grants for the development of material and

technical base, the professional development
of teachers.

Asin the whole country, Ugra has an effec-
tive system for the identification and devel-
opment of young talents. The Ugra physico-
mathematical boarding school, which for two
years is the top Russian school of advanced
level in the composite rating, serves an exam-
ple. More than 200 educational institutions
are pilot, flagship areas for new ideas and
innovations. 46 of institutions are selected
proving ground at the federal level.

Continuous and comprehensive envi-
ronmental education really matters for the
Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug-Ugra.
All levels of general education are focused
on a holistic active view of nature. In kin-
dergartens careful attitude to nature is mold
through “Ugra springboard” program. All
the primary grades have subjects and mod-
ules on ecology. The lesson of ecological
knowledge is conducted in each class on the
first day of each school year. Preschool stu-
dents are very interested in ecological and

natural history courses such as “We are the
children of nature”, “Local area”; senior stu-
dents - in serious “Ecology and Geography
of KhMAO - Ugra.” The new course “Foun-
dations of life safety” is closely linked with
the principles of nature preservation. More
than 7000 students participate in 434 study
groups, clubs and other associations of young
naturalists and nature defenders created in
different parts of the Okrug. The students at
all levels participate in social practices, such
as the Okrug’s environmental marathon “My
Planet”, the Okrug’s Actions “The alley of
graduates”, ’To Save and Preserve.” Children,
teachers and scientists are actively involved
in national and international programs that
form ecological culture.

In conformity with UNESCO strategy,
children with disabilities are actively in-
volved in education. In 2013-2014 academic
year, there were 4058 children with various
disabilities of school age in the Okrug. 19
educational institutions were established
for their schooling and for adapting of edu-
cational programs to the needs of different
categories of disabled children. It is a very

serious and hard work of teachers, doctors,
social workers, who adapt programs for the
deaf and hard-of-hearing children, for chil-
dren with severe speech disorders, children
with delayed development and mentally re-
tarded children. There are boarding schools
with accommodation for orphans or chil-
dren, deprived of parental care as well as
sanatorium-type for those who need long-
term treatment.

Treatment and training are accompanied
with social adaptation, for which children
with disabilities are taught 34 specialties:
“carpenter”, “plumber”; “seamstress”, “knit-
ter knitwear, fabric”, “carpenter”, “plasterer”,
“clean manager”, “cleaner premises” (maid),
“florist”, “grower”, “hairdresser”, “cook” and
others. However, the ideal case is when chil-
dren with disabilities are integrated in the
general education schools and groups and
feel their full-fledged membership. There
are 2440 children with special educational
needs including 1777 children with disabili-
ties and 797 physically challenged children
in the Okrug’s general education schools.

In each case the personality of a child who

ucational program. More than 400 teachers
are trained to use the distance learning tech-
niques with the ICT; software and hardware
connected to the Internet were installed.

But itis impossible to limit life of these chil-
dren to “sit-down” or sedentary, this is the rea-
son why additional education includes physi-
cal culture and sports. In each educational
institution there are sport clubs and groups
with adaptive sports and young members of
local or regional “Paralympics” have an op-
portunity to win the Paralympics of adults.

In general, there is a humanitarian pro-
gram that combines the efforts of medicine,
education, social inclusion for a more ful-
filling life for children with disabilities. It
is fully consistent with the principles and

practices of UNESCO, whose cooperation en-
hances the possibilities of regional authori-
ties and the public.

School children grow up and then face the
choice of life. For them, for their homeland,
for the whole country the accessibility and
quality of vocational education are important.
The Okrug’s system of vocational education
is young. The first university in Ugra is not
even quarter century old. The Government of
the Autonomous Okrug is the founder of two
universities (Surgut State University, Surgut
Pedagogical University) and one Academy
(Khanty-Mansiysk Medical Academy). There
are also two federal universities - Ugra State
University and Nizhnevartovsk State Uni-
versity. Such a concentration of institutions
of higher education allows many thousands
of young people to receive higher educa-
tion without leaving the Okrug. Education is
carried out on 83 specialties and areas that
cover practically the entire spectrum of oc-
cupations and professions that is in demand

in the labor market. The most relevant for
the industry of the region are such areas as
the “Energy”, “Construction”, “Oil and Gas
Business.” Graduates of regional universities
almost fully fill the need for specialists with
higher education for social spheres such as
“Education” and “Medicine.”

Workers and middle level specialists for
business and organizations study at the in-
stitutions of secondary vocational education
- colleges. Almost every municipality has a
college that trains highly qualified person-
nel to meet the request of the municipal la-
bor market. Now there are 6 resource centers
in the Okrug - in the field of IT-technology,
engineering and energy, construction, trans-
port, timber complexes of Ugra. By 2015 a re-
source center of agriculture will be launched
in the framework of vocational education.

The Multifunctional centre for applied
qualifications on the basis of Autonomous
institution of vocational education “Surgut
professional college” was created in April
2013 with the support of the largest employ-
ers in the Autonomous Okrug - JSC “Surgut-
neftegas”, JSC “Tyumenenergo.” The Multi-
functional centre for applied qualifications
for oil and gas industries based on Koga-
lym Polytechnic College is scheduled to be
opened with the support of JSC “Lukoil.”

In general, vocational education system
sends about 7000 graduates to the labor
market annually. The universities and col-
leges - based centers of employment assis-
tance activities help them. Each year 115
students (residents, interns) and postgradu-
ate students are granted with educational
allowance of the Governor of the Khanty-
Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug - Ugra for the
effective training of qualified staff, social pro-
tection of students, promotion of excellent
study, participation in research and public
activities. In total it amounts to about 5 mil-
lion rubles annually.

The employers should care about young
recruits too. In order to stimulate them the
first competition for the best system of work
with young people in industrial enterprises
was held in 2013. It was conducted with the

support of the Federal Youth Agency of the
Russian Federation. The winners of each of
the 12 nominations receive a cash grant of
100.000 rubles. The funding is provided from
the Department of Education and Youth
Policy of the Okrug, administration of the
city of Ugorsk, LLC “Gazprom transgaz Yu-
gorsk”, the Autonomous institution “Center
of technical sports” and the participation fee.

But along with profession, public con-
sciousness, civic initiative, tolerance among
young people, prevention of anti-social be-
havior and extremism are very important.
For this purpose, the annual cultural-educa-
tional project “International Youth Forum-
Festival “North dialogue” is implemented.
It brings together students of universities
and colleges, youth leaders, youth organiza-
tions of the national-cultural autonomies,
religious organizations of the Autonomous
Okrug. “The fair of ideas and projects” aimed
at the development of cross-cultural commu-
nication, discussion fora, talk shows, train-
ings is open for them. All that, together with
amateur concerts, sport activities and other
events help create a common socio-cultural
environment that is important for all of
Ugra.

The educational support of the indigenous
people of the North is specially highlighted.
All in all, there are about 8000 children
from hunting, fishing and reindeer herding
communities in many schools (277) and pre-
school educational institutions (270). 28%
of them learn native language in 28 schools
and 8 kindergartens. Every year more than
200 representatives of indigenous northern
people receive higher education, more than
600 - secondary vocational education.

The researches in the field of preservation
and development of local languages, carried
out by the budgetary institution of the Khan-
ty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug - Ugra “Ob-
Ugric Institute of Applied Research and De-
velopment”, help the indigenous people. The
Institute has a scientific folklore archive of
songs, fairy tales, legends, myths, beliefs, holi-
days and customs of the Ob-Ugric people. In

the complex automated archival museum in-
formation system was introduced. It contains
the electronic database of the archive fund.

The transfer of data to electronic media
(digitization) is carried out in compliance
with all international standards approved by
the Technical Committee of the Internation-
al Association of Sound and Audiovisual Ar-
chives, operating under the auspices of UNE-
SCO. Sound archive, aligned to the common
standards of sound archiving, will allow in-
cluding the collection of the Ob-Ugric Insti-
tute for applied research and developmentin
the UNESCO “Memory of the World” pro-
gram, which is designed to contribute to the
conservation of the valuable archives and
provide wider access to them.

Currently digitized:

materials in audio form - 94.8%;

materials in video form - 9.2%.

There is a great work to be done in the fu-
ture. The scientific community of the Okrug in-
cludes 25 Candidates and 4 Doctors of Sciences
of the small-numbered indigenous people.

So, in today’s Ugra the spirit of ancient
skills, myths and customs meet with the
“digital” frame of the 21st century.

unusual and ambitious. The project of the
complex amazed and excited for its beauty,
sophisticated, compact design combined
with the spaciousness and ergonomics spa-
tial solutions. This large-scale project was
implemented due to active support of Alex-
ander Filipenko, the Governor of the Khan-
ty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug - Ugra as
well as participation of the social partners,
benefactors and donors.

A picturesque place at the foot of the
Samarovsky Chugas Hills was chosen for
the construction of the centre. Students
were selected along with the construction
of buildings. The first employees of the
Center of Arts went to remote villages of
the Autonomous Okrug, listened to and
saw thousands of schoolchildren. They told

their parents about the prospects of their
children’s creative development, the ro-
manticism of very important responsible
joint work, and convinced the parents to
entrust their gifted children to the Centre,
its teachers and staff.

Musical, artistic and choreographic de-
partments of the Center of Arts welcomed
their first students.

A beautiful dream came true on Septem-
ber 12, 1997 at the Inauguration meeting of
the Center of Arts for Gifted Children of the
North.

The first months of the joint enthusias-

tic labor of teachers and students brought

tates research work in close cooperation with
productive sector and helps to accomplish very
practical tasks.

There are perspective humanitarian pro-
jects as well. An agreement about Language
learning strategies was signed with the Edu-
cation Department of Surgut, activities in the
framework of a European Union grant “Tem-
pus-4” have continued, a project for teaching
Russian as a foreign language is developed.
University linguists concluded two Memo-
randums of Cooperation and Understand-
ing with the University of Cambridge Local
Examinations Syndicate and the British Uni-
versity. So, there is an opportunity for joint
educational and research projects.

Besides, SURGU was admitted to the Cir-
cumpolar Universities Association “Univer-
sities of the Arctic” and The EuroAsian Uni-
versities’ Association.

Surgut government’s order to work out
the city development strategy until 2030 is
also particularly noteworthy. It shows that
authority of the University scientific team is
generally recognized.

The SURGU’s Board of Trustees was es-
tablished in 2012. It comprises major em-
ployers, bodies of state power of the subject
of the Russian Federation and local govern-
ments. The improvement of practical interac-
tion became a basic criterion of the Board of
Trustees’ work. As a result, students can get
acquainted with the process of production
and correct the training program, guided
by inquiries of the companies. Just last year
long-term contracts to step up to industrial
practice were signed with more than 150 en-

However, resource specifics of the territo-

Schoolstudents, teenagers and youth are its
target group. In recent years young families,
pensioners, staff of oil companies are becom-
ing more proactive.

The first project consisted of 100 ecological
activities, at present it includes 5000 activi-
ties: over 50 of them are at the Autonomous
Okrug, All-Russian and international levels.
Half of them are of educational character
(fora, conferences, round tables, seminars,
competitions, exhibitions, festivals); half of
them are practical: voluntary Saturday work,
organization of groups for the provision of
urban amenities and landscaping, long ago
becoming traditional for all municipalities
of the Autonomous Okrug.

Over 500 thousand people (at the begin-
ning there were about 22 thousand people)
took part in these events in 2014.

“The nature has no bad weather”, - it
is a famous line from a well-known Rus-
sian song, but this unique region deserves
good people as well. To achieve prosper-
ity and wellbeing, Ugra has to become the
territory of ecologically non-indifferent
citizens.

The natural system of Ugra and climatic
issues which are of common concern, are
subject of multifaceted research and creative
scientific ideas. The Ugra State University
(USU, Khanty-Mansiysk) is one of the recog-
nized leaders in this research work.

A new UNESCO Chair “Environmental
Dynamics and Global Climate Change” was
opened in the new Ugra State University
(Usu) (2001). It was launched as the in-
novative basis for the implementation of
research and educational projects and a new
generation’s programs in biodiversity, ecol-
ogy and environment.

Currently the UNESCO Chair USU func-
tions on the basis of the Research and Edu-
cation Center (REC) which also includes:
training laboratory complex in the village
Shapsha, international field station “Mukhri-
no” and University Chair in Biology.

Teaching and laboratory complex in the
village Shapsha is well equipped for scientif-
ic research, organization of summer schools,
seminars and symposiums. It contains edu-

rameters. The sensors of weather stations are
equipped with a Wi-Fi connection for data
collection and are able to send all measure-
ments on-line to any part of the world. Also,
the half-automatic greenhouse gas emissions
measurement chambers are installed there.
Hydrology of the swamp water table for the
assessment of runoff is automatically meas-
uring for the whole year by system of diver
controllers.

Master program “Ecology and biosys-
tem protection” (direction — Biology) was
launched on the basis of scientific-research
center in 2012. This program involves the
modern research methods, which meet inter-
national standards and also it includes the
participation of students in the actual Rus-
sian and international scientific projects.

UNESCO Chair staff does the organizing
activities along with scientific and educa-
tion work. Among them: 11th workshop of
the Macromycetes Commission of Russian
Botanical Society and Mycological Interna-
tional School which brought together ex-
perts from Belgium, the Netherlands, and 30
scholars and mycologists from 11 regions of
Russia, including young scientists, students
and graduates.

Annual field excursion for Russian and
foreign scientists in the fields of ecology, en-
vironmental management and nature pro-
tection have become traditional.

UNESCO Chair of Ugra State University
takes an active part in the international co-
operation in the fields of biodiversity, ecol-
ogy of biosystems, environmental dynamics
under global climate change.

International recognition and effective-
ness of the UNESCO Chair was proved by
an inclusion of the field station “Mukhrino”
into the international network of environ-
mental monitoring SCANNET.

The field station “Mukhrino” of the UN-
ESCO Chair became a part of a consortium of
the international networking project within
the 7th EU Framework Program “Interna-
tional Network for Terrestrial Research and
Monitoring in the Arctic: INTERACT” (www.

The Ugra’s oldest regional museum was
founded in 1932 which is nowadays known
as The Museum of Nature and Man in Khan-
ty-Mansiysk. The museum is aimed to study,
conserve and promote the historical, cultural
and natural heritage of this new region.

Since its foundation the museum has
changed significantly and to date it is a cul-
tural and scientific center, well-known in
Russia and abroad. It has collected more
than 140 thousand exhibits related to the
Ugra’s history and the natural wealth, many
of them are considered unique. The develop-
ment of information technologies brought
the museum up to new scientific and educa-
tional standards.

The Decree of Alexander Filipenko, Gov-
ernor of the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous
Okrug — Ugra, on the transformation of the
regional museum into the Museum of Na-
ture and Man and the approval of a concept
of its development, signed on May 7, 1998
became an important milestone in the his-
tory of the museum. This was followed by
creation of the large-scale stationary exposi-
tion “The Link of Times” in 2000-2007, that
ranked it among leading Russian museums.
The exposition is regarded as unique because
the Okrug’s heritage is represented not only
by valuable exhibits, but also by electronic
means. Each of three parts of the exposi-
tion - “Rhythm of Biosphere”, “A Time of the
Myth”, “Historical Time” — allows to get into
the Ob’ and Irtysh world, from the old times
to our days. “A Time of the Myth” section,
dedicated to the Ugrian traditional culture
was recognized as one of the country’s best
ethnographic expositions.

“The Link of Times” is a new museum prod-
uct equipped with multimedia facilities. Vari-
ous screens for video, holographic and plasma
panels, audio and video equipment for unique
sound and visual effects, created for the pur-
pose of the exposition, information multime-
dia booths directly adapted to the museum
database, light control systems are well inte-
grated into the exhibition content that un-
veils ancient and recent history, rich flora and
fauna, a distinctive culture of Ob’s Ugrians.

and the country. The Museum of Nature and
Man and the UNESCO Chair at Ugra State
University concluded a cooperation agree-
ment that provides for joint research expe-
ditions for new exhibits. Researchers of the
nature department of the Museum visited
the “Mukhrino” field station to establish an
academic collection of moss in 2012-2013.

UNESCO Chair organized the expedition
to the Northern Urals, for research and ac-
quisition programs. During this expedition
the experts explored mountain’s flora and
fauna, collected, made photos and filmed
the nature. As a result, a higher plants her-
barium was collected with a special attention
to crops, sedge, compositae, willows; a more
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precise definition to natural habitat of some
Red Book plant species was given; more than
1000 photos needed for plants determina-
tion, geobotanical description, geographic
anchoring, entomological collection, photo
and video resources about insects were com-
pleted; some Red Book animal and insect
species were marked: a dipper, a small apollo.

These are some examples of thorough and
careful field study and conservation of the
nature of the homeland carried out by the
museum staff. Joint research work of the
museum and the UNESCO Chair will be
continued. The Northern Urals Bryopsida
collection, gathered by Prof. Elena Lapshina,
from the Education and Research Center
“Environmental Dynamics and Global Cli-
mate Change” (the UNESCO Chair), will
complement the museum fund in 2014. Cur-

Today’s Ugra museum network consists of
34 establishments (including 4 State muse-
ums in Khanty-Mansiysk).

Surgut Museum of Regional studies is an-
other oldest museum of the Okrug. It was
founded by F. Y. Pokazanyev, ethnographer
and public figure in 1963. Nizhnevartovsk
Museum of Regional studies was founded in
1973, Berezov Museum of Regional studies
was established in 1979. Often created on a
voluntary basis, the museums developed into
multipurpose centers of local lore mainly
through the efforts of local intellectuals.

Since 1993, when the Khanty-Mansiysk

Autonomous Okrug was granted the status

and Man in Russkinskaya village, Surgut re-
gion, the Varegany Ethnographic park-mu-
seum are the most well-known.

The 2000s were marked by the growing
significance of museums in the cultural life
of the Okrug - 3-4 museums were opened
in Ugra every year.The museums were in
search of own image, place in modern life.
Cultural demand for museum services was
explored. Specialized museums, such as the
State museum of fine arts, the Contemporary
art gallery Sterh, G.S. Raishev’s Studio gal-
lery, the USSR National artist V. Igoshev’s
House-Museum, Museum of Geology, Oil
and Gas were opened over this period.

The Okrug spared no money for the
construction of particular museum build-
ings, which became remarkable sights of
Ugra. The USSR National artist V.Igoshev’s

House-Museum was built in 2001, the Mu-
seum of Geology, Oil and Gas — in 2003, the
Museum of Nature and Man in Russkins-
kaya village was fully renovated. In 2005 a
building for Art gallery of the Foundation
of generations was constructed and station-
ary expositions of Old Russian icon-painting,
Russian painting and graphic arts of the late
18th century - the early 20th century, the ap-
plied arts and graphics were founded (now it
is the State Museum of Fine Arts). A building
for Berezov museum of Regional studies was
constructed in 2005 and its stationary expo-
sition was inaugurated in 2007.

A system for methodological museum
guidance is in effect in Ugra, the compen-
dium “Museology in the Khanty-Mansiysk
Autonomous Okrug-Ugra” is published
and also the Okrug’s competition “Museum
Olympus” is carried out annually. Every State
museum has fixed systematic functions in
compliance with its profile.

Public museums are involved in museum
professional activities.

the field of culture, including for the muse-
ums, “100 percent electronic catalogues rate
in the general volume of museums’ cata-
logues.” All Okrug’s museums do their best
to achieve this goal. Therefore, the common
inter-museum internet portal “Museums of
Ugra”www.hmao-museums.ru was created.

The informatization was launched by the
Museum of Nature and Man in 2002, which
chose a Complex Automated Museum Infor-
mation System (CAMIS). Since 2007 all State
and municipal museums are financially sup-
ported through the long-term target pro-
gram “The culture of Ugra.” CAMIS software
was purchased, installed and tested, also this
system was supplied with annual mainte-
nance. Along with this, computers were up-
graded and equipment for digitalization of
the collections was purchased for all muse-
ums at the same time.

The museum equipment was updated.
Now it consists of digital cameras, special ta-
bles for photography, including 3D, lighting
equipment, bachgrounds, boxes in different
sizes and so on.

In 2011-14 the staff of all museums re-
ceived appropriate training on ICTs, as
well as digitalization of museum items and
its uploading through workshops, master-
classes organized by the Museum of Nature
and Man and JSC CAMIS. Experts from JSC
CAMIS, The State Historical Museum and
The Rybinsk State History, Architecture and
Art Museum-Preserve carried out the work-
shops. In 2011 Tomsk State University was
engaged to make inventory of museum items
and collections for uploading of quality sci-
ence content in order to provide methodo-
logical assistance to municipal museums.

In 2013, 14 out of 34 State and municipal
museums of the Okrug have their web-sites,
3 of them offer a virtual tour. 100% of the
museums are represented in the Internet.

Nowadays Ugra museums hold leading po-
sitions in digitalization of museum collection
in Russia. In 2012 the Museum of Nature
and Man launched the inter-museum inter-
net portal, that provides access to digitalized
museum resources and interactive services.
The portal promotes museum collections in
Russia and abroad.

The inter-museum portal “The Museums
of Ugra” with its information and enquires
system was launched on March 2010. It be-
came the first integrated regional resource
in Russia, which offers access to 69,5 thou-
sand digitalized museum items of the State
and municipal museums of Ugra. The portal

The portal “The Museums of Ugra” be-
came a laureat of the contest of information
projects, presented at the annual Khanty-
Mansiysk ADIT International Conference
in May 2013. It became the winner in the
nomination “Electronic collections” of the
first Museum Geek Internet Multimedia Fes-
tival, organized by the Ministry of Culture of
the Russian Federation in 2014. The portal
is also a participant of the International Mu-
seum Festival “Intermuseum — 20147, in-
cluded in the Action plan of the Year of cul-
ture in Russia 2014. The festival is dedicated
to “Museums in the Digital Era: Museums in
the Information Environment.” As a result of
an initial round the project of the Museum of
Nature and Man “Portal “Museums of Ugra”
was selected among 10 best projects, repre-
sented by museums of Russia in the main
nomination for “Grand Prix” and “Museum
in the information environment.

of Ugra was ranked high with the Moscow
Kremlin Museum, The State Historical Mu-
seum, The State Tretyakov Gallery and other
major museums.

The Museum of Nature and Man’s tech-
nological innovations include an automated
ticket system “TicketNet”; audio guides OPAS
with information about 100 museum exibits
was developed by the State Museum of Fine
Arts. The municipal museums of the Okrug
actively introduce multimedia technologies
in their exhibition projects. The Surgut Art
Museum’s successful projects “Those Who
Saw the Face of Tarn”, “Open storage Mid-
dle Ob region in bronze and metal. 9-14th
centuries” should be mentioned. A project
“Open storage. New view” has been exhibit-
ed there since 2012. The museum exhibited
archaeological works in new format using
multimedia technologies like media displays
and 3D pyramids.

The Kogalym Museum Center opened its
stationary exposition with sponsor’s partici-
pation of OJSC Lukoil in 2012. Presentation
of several historical complexes - from the
Middle Ages to the present day - accompa-
nied by multimedia - won the sympathy of
audience. The exposition sections include
experimental educational hall “Trans-Force”
and a 5D interactive attraction. The Virtual
Branch of the Russian Museum was opened
in the Kogalym Museum Center in 2013.

A virtual interactive sphere of the station-
ary exposition of the Museum of Geology,
Oil and Gas was launched in 2013. This
project (developed by an autonomous non-
profit organization “Ethnographic Bureau”,
Yekaterinburg), if financed properly, should
represent a new stage of museum develop-
ment in Ugra, ie. an equilibrium between
museum and virtualization should be found.
The Museum of Nature and Man has been
establishing the virtual museum “History of
excile and special displacement” for 3 years.
