historians and ethnologists. It is not
necessary to look alike to feel sympa-
thy for each other. In my opinion, it is
quite the opposite. It is “blooming cul-
tural complexity” and creative identity
that lead to successful cross-nations re-
lationships.

Therefore, during the Year of Cul-
ture cultural relations were put above
all political conflicts and ambitions,
despite the difficult situation with the
European countries. The programs of
the UK-Russia Cross Year of Culture,
Russia-Italy Cross Year of Tourism, and
Seasons of Russian Culture in Austria,
Switzerland and France were success-
fully implemented.

Though the Polish side cancelled the
Cross Year of Russia-Poland 2015 this
July, the cooperation between regions,
municipalities, creative unions and
cultural institutions of both countries
is still backed by the Ministry of Cul-
ture of the Russian Federation. The 8th
Festival of Russian films “Sputnik over
Poland” last November was another ex-
ample of this cooperation.

And the British Museum that had
never taken away its treasures any-
where gave a gift to our country in the
Year of Culture. It temporarily made
the statue of antique God Ilissos from
Parthenon, almost restricted to be
transported abroad, over to the Her-
mitage Museum to its 250th Anniver-
sary. That fact alone speaks volumes.

the role of education is really so signifi-
cant, it should have much bigger politi-
cal support.

It is not surprising, that the proposal
of extending such support and enhanc-
ing the status of education in a global
context was made by Japan - the coun-
try that fully enjoyed the beneficial ef-
fects of the educational revolution in
the Meiji period, which literally means
“enlightened rule”. It was in this peri-
od, as we know, that emerged the logo
- “study and work day and night.” This
national idea for state development al-
lowed to overcome its feudal backward-
ness and to become one of the world
leading countries.

Tt is symptomatic that after the passing
away of Emperor Meiji, the significance
of this principle, emerged during his
reign, was not weakened, but also signif-
icantly increased. In modern language,
this principle and the policies which are
based on it, effectively contributed to
sustainable development of the country,
fully confirming the universal nature of
education as a factor of progress. We can
assume that, in 2002, this has prompted
the Japanese government to address the
United Nations, launching a long-term
global initiative in support of educa-
tion for sustainable development. This
initiative was enthusiastically backed by
UNESCO and the international com-
munity at large. The period from 2005
to 2014 was declared the UN Decade of
Education for Sustainable Development
(DESD), Japan becoming its main spon-
sor, and UNESCO was designated as its
executive agency.

approximately 80 countries and rele-
vant international organizations partici-
pated in it. The conference summed up
the outcomes of the DESD and defined
the prospects of international activity in
ESD for the next period.

The conference was attended by
UNESCO leadership, including Irina
Bokova, the Director General, as well
as Hakubun Shimomura, the Minister
of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology of Japan, Hideki Omu-
ra, the Governor of Aichi Prefecture,
ministers and heads of relevant agen-
cies from more than 40 countries, offi-
cial representatives of Japan and other
countries and international organiza-
tions. The opening ceremony was at-
tended by His Imperial Highness the
Crown Prince of Japan, who addressed
a meaningful message to the partici-
pants of the conference, followed by a
video message from Ban Ki-moon, the
UN Secretary-General, and A. Steiner,
Executive Director of UNEP.

The conference was the highlight of
educational policy at the international
level. It may have great impact on edu-
cational policies at the national level.
Participation of the world leading ex-
perts in education, just as thorough
preparation by Japan and international
structures have been major factors in
the success of the conference. Despite
certain difficulties, the conference was
able to meet the challenges, the most
important of which was the assessment
of the current state of education in the
world and its mobilization to address
the problems of transition to sustain-
able development.

world community is the other outcome
of the forum.

The Conference recognized that the
DESD has been successful, due primar-
ily to its following main achievements:

Broad acknowledgement of educa-
tion as an important and indispensable
factor in ensuring sustainable develop-
ment in the world;

— Development of a strategic ap-
proach to ESD at the global, and in
many cases, at the national level;

— Integration of the ideology and
practice of ESD to national policies and
educational policies in many countries;

— Accumulation of experience in the
implementation of ESD as a new edu-
cational paradigm for development,
considering all basic factors and cir-
cumstances.

The conference identified leaders
in ESD, including Japan, Germany,
Sweden and the Netherlands. In these
countries ESD became a driver for
sustainable development, that visibly
serves to build their international au-
thority. Impressive achievements of
these countries as well as China, India
and a number of Arab countries, the
Nordic states and some others were
exposed at the exhibition of the con-
ference.

In general, the conference was domi-
nated by a spirit of optimism, based on
the recognition of the success of the
DESD, which was by no means as-
sured. At the same time, the conference
did not turn a blind eye on the chal-
lenges of ESD in the world. In particu-
lar, numerous discussion in the round
tables, panel discussions, ete. focused
on sharp questions such as: why with
the apparent success of ESD in most
countries, some of them did not find

this educational paradigm so appealing;
how to overcome the underestimation
of opportunities of ESD and formal at-
titude by political and administrative
structures, so typical in a number of
countries; how to empower the repre-
sentatives of the education sector for a
more active use of ESD in addressing
the most pressing issues of our time; etc.

The position of some of the most de-
veloped countries, which successfully
promote the ideology and practices of
ESD on their territories, such as, in par-
ticular, the USA, Canada, the UK and
Australia leaves perplexed. Their repre-
sentatives took part in the conference,
but the extent of this involvement was
clearly more modest than the accumu-
lated potential. The professionals are
well acquainted with the achievements
of these states in ESD, and they are
clearly in demand, but primarily in do-
mestic level.

The Conference has also identi-
fied some other lacunae in promotion
of ESD. In particular, it concerns the
competences of experts in education.
The conference reflected these prob-
lems and provided effective solutions to
resolve them. Numerous DESD-based
documents and tools will be used to
this end.

Nagoya context
and its perception in Russia

DESD did not go unnoticed in Rus-
sia.

The professional
community did not reach the consensus
on ESD, but there are some important
fundamental ideas about it and com-
mon vision of this problem and its pros-
pects for the country as a whole.

This might even lead us to say that
Russia is objectively interested in fur-
ther promotion of ESD, as well as in in-
ternational cooperation in this field, in
which it still plays a relatively modest
role.

for ESD promotion at the national lev-
el may be identified:

— Establishment of a national focal
point(centre), similar in its functions
to regional centres of ESD, which were
successful during the DESD in many
countries;

All-Russian (national) discussion
of the results of the DESD and its fol-
low-ups, including, probably, through
relevant conference;

— Promotion of the results of Nagoya
conference and other modern develop-
ments of the international community
on ESD in Russia;

— Analysis of the best world practices
in promotion of ESD and its dissemina-
tion among the stakeholders;

— Information of the creators of
educational policy in Russia about
the results of Nagoya conference and
other results of the DESD in order to
reflect them in the national policy, in-
cluding, if possible, the development
of a national action program (NAP)
in ESD.

Nagoya conference saw a relatively
small - in comparison with other coun-
tries — group of Russian experts who
are well aware that a huge work is
needed to comprehend the results of
the DESD and to futher promote ESD
in Russia.

Conclusion

The final document of Nagoya confer-
ence was unanimously supported which
means that the international communi-
ty sees no obvious alternatives of ESD,
just as the Rio + 20 saw no alternatives
of sustainable development.

Of course, Nagoya Declaration is just
of a recommendatory status. And some-
where it may be perceived formally or
even ignored. But it is obvious that it

their social status and health condition
is implemented through the develop-
ment of inclusion.

As special guest of honour, Mr. Oleg
Smolin, Deputy of the State Duma,
First Deputy Chairman of the Educa-
tion Committee, First Vice-President
of Paralympics Committee of the Rus-
sian Federation, stated: “By working
for more than 20 years in the Russian
Parliament, I am trying to make our
authorities aware of a fundamental
idea: people with disabilities, especially
well-educated, are not just a category
of people who need social support, they
are a part of the human potential of our
country. It is enough to recall the in-
credible success of our country’s Para-
lympics team at the World Olympics in
Sochi.” Mr Smolin outlined the basic
problem: the combination of inclusive
and correctional education: “Today, the
majority of correctional institutions
are closed, and these children attend
mainstream schools and kindergar-
tens, however they do not enjoy spe-
cial conditions. In my opinion, today
correctional schools and kindergartens
should become special resource cent-
ers. Teachers and educators of inclusive
schools should receive specific training.
And the University of Management
“TISBI" is actively helping them.”

Mr Grigory Ordzhonikidze, Secre-
tary-General of the Commission of
the Russian Federation for UNESCO,
highlighted that the main challenge of
today is to facilitate the participation of
persons with disabilities in all spheres
of the society, to improve the quality of
their life and training. Mr Ordzhoni-
kidze further alleged that it is no coin-

BI”, which has had huge experience
in this area through the development
of projects such as the Volga Region
Federal Academic Center for Training
Persons with Disabilities, the Tatar-
stan Republic Interuniversity Centre
for Training People with Disabilities
and other. Ms Virginia Simmons, Di-
rector of Adult and Community Edu-
cation, Horry County Schools (USA)
expressed concern about the situation
of people with disabilities who are in
the minority, and who do not always
have the opportunity to speak out, so
the challenge for today is to speak on
behalf of these people.

The experience of Russian universi-
ties in the field of vocational education
for the disabled is unique and should
be used for the development of inter-
national humanitarian standards. This
was stated by Ms Olga Kashirina, Sec-
retary General of the Russian Rectors’
Union, Member of the Presidental
Commission of the Russian Federation
for the Disabled who also welcom-
ing the participants of the conference.
“The fact that over the past decade, the
Russian universities have developed
a unique methodology of professional
training of persons with disabilities,
recognized throughout the world, gives
grounds for an optimistic assessment of
their inclusive approaches”, - she not-
ed. Ms Kashirina pointed out that “the
university initiatives are supported by
the Presidential Commission for the
Disabled, which facilitates the integra-
tion of support mechanisms of people
with disabilities into one powerful sys-
tem.”

14 workshops, round tables, discus-
sions and 5 breakout sessions were held
at the University of Management “TIS-
BI”. Inclusive education was viewed
from theoretical and practical points of
view. Special attention was paid to the
following problems:

- IT- technologies in inclusive educa-
tion;

- rights of people with disabilities in
Russia and Europe;

- training and retraining for inclusive
education system;

- modern strategies of professional
training for the disabled;

- inclusive general and pre-school ed-
ucation: practices, technologies, mod-
els.

The participants actively discussed
the issues raised at the conference.

“Only because I was trained in a
mainstream school, I was able to inte-
grate into society and I lead a very ac-
tive life” - shared her experience Ms
Kapka Panaiotova, leader of the move-
ment of people with disabilities and hu-
man rights activist from Bulgaria, who
55 years ago became disabled after po-
lio. She insisted that people with disa-
bilities, in fact, could not be isolated by
special conditions, supposedly for their
own benefit: a real benefit for them - full
inclusion into the social life.

She shared the outlines of the in-
dividual curriculum for pupils with dis-
abilities under the inclusive education
model.

on Climate Change, which is scheduled
for the end of the year. This forum will
largely shape the future world and its
climate, in which our children, as well
as future generations, will have to live.

All your life is connected with envi-
ronmental sciences. In what way has
their role changed in the global sys-
tem of natural sciences?

I was born in 1956. And since the
1960-70s, meteorological science has
been adding one day per decade to
practically useful weather forecast. It
means that nowadays, a weekly weath-
er forecast is almost as accurate as it
used to be for two days ahead in the
1960s. From a curiosity driven science,
meteorology has entrained into daily
life or everyone and saved a great num-
ber of human lives. At the same time,
the vulnerability of modern society to
natural disasters has not reduced. But
more and more often we succeed to
predict these disasters and help avoid-
ing material losses and create condi-
tions necessary for making effective
administrative decisions. For example,
10C is expanding the tsunami warn-
ing systems in order to prevent in the
future such catastrophes as the one
that took place in the Indian Ocean 10
years ago in December 2004. At pre-
sent, environmental sciences, based on
both natural and hard sciences, merge
with modern information technolo-
gies and turn scientific knowledge into
real support to people and nature. Ex-
ploiting synergies between natural and
social sciences could lead to the most
impressive results in terms of their rel-
evance to society.

Russia has always been making a great
contribution to IOC, and that is why,
believe, my colleagues from other coun-
tries considered my candidature to the
post of the IOC Executive Secretary in
such a positive way. I would also like to
mention that USSR has been an 10C
member since its creation. Konstantin
Nikolaevitch Fedorov (1927-1988),
a Russian scientist, a Corresponding
member of the Academy of Sciences of
the USSR, who worked in the field of
ocean experimental physics and ocean
observation from outer space, was the
IOC Secretary in 1963-1969.

The Russian National Oceanographic
Committee coordinates Russian contri-
bution to TOC activities. It would be
great if in the near future I could take
part in one of the sessions of this Com-
mittee and we would work out plans
of common interest, both for IOC and
Russia. There are excellent oceanogra-
phers in the country; there is research
fleet and high culture of oceanograph-
ic studies. I also know many talented
young scientists from Russia.

Among the major Russian pro-
grammes in oceanography I would
like to recall the recently completed
Federal Programme “World Ocean”,
in the setup of which in 1996-1998 I
took a part. In the country there is a
network of advanced oceanographic
institutes operating under the auspic-
es of the Russian Academy of Sciences
and the Federal Service for Hydrome-
teorology and Environmental Moni-
toring. Russia can make a unique
contribution into research of Polar
Regions, which influence weather and
climate of the whole world. As well,
in the country there are a good num-
ber of educational institutions in the

to the resource-and-innovative develop-
ment, to the creation of relevant trans-
port and energy infrastructure and tech-
nological import substitution is the main
challenge of the Russian energetic strat-
egy until 2035 which is being developed.
The mainstream of the energy develop-
ment will consist in the increase in elec-
tric energy consumption in all spheres, in
the spread of small and distributed gen-
eration, that will lead to the development
of intellectual network concepts, such as
Smart-Grid and Micro-Grid, and also to
the increase of the role of energy storage
devices and batteries.

able energy sources, whose growth is pre-
dicted by 7-8,4%, and also nuclear power
to grow significantly by 1,5 times.
Russian authorities made some politi-
cal decisions with regard to accelerated
development of the renewable energy.
Development of the legislative and regu-
latory base directed on the stimulation
of RES practical use is underway. How-
ever, the RES development in Russia is
at the initial stage now. The contribution
of non-conventional RES (without large
hydroelectric stations) does not exceed
1% in the internal energy consumption
of the country. The Government of the
Russian Federation set a task to increase
the RES share in the electricity produc-
tion to 4,5% by 2020. To achieve this goal,
along with political, legislative and finan-
cial help, technological policy should

technologies of the RES effective use
should be chosen, taking into account a
wide range of climatic, natural, social and
economic conditions and types of con-
sumers in various sectors of the national
economy.

Power supply of the remote Russian re-
gions, including the Far North region and
the similar zones, requires subsidizing
from budgets of various levels amount-
ing to 600 billion rubles per year, and
economically reasonable electricity tar-
iffs averages about 45 rub./kW-h. One
of the most important issues is to ensure
the energy security of Russian regions,
including the Republic of Crimea. Sys-
tem effects from RES implementation in
the areas with the decentralized power
supply will include the increase of energy
security of the remote Russian regions as

cal” fuel and energy resources, decrease
by 15-20% of energy losses during its
transportation and distribution, reduc-
tion of volumes of the imported oil and
decrease of ecological pressure on the en-
vironment.

To launch the RES capacities in the
North regions and ensure their effective-
ness it is necessary to provide the pro-
duction of the RES equipment, including
wind-diesel power plants, adapted for the
severe climatic conditions, and the power
complexes intellectual control systems,
providing a high share of organic fuel re-
placement.

In Russia 3,6 GW of wind farms, 1,5
GW of photoelectric power plants and
around 0,75 GW of small hydropower
plants should have been introduced by
2020. The expected total capacity of all
RES power plants will reach around 6
GW by 2020. At the same time, the pro-
ject selection of the RES generating facil-
ities construction has shown that among
37 RES objects, selected by 7 companies
and amounting 576,64 GW of total ca-
pacity, the majority (87% of installed ca-
pacity) refers to the solar generation and
there is a substational gap in the creation
of wind farms and small hydroelectric
power plants.

Speakers noted that the support in
the wholsale market has encouraged the
development of solar energy in Russia.
More than 1400 MW will have been built
by 2020, whereas the competitive solar
energy market is actually already formed.
The successful wind energy development
demands the updating of localization re-
quirements and MGES development de-
mands the support in the retail market.

One of the RES development priori-
ties is the production of the technologi-
cally intensive products with high value

added on the basis of a deep complex for-
est resources processing in the regions of
their growth, wood bio-refining. In 2012,
the wood pellet production, ensuring the
efficient biomass energy use up to 80%
and higher, has increased by 50% in the
Russian Federation and reached 1,5 mil-
lion tons. 96% of this amount is exported
to the EU and the Republic of Korea. The
briquette production has grown by 20%
and reached 0,3 million tons, from which
40% is used in the domestic market. The
main problem is slow development of the
pellet domestic market for municipal and
individual boiler-rooms.

Russia is among the world leaders in
the sphere of geothermal power develop-
ment. The development of Kamchatka
geothermal power plants already resulted
in the drop of cost of energy production
by 3 times in comparison with the CHP
which work on the imported fuel. Forum
participants urge to admit the high effi-
ciency of the regional power supply based
on the complex geothermal resources use,
though the binary power development
based on the use of low-potential geo-
thermal resources is considered to be the
mainstream direction. Kamchatka Ter-
ritory, the Kuril Islands, the Republic of
Dagestan, Krasnodar and Stavropol re-
gions are regarded as priority Russian re-
gions for the geothermal energy projects.

The development of hydrogen energy
technologies is connected with the hydro-
gen use in the energy accumulation cycle
which is important for the development
of renewable energy, small and distribut-
ed generation and intellectual networks.
Hydrogen is the universal secondary
energy carrier, capable to store energy
without any loss for a long time, and to be
efficiently converted into the electricial
power in enviromentally friendly power

plants. Here, the development of new wa-
ter electrolyzers with decrease of water
consumption to 4,2 KW-h/m3 should be-
come the main direction to work on.
Russian developments and researches
in the field of thin-film, silicon photo-
voltaics include the improvement of mi-
cromorph techology, the development
of three-stage solar module technology,
the improvement of optical design mod-
ule, the implemention of production re-
search results (e.g. JSC Hevel factory in
Cheboksary), the material qualification
for solar module production according
to micromorph technology and the de-
velopment of autonomous power supply
with the use of solar modules. In addition,
the researches on the solar cell develop-
ment are being conducted, e.g. an original
design and technology for 4-transition
solar cell manufacturing, optimized for
the COP in the conditions of high solar
radiation(40-42%, at 500 suns).

A knowlege-intensive task of design-
ing and creating the RES energy supply
systems requires close cooperation of de-
velopers and research institutions both at
the stage of justification of an optimum
configuration and of a power complex
structure on the basis of their reliable dy-
namic modeling and at the stage of crea-
tion and further operation to summarize
experiences and to improve development
and design methodologies.

It was also noticed in the reports the
need of organising modern educational
training courses, necessary (o ensure
RES implementation in Russia and to
provide the required level of localiza-
ton. The experience of the St.Petersburg
Electronical University LETI and JSC
TF TE Ioffe R&D Center are considered
as an example for training specialists in
the field of solar power.

In the Russian and world markets
a technological platform ‘Perspective
Technologies of Renewable Energy
Sources’ is aimed to create synergies of
governments, business, financial and de-
velopment institutions, scientific and de-
sign comminties and educational institu-
tions for developing RES, implementing
highly effective generation technologies
on the basis of the RES, increase of RES
production and service competitiveness.
Forum events included round-table dis-
cussion of the projects of the Platform
strategic research program and first steps
for their implementation.

Wide use of international experience
and its adaptation to our country’s condi-
tions is sine qua non for the RES develop-
ment in Russia. The report on renewable
power development in the Republic of
Belarus generated broad interest among
the Forum participants. Due to the com-

assessment of the potential for RES de-
velopment, country’s political will, devel-
opment of regulatory base, stimulation of
tariff policy, development of training sys-
tem, support of scientific community, use
of the world’s experience and formation
of the public opinion in favour of RES,
the Republic of Belarus managed to in-
crease the RES share in the structure of
fuel and energy resources gross consump-
tion to 5,2%, first of all, due to complex
use of wood resources.

At the final plenary session the pros-
pects of RES development in Russia in
the light of the state regional policy and
international cooperation were discussed.
While studying the experience of small
distributed generation development on
the basis of RES in the Belgorod region,
the Forum participants came to realize
the possibility of organization of the local
power systems (power clusters) with a
capacity of 10..50 MW, a productivity of
80...4000 million kWh of electricity and
8...50 Geal per hour of heat, including en-
ergy production and waste treatment by
using biogas stations.

The modalities of research projects
funding in the sphere of RES technolo-
gies and hydrogen energy were consid-
ered. It was noted that the main funding
is provided by the Ministry of Education
and Science of the Russian Federation
within the Federal Targeted Program
“R&D for priority arcas of the develop-
ment of S&T complex of Russia for the
2014-2020." The participants explored
ways to attract industrial partners to ap-
plied scientific researches in solar, wind,
hydrogen power with the following com-
mercialization of their results. In addi-
tion, the innovation center “Skolkovo”
was regarded as a Centre of excellence, to
provide the creation of new projects and

companies, including in the RES sphere.

The participants suggested some ur-
gent ammendments to the regulatory and
legal base of the Federal Law#35 “About
electroenergetics.” Moreover, it was pro-
posed a special Federal law “About decen-
tralized and renewable energy sources.”
The law provided that federal, regional
and municipal powers should define their
powers with regard to RES management,
and their property rights to appropriate
energy sources. The law will be needed
to be brought in line with new Federal
Laws, the legislation on environment
management and protection and with tax
legislation.

The state policy in the energy sector
should be refocused. It should not im-
pede the development of the distributed
and renewable power, on the contrary, it
should stimulate it, ensure the coordina-
tion of the distributed and centralized en-
ergy, gain the most useful all-system effect
from the distributed generation growth
(capacity reservations, reduction in cost
for consumer power supply, especially in
Russian remote regions, improvement of
power supply quality among all consumer
categories).

Successful development of renew-
able energy sources and distributed
generation technologies requires the
adoption of the legal documents aimed
to fix the system of setting the trans-
mission fees, also, to simplify and re-
duce the cost of the technological con-
nection for the distributed generation,
to stimulate RES in electricity retail
markets and to develop the legal base
in technical regulation. State suport
should include public and private
partnerships, concessional loans and
encouragement of flagship projects for
their further replication.

The phenomenon of culture

undeveloped. National culture is a holis-
tic, spiritual and material phenomenon,
embodied in the tribal community of
people, a certain ethnic group. Therefore,
one should accept the viewpoint of cul-
tural anthropologists that cultures could
not be the best or the worst; they are just
different.

The language, archetypes, traditions,
spiritual and moral values are basic ele-
ments of culture. Their characteristics
define the identity of culture, as well as
its typical models of be-
havior.

However, the cultural
diversity does not ex-
clude common features,
and their invariants. All
cultures are certain de-
veloped variants of the
original, primitive cul-
ture that allows human
beings to identify them-
selves as an integral
community. The Primi-
tive Culture (lat. Primi-
tivus—“the first, the ear-
liest”) covered the simplest skills, secured
the direct needs of the ancient people; it
was based on their superficial knowledge
of the environment that did not require
deep understanding of natural phenom-
ena and processes. The cultural integrity
of mankind started to diversify in the
process of historical development, in par-
ticular, with development of new regions
and continents, transition from hunting
and gathering to agriculture and animal
husbandry, and especially with chang-
ing of the mythological worldview into
rational philosophy that Karl Jaspers de-
fined as Axial Age coming [2].

In general, culture may vary on a his-
torical scale of time due to its internal and

external factors. Cultural changes are re-
lated to the complex interactions between
social being and social consciousness that
bring to the emerge of new ideas, world-
views transformation, and convergence
of values. Although, there is no complete
unification of forms of spiritual life, a cer-
tain cultural diversity is maintained. The
original integrity of cultures determines
the possibility of interaction, dialogue
between contemporary cultures, the pos-
sibility to assess them from humanitarian
and ecological positions. According to K.
Marx, the character of people’s attitude
to the nature, and their relationships
with each other are important indicators
of culture assessment.

In the era of globalization, the cultural
issues have become even more topical.
Cultural globalization creates unique op-

portunities for enriching traditional val-
ues and life directives. Besides, cultures
are subjected to the severe test; there aris-
es the problem of preservation of cultural
diversity. Diversity is the spiritual wealth
of mankind, the most important factor in
creating preconditions for creativity and
innovations.

humanity, the cultural diversity must be
maintained and preserved for the sake of
future generations.

Culture and civilization

If culture is important and technologi-
cally rich, eg. with its own written lan-
guage and cities, it is considered to have
reached the level of civilization. The con-
cept of civilization allows to take into ac-
count the technological development of
the society. Moreover, when comparing
the concepts of “civilization” and “barba-
rism” it is possible to assess the humanis-
ticaspect of culture. Civilization appears
not only as an indicator of high level of
technological development, quality of
life, and the degree of deviation from ar-
chaic methods of management, but also
as a measure of human freedom, harmony,
and moral development.

The modern civilization was formed in
the course of a long historical evolution
on the basis of barbarism. And in every
epoch, its elements were manifested to
a certain extent. This explains close at-
tention to the forms of barbarism, which
were internally implanted in the several-
thousand-years development of the ¢
lization. And here I agree with N.V. Mo-
troshilova who asserts the need to discuss
“the causes, relapses, spurts of barbarism,
as “hereditary diseases” of the civiliza-
tion...” [3].

A paradoxical thought of N.A. Berdy-
aev: “The culture in its deepest essence
and its religious meaning is the great fail-
ure ... Culture crystallizes human failures.
All the achievements of culture are sym-
bolic, not realistic” is probably connected
with the absolutization of this fact. [4]

Culture is the expression of the highest
spiritual values; it has pulled humans out
of their nature realm. But why the great-
est breakthrough has turned out to be

controversial? How can one explain that
culture after reaching the level of civil
zation, not only preserves the elements of
barbarism, but can even move back and
return to the level of barbarism? What is
the reason of possible distortion of the au-
thentic, humanizing function of culture?

In my opinion, there are three circum-
stances affecting the inadequate, unpre-
dictable development of culture. The
first, of course, is related to the human
nature. It was described in Carl Jung
“Approaching the Unconscious”[5]. The
second is lack of knowledge, limited
theoretical foundations for transforming
human activities i fic histori-
cal period of social development. Hence
comes the hope for further development
of scientific knowledge and for the im-

plementation of noospherogenesis. The
third factor is related to objective un-
certainty in social and natural systems,
which is not removed in the development
of knowledge.
The culture of sustainable
development

According to the concept of sustain-
able development, a strategy centered on
a human being, and natural prerequisites,
and conditions of human life should re-
place the former strategies focused exclu-
sively on economic growth. The values
that have emerged in industrial society,
have to undergo radical changes. In this
context, the creative function of culture
in shaping the future becomes ever more
clear. Indicators showing the impact of
culture on various spheres of social and
economic development have been worked
out under the auspices of UNESCO.

The key role of culture in transition to
sustainable development was identified
at the UN Summit in Johannesburg in
2002, and supplemented at the UN “Rio
+ 20" 20-th anniversary Conference in
Rio de Janeiro in 2012. The conference
adopted the resolution “The Future We
‘Want.” To achieve “the future we want,”
the culture of the modern society should
be focused on the humanistic and eco-
logical values. Essentially, it is neces-
sary to create high culture of the society,
which can be defined as a culture of sus-
tainable development. Here, the culture
is understood not only as the totality of
material and spiritual values of human
beings, but also as something that con-
tributes to preservation and further de-
velopment of the society. While culture
as a social phenomenon, - the creation of
human beings - has always been opposed
to nature, then the culture of sustain-
able development must become a way

to harmonious co-existence of people
and nature, on the basis of its in-depth
knowledge and understanding. Peo-
ple should realize that they exist in the
world not just for themselves, and must
perform a certain biospheric function. It
is the main paradigm of the new world-
view and the main axis of the culture of
sustainable development.

However, with growing comprehen-
sion of the problems and prospects of
modern society’s transition to sustain-
able development, it has become evident
that such a transition is possible only un-
der just social relations, moral improve-
ment of people, new human qualities on
the basis of humanistic values and ideals.
Thus, the culture of sustainable develop-
ment is intended to harmonize the total-
ity of relationships between humans, so-
ciety, and nature.

The international UNESCO confer-
ences in Baku (Azerbaijan) in 2011 —
2014/6, and in Hangzhou (China) in
2013/7 were the major activities for
the promotion of the culture of sustain-
able development. These conferences
proved that the culture of sustain-
able development could be generated
through target actions. The education
system that determines spiritual, scien-
tific and theoretical foundations of the
society could become the prerequisite
for changes and cultural enrichment. It
is not mere chance that UNESCO con-
siders education a driver for building
a culture of sustainable development.
At the UN Summit in Johannesburg
in 2002, it was announced the Decade
of Education for Sustainable Develop-
ment, which was successfully imple-
mented in 2005-2014.

These years were marked by an in-
creased globalization, mixed socio-po-

litical and economic transformations
in the world, more frequent large-scale
natural and man-made disasters, phe-
nomenon of climate changes. All this
led to adaptation of the original goals
of the Decade of Education for Sustain-
able Development to new conditions.

Although, the need to reform educa-
tion for sustainable development is well
understood, contradictory policies are
still in place. This is due to socio-polit-
ical, economic, and scientific-pedagog-
ical, methodological reasons. Among
them, global trends such as unevenness
in the world population, growing dis-
parities in their qualitative and quanti-
tative indicators, increased confronta-
tion between developed and developing
countries; growing nationalism and
fundamentalism, and some other fac-
tors impede the reform of education for
sustainable development.

Scientific and pedagogical problems
became apparent too. Education for sus-
tainable development is focused on the
future, while pedagogical methods are
associated with assimilation of knowl-
edge that reflect the real connections
and relationships in natural and social
environment. The future is always to
some extent uncertain. And its vague
contours and vague content is hard to
imagine as the foundation of education.
This contradiction determines the need
for development of innovative educa-
tional technologies aimed at the vision
of future and the ability to manage it.

So, the completed Decade of Edu-
cation for Sustainable Development
should be considered as an important
prerequisite for establishing a culture of
sustainable development. The tasks as-
signed to it are well-founded, and they
require a new approach, new compre-

hension. There is no doubt that educa-
tion will continue to occupy a pivotal
role in shaping the culture of sustainable
development, but it requires adequate
management. According to official docu-
ments of UNESCO, after 2015 it is still
necessary to ensure inclusive, equitable,
quality education, create opportunities
for the life-long training for all. UNE-
SCO considers coordination and moni-
toring of the reform of education for
sustainable development at the global
level as one of its main objectives/ 8 /.
According to experts, preparation and
publication of the Global Monitoring
Report on Education should encourage
this process. Undoubtedly, this will pro-
vide an opportunity to give realistic as-
sessment to the state of the art of educa-
tion in various regions of the world, and
undertake management decisions for the
culture of sustainable development.

that the moral and socio-cultural resource as
well as the general civil society capacity are not
used to the full today and crucial decisions are
often made, bypassing democratic procedures
and peoples’ will.

only on economic, social and scientific devel-
opment but also on the recently exacerbated
moral crisis, the meaning of life and universal
values in order to secure sustainable develop-
ment of civilization and people’s wellbeing.

Tt was ancient philosophy that formulated
the approaches defining harmonious person-
ality as the prerequisite for sustaining cosmic
world order in an attempt to answer the most
general questions of world and man. Once P.
Sorokin, a famous sociologist and thinker, em-
phasized that the concept of human capacity
building is wider than the economic develop-
ment model, and that the future of every so-
ciety depends on the quality of its members.
Nobel prize-winning economists have proved
the efficiency and advisability of this formula.
Unfortunately, these seemingly most natural
and topical issues for today’s world have paled
into insignificance, man’s self-consciousnes
is gradually beginning to fade, meanings de-
grade and the moral resource of humankind is
not used to its full potential today.

point of view, the crisis of meaning in modern
society demands a change in approaches to
creating models of overcoming humanitarian
challenges, stressful and risky situations for
humankind, reaching a global scale.

Thus, the problem of man is the most
important one for human security, given the
need for addressing man’s internal questions as
well as long-term perspectives of man’s plan-
etary existence — demography and economy,
war and peace, security and responsibility. His-
torical memory shows that the positive vector
of sociocultural development has always led to
moral degradation in societies and states. To-
day this deficit is of a global scale. It is impor-
tant for humankind to become aware of these
fatal risks, as overcoming them is the means of
turning them into developmental opportuni-
ties and finding the imperative and goals for
future existence of civilization. It is vital to un-
derstand that only the moral man is the guar-

antor of the existence and the development of
future humankind.

As Leo Tolstoy wrote, “all human life, togeth-
er with all the varied and complicated activities,
apparently independent of morality, - govern-
mental, scientific, artistic and commercial, has
no other aim than the greater comprehension,
confirmation, and accessibility of moral truth.”
V. Solovyov, a Russian philosopher, wrote about
it, too, “There is only one absolute and inde-
pendent law for man as such — the moral law,
and only one necessity, namely, the moral.”

If the world wants to survive and develop
further, a worthy imperative of its development
must be found, which should not depend on un-
resolved problems and challenges of individual
countries and political leaders who do no take
into account the natural and political diversity
of the world. There must be formulated the
procedures of relationship and imperatives of
development, in which humanism and moral-
ity would become the true principles of human
capacity building, of sustaining of peoples and
the priceless human life on Earth.

As experience shows, common goals for hu-
mankind today not only imply meeting the first
material needs in a given country, but, despite
the urgency of the issue, considering the existing
global problems and risks of the interconnected
world. Given the exacerbation of spiritual and
moral crisis, becoming aware of new approaches
to predicting the future is linked to understand-
ing the status of the “common good” and the
“intrinsic value of human life”. This is precisely
the identity basis for everyone who wants to
preserve human civilization.

If we take it for granted that morality is the
absolute and necessary law for humankind and
if we believe in the inevitability of the new
moral order, then the question arises as to how
the transition from the information and tech-
nology stage of human development to the cul-
tural and moral necessity of changing the rules
of co-existence will occur. Unfortunately, the

moral resource of humankind is not used to its
full potential in today’s world, and the elabora-
tion of the strategic foundation for civilization
development, which is the main goal of human-
kind today, is studied only in a fragmented way.
Thus, the task of understanding such frame-
work concepts as “being”, “man”, “the meaning
of life”, “the intrinsi " “se-

sic value of human life”, “se
curity” and “responsibility” presents the great-
est challenge today.

An exhaustive analysis of these key catego-
ries of human civilization must give substance
to the decisions related to human security and
the imperative of future development, over-
come the enormous contradictions of global
systems and set the multidimensional world on
the path of unity and development.

Today man and the capacity-building, the
meaning and intrinsic value of the life, human
and social security of humankind must be de-
termined not only by the features of existing
cultures and peoples but also by the internal
need of people and man, by understanding that
moral values are a special tool for the formation
and sustainable development of all humankind,
and “the spiritual and humanistic self-identifi-
cation” is the most significant factor in the de-
velopment of humankind.

Understanding the place of man in the world
and “the love for humanity”, defined in the his-
torical and cultural past of humankind, must
be perceived and developed today so as to
understand the fragility of the world and the
priority of spiritual and moral development as
the prerequisite for the sustainability of hu-
‘man civilization. This is our responsibility for
human civilization, for forming the “meaning-
ful order” of the systemic understanding of the
‘World, man and life as the principal concepts of
the security of humankind.

For its 250th anniversary
President Putin gifted to the Hermit-
age unique works of Faberge: the Roth-
schild egg and clocks, which had been
donated for the 25th wedding anniver-
sary of Alexander IIT and the Empress
Maria Feodorovna.

— You succeeded your father Boris
Borisovich Piotrovsky - an outstand-
ing scientist in the field of culture - as
the director of the State Hermitage.
But epochs have drastically changed.
What is the difference between the
Hermitage management in his and
your time?

— The mission of the Hermitage re-
mains the same — to collect, maintain,
study and display the World’s cultural
heritage. These days, for many years we
have faced bigger financial problems,
than in the days of my father’s manage-
ment. But finally the museum’s budget
has multiplied by 100. We have enough
freedom of the ideological and artistic
choice. Accordingly, the Hermitage it-
self should find solution to many prob-
lems, which makes the work of the mu-
seum’s management more difficult and
time-consuming.

It
shares its exposition
with various countries,
it hosts unique exhibi-
tions. Tell us about the
most outstanding of
these events in the Year
of Culture in Russia.

— The Hermitage is
the most active in the field of inter-
national exhibitions and in this sense
the Year of Culture was no exception.
Implementation of exhibition projects,
including in the branches of the Her-
mitage, has acquired special signifi-
cance due to the aggravation of the
international situation. The Exhibi-
tions of the Hermitage continue to be
a bridge connecting people despite the
increase in mutual hostility. During
the 250th anniversary of the museum,
the exhibition of Francis Bacon from
Great Britain, the Parthenon sculp-
ture from the British museum and the
exhibition “Dada and surrealism” from
Israel have become the symbols of the
museum’s diplomacy.

The celebration of the 250th anniver-
sary of the Hermitage has become one
of the highlights of the Year of Culture
which included five celebratory balls
and 15 various exhibitions, as well as
the opening of a new wing of the Her-
mitage General Staff building, the new
pavilion of the Hermitage in the “Old
Village”, the completion of the restora-
tion of Reserve Palace and exhibition
halls in the Small Hermitage.

T will add to this: he was an outstand-

ing poet, a prose writer as well as an art-
ist, a musician, a philosopher. His tal-
ents were revealed when he was a young
man. By the age of 26, Lermontov had
created “The Hero of Our Time”, “The
Valerik”, “The Prophet”, “The Mas-
querade”, “The Song About...Merchant
Kalashnikov”, which comprised the
gold fund of Russian and global culture.

‘We can only speak about the “old and
new” schools in the perception of Ler-
montov very roughly and in outline:
the modern vision of Lermontov’s crea-
tivity is less ideological, it is marked by
special attention to ethical problems,
by aspiration to develop philosophic
and moral guiding lines to Lermontov’s
works and views.

We can not define different schools in
the perception of Lermontov’s person-
ality and creativity, because no socio-
cultural research has been made either
in Russia or abroad. But selective data

It is really high: Lermontov is perceived
as a contemporary who asks actual and
complicated questions and gives rel-
evant answers.

Here are just a couple of examples
from the Internet. Website “Love-
Hate”. Here we can find original, uncor-
rected reviews and comments, some of
them are illiterate, foppish but always
written according to people’s own free
will, there are some comments about
Lermontov:

— How often it makes me feel sad
and dreary to know that there is no-
one who could and would like to un-
derstand you, accept you the way you
are. But then you read poems by M.Yu.
Lermontov — and you are not alone

— He could express the moment’s
mood and deep thoughts.

— I would also like to develop these
qualities in myself not to fear the new
and the hardships as well as to search
and find, fight for new goals.

— Ihave just read “The Valerik”. [ am
speechless and fascinated after reading
such verses.

And yet, Lermontov is not as popular
as, for example, Pushkin or Dostoyevsky.
Thereupon I recall A.Blok: “Lermontov
is a writer who was not lucky enough to
have alot of monographs or to enjoy the
true love of his descendants: researchers
shun Lermontov a little bit, he is a hard
nut to crack for many.”

Yes, it is true that Lermontov’s works
suggest serious and thoughtful attitude
to his creativity.

Probably, this is why Lermontov is
more popular in the areas close to the
“Tarkhany” museum-estate because
the Museum systemically promotes his
works.

Generally speaking, a mass reader
is chaotic and emotional in the per-
ception of Lermontov’s personality
and creativity (the strong influence
of the yellow press is undoubtedly
present). But the elite community
seeks to create a solid image based
on the reliable sources (the works
by the poet, the reminiscences of the
contemporaries).

A grandiose exhibition in the Push-
kin Museum of Fine Arts received a
significant informational, moral and es-
thetic response. It was a joint anniver-
sary project “My home is everywhere,
where there is a firmament.” The exhi-
bition included a documentary, objects
and artistic material from 37 museums,
archives and libraries in Russia. It be-
came the largest project in the history
of Lermontov’s anniversaries in the
number of exhibits (1500 units). Such
projects were planned in 1914 and 1941
but they never came true.

The country was involved in a poetic
marathon: actors, musicians, politi-
cians, diplomats citing poems by Ler-
montov. The most important Inter-
national congress meetings included
“Lermontov. Russia. World”, “M.Yu.
Lermontov in the World Culture”
(Moscow, St.Petersburg) and a round-
table discussion in the Assembly of the
“Russian World” Fund (Sochi) with
representatives of foreign branches of
the fund.

TV bridge “My Lermontov” was
organized by Broadcasting Compa-
ny “Penza” with the support of the
“Tarkhany” museum. The camera crew
visited all regions connected with
M.Yu. Lermontov’s biography. Mos-
cow, St.Petersburg, Novgorodsky, Vo-
ronezhsky, Tambovsky, Tulsky oblasts,
the Caucasus, Stavropolskiy krai were
involved. The project highlighted little
known facts of Lermontov’s personal
and creative biography, which were
provided by the scientific staff of the
“Tarkhany” museum.

The special exhibitions of the “Tarkh-
any” museum were organized in Bei-
jing, Sri-Lanka, Slovakia, Kazakhstan
and in 15 cities of Russia.

Publishing projects “The Tarkhanian
Encyclopaedia”, “Lermontov as an Art-
ist”, “Lermontov. Life and Creativity”
were implemented by the “Tarkhany”
museum-estate.

A video-contest “Let’s Read Lermon-
tov”, scheduled for Russian participants,
became international, 749 participants
from Russia and abroad took part in it.
The winners were invited to the poetry
celebration in honor of Lermontov.

Creative contests among Russian
teachers (849 participants), professional
artists and students of art schools, school
and university students including essays
on the topic “My Lermontov” and il-
lustrations for his works, computer pro-
grams “What do you know about M.Yu.
Lermontov?”, which can be used by
school teachers to check their students’
knowledge; TV and radio-contests, as
well as e about Lermontov (520
participants) provided a lot of material
for the promotion of Lermontov works.

When it comes to “discoveries”, there
are no global changes in the studies of
works by Lermontov. All changes are
mostly local; there are new documents
from the archives about father, mother,
grandfather, cadet school, colleagues,
people surrounding the poet and his
relatives, but this material gives impact
to new interpretations and even chang-
es in the studying of Lermontov, and of
course adds something to our vision of
the poet’s inner world, life and fate.

— Whatis the most important part of
Lermontov’s legacy for you? Which
lines of poetry, images, ideas? Does it
make sense for Russia of today, for its
spiritual development?

— Lermontov is all my life because I
have been working in the “Tarkhany”
museum for 46 years.

Lermontov’s most valuable quality
for me is his love for Russia, which was
a “true, sacred and reasonable”, and
which he served both as an outstanding
poet and as a brave warrior. Lermon-
tov’s brightest features were frankness
and honesty described by his contem-
poraries (“If (Lermontov) said so, it
means, things were this way: he never
lied, lying was alien to him” (D. Stol-
ypin)) and his active life position at-
tract me and support me in my life and
difficulties.

I would like to cite the follow-
ing words about Lermontov by artist
Nikolay GE:

“He always told the truth. He be-
lieved in God. He tried hard to find
ways for freedom and peace for every
person. He hated triviality, vulgarity,
servility, cowardice, baseness, treach-
ery. He loved his motherland. He was
a really handsome, proud, smart and
independent man. He was a loving son,
an attentive and devoted grandson. He
was also a professional military person,
atalented commander and a brave offic-

er. He was a writer of genius, an artist,
a creator, a philosopher and a prophet
with a retrospective vision, who could
look much ahead. He predicted the
time yet to come, that is why we still do
not understand a lot of his ideas or they
remain misunderstood. He towered
above all mentally and morally. He was
alonely orphan. Only heartless, callous,
egoistic people could not understand
how hard and great his life was. Envious
and cruel people hated him. They killed
him meanly. Killed him by the hand of a
dumb mercenary. They destroyed him.
Destroyed and slandered...”

But times, and especially Lermontov’s
anniversary, show that memory of him,
his strife for creativity and the magnet-
ism of his personality are fathomless.

The opinion of a scientist-philoso-
pher V.N. Porus (The Russian Acad-
emy of Sciences) is relevant to quote:
“Time of Lermontov has come. Time,
when our motherland does not need
contemplative and emotional patri-
ots but people like him — active, able
to tell the truth even in the most un-
favorable situations, because his soul
aches for the present and the future of
our motherland, not for himself. We
should hate dullness, triviality, servil-
ity, cowardice, meanness and treachery
just like him. When I read his works, I
feel ashamed, why do I, a gray-haired
person in great age, make no com-
plaint and suffer, while this young ge-
nius was not afraid to let his voice be
heard? We all should do like that... He
ardently advocated the values which
are now ruined: love and family. I wish
there were more people like merchant
Kalashnikov now instead of those like
Kirebeevich with a bold smile of per-
missiveness on his face...”

team needed him. The family came to
a compromise: Matsuev played in the
first half of the match and then went
on to play Rachmaninov. He was im-
mediately awarded a bursary from
the foundation and was invited to go
to study in Moscow. Matsuev did not
want to leave Irkutsk and was not ea-
ger to become a pianist, but his par-

So the brilliant musical career of one
of the best pianists of our time began in
the first half of the 1980s. Denis is the
only child of two musicians: his moth-
er is a piano teacher and his father is a
pianist and composer. They left every-
thing in Irkutsk and, moved into a one-
room rented apartment in Moscow so
Denis could continue his education at
the Central Musical School of the Con-
servatory.

Thanks to New Names, Matsuev had
already participated in concerts in over
40 different countries. In 1998, as a
20-year-old student of the Conserva-
tory, he won two great awards one after
the other: he won the Grand Prix in an
international piano competition in Par-
then the first prize in the prestigious
XI International Tchaikovsky Compe-
tition. This second victory brought him
world fame.

and the Fugue — was discovered in
Moscow and Rachmaninov’s grandson
chose Matsuev to perform the piano
piece. “It’s a funny story. He came up to
me after a concert and said, if you quit
smoking, I will give you a big present.
Rachmaninov used to smoke a lot and
died from cancer, so it’s a very painful
subject for his family... Of course, I did
quit smoking and T got the scor a
present! I am proud and happy to say
that T was the first one to record these
compositions. Moreover, I did it on his
piano, the Steinway, at his former home
in Switzerland.”

Today, Matsuev plays around 150
concerts per season, and soon there will
be no countries that he has not visited.
With a wide variety of international
awards, the title of People’s Artist of
Russia and the winner of the State Prize
of Russia, and his solo albums he could
be called a “global citizen.” But he has
his personal opinion on this: “Fortu-
nately, I haven’t become a Muscovite, a
New Yorker, a Londoner or a Parisian. 1
am Siberiar

However, the music makes huge
demands on him — both physical and
mental. “After playing a large number
of concerts, I need an outlet for my
emotions. Spending time with friends
and going to a Siberian banya (hot
steam bath) with birch twigs and an
ice-hole help me... And sometimes
it’s just great to yell in the woods. I
did this in the Maldives. And no one,
except a couple of baboons, saw or
heard me.”

In 2008 Matsuev succeeded Ivet-
ta Voronova as the president of New
Names on her recommendation and
now helps other talented young people

Ad-
ditionally, he has held the Crescendo
travelling music festival in Moscow,
St. Petersburg, Yekaterinburg, Tel Aviv,
Paris, and New York.

He has also taken part in the Children
of Beslan charity event, which for him
was an act of deep compassion and heal-
ing. “I'm convinced that music heals,
inspires and works wonders...”

Today the Russian emigre culture is
well known both in Russia and world-
wide. In recent years, much has been
done for its discovery and interpreta-
tion. However, in a greater degree this
adverted to literature, philosophy, visu-
al arts, ballet, while much of its musical
heritage is still almost unknown. “The
return” of the Russian emigre musi-
cal heritage from oblivion is only to be
implemented. And Nikolai Obukhov’s
oeuvre refers to such partly forgotten,
partly unveiled pages of the history.

Nikolai Borisovich Obukhov (Nicolas
Obouhov 1892-1954) was an outstand-
ing representative of Russian émigré
culture. Receiving education at Moscow
and St. Petersburg conservatories, after
the October revolution he emigrated to
France, where he spent most of his life.
There is all his legacy to present. By a
twist of fate Nikolai Obukhov, like many
of his compatriots, found themselves in
exile. All his life he thought and worked
equally in the context of two cultures -
Russian and French.

religious and cultural tolerance, this
sharply distinguished his worldview
from most of his contemporaries. His
views directly influenced his work and
the content of the “Book of Life.”

In the “Book of Life” Obukhov tried
to conceive a kind of his own version of
the Scripture, which has incorporated the
original processing of quotations from the
Sacred Books of different religions, for
example, the Christian New Testament,
and “Kitab and ahdas” the founder of the
Baha'i Faith - Bagay ul Allah. The lines
from the very beginning of this book arise
in many Obukhov’s works and they can
be qualified as his philosophical credo:

Along with this we can see an entranc-
ing deep lines from Obukhov’s favorite
poetry by Konstantin Balmont. “The
prologue to the Book of Life” begins
with Obukhov’s adapted French trans-
lation of the poem of Balmont “Don’t
expect anything” (1894):

In this hazy life

It awaits us far and wide

For this minute’s admiration

The oppression of great desolation

Dans cette vie confuse
Pour une joie fuyante
Le destin s’ammuse

De nos plais seignantes

As well as Skryabin’s, the Obuhov’s
challenge is an ambition to take the mu-
sic out of the art’s borders. His work is
pierced with the greatest idea of his time
- “art total” (“total art” in France) and
“Gesamtkunstwerk”(“the whole of art”
in Germany) which became the “super-
art” in Russia. Obukhov sought to con-
ceive the plot of the eschatological End
of History, where meet all religions, rac-
es, former and current enemies (Savior,
Our Mother, Jude, Blessed, Nicholas Ec-
static, Dragon, Dove, the Holly Lamb,
ete.). It was his response to the horrors
of the Revolution and two world wars.
And it is no coincidence that almost all
the Anthems of Russia are being cited at
the same time in the “Book of Life™: “Be
glorious” («Cnasbesi») of Mikhail Glin-
ka, revolutionary “The International”
and The Anthem of the Soviet Union.

The music of the “Book of Life” ad-
mired Maurice Ravel, Arthur Honneger,
André Jolivet, his friend and companion
Ivan Vyshnegradsky (1893-1979) — the
pioneer of quarter-tone (microtonality)
music and the inventor of quarter-tone
piano. We should also mention Baron-
ess Marie Antoinette Aussenac de Bro-
glie (1883-1971), an outstanding piano
player and singer of Obukhov’s works
for Sonorous Cross, who had devoted
all her life to promotion of his art. These
musicians preserved Obukhov's legacy
for the generations to come. Today time
is ripe for the long-awaited return of his
music in Russia.

Obukhov believed in the art’s trans-
figuring power. He also believed in his
power, as the Creator of the New world,
calling himself Nicholas Ecstatic. Like
some of his contemporaries such as
Scriabin, Schoenberg or Messiaen, he
felt his special mission.

Obviously, in his innovations and at-
titudes Obukhov largely anticipated
some composition features of the second
half of the 20-th century. These features
include religious aesthetics, innovative
harmony, the rejection of classical mu-
sic forms, accentuated theatricality, the
invention of new musical instruments.
But if, conditionally speaking, “the time
of Messiaen”, after the Second World
‘War, welcomed these innovations, then
“the time of Obukhov”, or the period of
the 1920-s and 30-s, generally did not
take them. It often happens with art-
ists, far anticipating the time.

Music and aesthetics of Obukhov was
stumping contemporaries, it was at the
same time fascinating and repelling,
finding ardent supporters and enemies.
It is noteworthy that the first perfor-

knew his legacy, starting with “Days of
Nikolay Obukhov in Moscow” with the
participation of Nino Barkalaia, Jay Got-
tlieb, Jean-Michel Bardez from 25 to 30
May 2007, and concert-anthology of
all Nikolai Obukhov’s works for piano,
played by Nino Barkalaia on December
21, 2008. The cross year Russia-France
2010 was marked with the concerts of
Jay Gottlicb and ensemble “Studio of
New music” of the P. L. Tchaikovsky Mos-
cow Conservatory within the framework
of contemporary music festival “Moscow
Forum” on 22 and 24 March. The first
international musicological thesis (Uni-
versity of Paris 8 and the P. I. Tchaiko-
vsky Moscow Conservatory) by pianist
Nino Barkalaia (the subject of the thesis:
“Aesthetics and technique of composi-
tion Nikolai Obukhov in the context of
Russian and French modernism”, Es-
thétique et technique compositionnelle
de Nicolas Obouhov dans le contexte
du modernisme russe et francais) is de-
voted to the scientific study of Obuk-
hov’s oeuvre. Close cooperation between
French and Russian musicians made this
work possible as well as the performance
of the Obukhov’s compositions in Russia
in recent years.

St. Petersburg’s conductor Alexander
Titov has been closely associated with
return of Obukhov’s symphonic herit-
age to Russia. He directed “The Third
and last Testament” by Obukhov in St
Petersburg Philharmonic on November
4, 2010. “The Prologue to the Book of
Life” was featured for the first time in
Russia on March 11, 2015, 90 years af-
ter its premiere in Paris.

rise to the Great Migration in the 4-9th
centuries. The Hunnic Empire reached
its height of power under Attila (in
the middle of the 5th century) and in-
cluded the Huns as well as a lot of other
peoples, such as Germans, Alans, Slavs
and others. Along with the Goths, they
contributed to the fall of Rome and
provided a transition from antiquity to
the Middle Ages. Bulgar, a World Her-
itage site, is a witness of these times, it
sheds light on the 1500-year history of
this territory.

Another phenomenon is associated
with the conquests of Genghis Khan
and the formation of the Mongol Em-
pire (Golden Horde in our territory)
in the 13-15th centuries. This is also a
westward movement. While the reason
for that was very interesting. Accord-
ing to the legend, Genghis Khan once
said, “You know what I want? I want a
beautiful girl in beautiful clothes carry
the gold plate from the Yellow Sea to
the Red Sea without fear for her dish,
nor for his clothes, nor for her honor.”
In our words, he wanted to build a very
convenient, safe, free world. However,
people paid the painful cost for this
good idea.

Bulgar, a medieval town, occupied a
key position in the trading Silk Road
and in the Great Volga Route, which
stretches from China to Scandinavia,
from Baghdad to northern Germany.
Bulgar is the northernmost point of
the Islamic world. In 922 Volga Bulgar
voluntarily accepted Islam as the state
religion, which defined its international
position, its impact on Eastern Europe,
along with the Khazar Khanate and Ki-
evan Rus, and its tolerant nature in the
Turkish-Tatar world.

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which served to prepare military cam-
paign to Europe and to mint its own
coins of the Golden Horde. Bulgar
was the first capital of the Jochi Ulus,
the Golden Horde, and subsequently
remained the summer residence of the
Khans. The Golden Horde under Batu
Khan has spread throughout Eurasia to
Central Asia, modern Russia (except
for the Far East), the Eastern Europe.
Without the Golden Horde, it is impos-
sible to understand the history of me-
dieval Russia and Europe. Of hundreds
of cities of the Golden Horde, Bulgar is
the only one well-preserved. Currently,
Bulgar historical and archaeological
complex is the only authentic mate-
rial evidence of the existence of Volga
Bulgaria and the Golden Horde in its
heyday. Its outstanding universal value
was recognized by the 37th session of
the World Heritage Committee (2013,
Phnom Penh, Cambodia). According to
the decision of the 38th session of the
Committee, (Qatar, 2014) the property
was inscribed on the UNESCO World
Heritage List and became its 26th Rus-
sian and 1002nd World Heritage site.
Bulgar settlement with preserved
ramparts and ditches is located in the
European part of Russia on the left
bank of the Volga River, 40 km south
of its confluence with the Kama. It is
adjacent to the east to the modern city
of Bulgar, the administrative center of
the Spassky district of Tatarstan. For
over 15 centuries, this place has had
sustained impact on the development
of architecture, technology, monumen-
tal and decorative art, urban planning,
spiritual culture of Eurasia. Bulgar’s
historical, archaeological and architec-
tural heritage is a collective memory of

Christian religions. Against the back-
ground of religious conflicts and clash-
es, so typical for medieval Europe and
Asia, Bulgar hosted various confessions
who lived in perfect harmony. Numer-
ous archacological artifacts and writ-
ten sources strongly confirmed Russian
population of Bulgar, the Armenian
cemetery, the Christian church, known
as the Greek Chamber of Commerce,
other non-Muslim monuments. This
amazing ethnic diversity was observed
in many sources of that time. The city
was visited by many Muslim mer-
chants from the East - Merv, Nishapur,
Khorezm, etc., guests from the Russian
principalities, craftsmen, among them
one could find Baghdad and Indian
tailors, nomadic steppe dwellers, Nor-
dic peoples. And each of them found
its trade and economic interests in this
charming and hospitable city: fur and
coins, jewelry and leather, and many
other businesses. Bulgar-Tatar enlight-
eners enjoyed high prestige and author-
ity - in the 11th century the scholar
Hodja Ahmed Bulgari was appointed as
the teacher and mentor of Sultan Mah-
mud Ghaznevi - one of the most pow-
erful monarchs of the world. No won-
der the Bulgar was called “the realm of
reason” and “the golden throne of the
East.” Leaving Bulgar for Afghanistan,
Khoja Ahmed Bulgari was a doctor in
the town of Ghazni. He became known
for his philosophical and historical trea-
tises. Among them, the most renowned
“Tarihatel Bulgaria” (“History of Bul-
garia”), “Fenandel Bulgaria” (“Science
in Bulgaria”), “Zhemigyl Bulgaria”
(“Philosophy of Bulgaria”). In 1971, a
mausoleum (dyurbe) of white marble
was built over his grave.

the electromagnetic spectrum outside
the earth’s atmosphere, gaining insight
into the Universe’s greatest myster-
ies, expanding immeasurably the fron-
tiers of knowledge.

World Heritage Convention. Besides,
only broad international cooperation
makes it possible to meet new global
challenges, the humanity is facing to-
day. UNESCO is called upon to play a
key role in international cooperation
as it is a recognized intergovernmental
platform, which unites efforts of the in-
ternational community aimed to create
synergies between Science, Culture and
Education.

To promote this idea, designed to meet
global challenges and to contribute to
sustainable development, it is necessary
to develop a new international legal in-
strument as a tool for the use of space
technologies on a multidisciplinary ba-
sis. Preservation and protection of the
space heritage must become a part of
the segment of cultural heritage and hu-
man history. At the same time, it should
serve a tool, which unites humankind
in search for solutions to protect from
cosmological threats, such as asteroid-
comet hazard.

The World Heritage Committee in
St.Petersburg suggested that UN-
ESCO, along with the International
Astronomical Union (IAU) Working
Group on Astronomy and World Herit-
age, under the chairmanship of Profes-
sor Clive Ruggles (UK) and the first
Expert Working Group on Space Tech-
nological Heritage, chaired by M.Ya.
Maroy, Academician of the Russian
Academy of Sciences (RAS), should es-
tablish an International Working group
of responsible representatives of all
interested countries within the frame-
work of the existing UNESCO The-
matic Initiative “Astronomy and World
Heritage”. The World Heritage Cen-
tre’s appeal for representative for this
Working group received positive re-

and preservation of human dignity of their speakers, whether these are
native to the territory or migrants.

Urbanization and globalization promote the assimilation of ethnic
cultures and challenge their majority status, moving them ever farther
into the margins. Knowledge and historical and cultural experience
stored by these cultures vanish gradually, and the potential of those
cultures and languagesis reduced. Cultural and linguistic marginalization
is aninterrelated and interdependent process. A unique culture vanishes
with the death of its languages. Meanwhile forecasts say and UNESCO
has been continuously warning that more than half of the currently alive
approximately 7,000 languages may become extinct within several
generations.

Migration and human mobility have experienced an unprecedented
increase over the past few years. For the first time ever in 2010, the
majority of the world’s population was predominantly urban, and this
proportion continues to grow. By 2050, more than 70% of the world’s
population will live in a city. The high concentration of people in urban
settings has resulted in an increasing linguistic diversity, a trend that will
continue over the next years.

An increasing number of studies show that a well-planned strategy on
managing diversity, including the languages of migrants, can lead to social
and economic benefits for the society as a whole. Diversity can also create
benefits as it increases the variety of goods, services and skills available
in urban environments. The increased level of competences provided by
diversity can also foster creativity, innovation and economic growth.

THE ROLE OF ICTS

The globalinformation society is forming rapidly, and the recent relevant
social impact of improvements in Information and Communication
Technologies (ICTs) makes this a turning point for the preservation of
cultural and linguistic diversity.

Ever more people become active users of ICT, particularly of the
Internet. It has become an inalienable and essential part of the life of the
young majority, due to the extensive opportunities for communication,
access to information and knowledge, self-expression, education,
leisure and a greatly extended picture of the world. However, Internet
services and information are mainly available in the dominant languages
and the current absence of certain languages in cyberspace contributes
to the widening of the already existing digital information gap. While
globalization encourages the merging of cultures and languages into a
de facto standard, at the same time emerging ICTs potentially enable
the exploitation of different languages and cultures and the flourishing
of new alphabets and writing systems.

One of the main issues that is against the strengthening and diffusion
of indigenous languages is that they are languages with no written
tradition. In the context of our modern world, only a written tradition
allows a language to become recognizable and useful. Cyberspace
offers a unique opportunity for creating a writing tradition at low cost
and with maximal possibilities of diffusion.

The digital era in which we live nowadays provides a unique opportunity
to support the active promotion of well being, inter alia via the enabling
of multilingualism and preservation of cultural diversity in cyberspace.
Existing ICTs offer new opportunities to promote linguistic and cultural
heritage for equal and universal access to life-crucial knowledge.

Being aware, in addition, that the increasing number of social media
applications available and accessible may offer a relevant contribution
to minority languages and cultural preservation and promotion thanks to
services, communities and crowd initiatives, we must support initiatives
to encourage them further.

Of course “availability” does not always mean “real use”; free or
affordable access to ICTs is still a problem in many areas of the world and
for many potential users. However, thanks to smart and mobile solutions
both the new generation, and even those previously digitally excluded,
have entered the digital age. Furthermore we are aware of the potential
opportunities and threats connected to this process.

Guaranteeing linguistic and cultural diversity and the survival of every
language and culture must be a common goal for humanity. Institutions
ought to make commitments and assume responsibilities in relation to
linguistic diversity and coexistence between languages.

Differences of languages and cultures should not create either manifest
or hidden artificial obstacles for reasonable and fruitful cooperation
among nations. This cooperation should be based on the equal treatment
of all parties and it should not be governed by any cultural or linguistic
prejudices.

The protection of linguistic and cultural diversity should include
promoting and sustaining it in cyberspace, by enforcing digital
opportunities for all languages.

—Key documents of the World Summit on the Information Society
(Geneva, 2003, and Tunis, 2005) and the Vision for WSIS Beyond 2015
(WSIS+10, Geneva, 2014) which emphasize the importance of the
preservation of cultural and linguistic diversity and suggest a set of
measures necessary to achieve this goal.

THE CONFERENCE AGREES ON THE FOLLOWING
RECOMMENDATIONS:

General framework

Local, regional and central governments should play a wider and
significant role in preserving, developing and sustaining local indigenous
languages and their cultures by providing, in particular, resources for the
development of digital tools, and the promotion of education and literacy
for these languages to be present in cyberspace.

Governmental bodies atalllevels should build professional communities
and further develop necessary resources and tools (training courses,
higher education courses, educational curricula, preparation of
teachers, training for trainers, seminars, research, etc.) to strengthen
linguistic and cultural diversity in cyberspace as digital language vitality
is only sustainable where the language is spoken and taught. “Digital
natives” should not be left alone in the digital arena. They belong to the
always-on global communication community. They create their own
forms of language to exchange text messages, instant and multimedia
messages as an additional legacy for future generations.

This can be done with the help of academia and think tanks providing
the expertise and identifying the best practices on language policies that
not only promote all languages and put them on equal footing but also
foster dialogue between co-existing languages in specific territories.

The development of natural language processing technologies (Text
understanding, Question answering, Information querying, Speech
Recognition, Speech Synthesis, (Spoken) Machine Translation and others)
is a crucial step for ensuring equal digital opportunities for all languages.
Mobile phone, Internet chat and social media interaction should be included
in any definition of digital vitality and use of minority languages.

All institutions, organizations, associations and even individuals
involved in language development, language planning or language
promotion should set up collaborative projects to support lesser spoken
languages, with a special attention to

—development of culture-based terminologies;

—production and dissemination of written materials and digital
documents in these languages.

Local digital communities (not just read-only material) are also needed
for digital ascent. Micro-grants to small communities (literary, theatrical,
whatever brings people together) should be provided to document in
their native language what they are doing.

Further examination should be made of the:

—identification of all the factors necessary to sustain linguistic diversity;

—Ilink between digital vitality and spoken language vitality;

—impact of digital stillness on a spoken language.

The setting-up of language policies should include the state language,
the national/regional language, and also migrant languages, as this is
the only way to ensure that all citizens, regardless of their legal status in
a territory, can be recognized equally by recognizing the plurality of their
languages.

Diversity managementofthe communities enables areal representation
of language minorities to promote stable and sustainable development.

Corpora, the lifeblood of modern computational linguistics, must be
unencumbered by Copyright. A research exemption must be enshrined
in the legal framework. In addition national projects need to make
their corpora not just searchable but also downloadable by ROAMing
(randomize, omit, anonymize, mix). Open access to materials collected,
as a precondition of funding, must be assured.

The significant partin linguistic diversity is linguistic diversity in scientific
production. “Grey” literature naturally incorporates a greater linguistic
diversity in scientific production particularly in developing and less
developed countries. Promoting “grey” scientific literature can ensure
linguistic diversity in knowledge production. Efforts should be deployed
to raise the interest of the Academy in “grey” literature and acknowledge
the alternative knowledge production it represents.

The open access movement makes scientific publications openly
accessible and proposes that they give a greater priority to linguistic
diversity so that the production of knowledge in multiple languages is
promoted and facilitated, especially life-crucial knowledge.

All publicly funded translations of works should be available under free
license for everyone to use and re-use without additional restrictions or
exemption from copyright. This should apply both to works that are in the
public domain as well as works still being under copyright, so they can
be used as soon as copyright to the original work expires. International
and national Copyright law systems should be amended in a way to allow

all educational, scientific and non-commercial use of global cultural
heritage.

In order to promote a widespread positive adoption of the notion of
linguistic diversity and a favorable cultural climate that is the precondition
foritsflourishing, educationalandinformative tools need to be developed,
aiming at correctly informing society at large and at educating the new
generations about the value of multilingualism.

Efforts should be made to:

—support, enable and assist the documentation, protection and
promotion of regional, minority and endangered languages;

—bring together specialists in specific areas of the world with members
of endangered language communities in these areas.

Itis very important to ensure long-term preservation of audio and video
recordings reflecting linguistic and cultural diversity, specifically of orally
transmitted cultures, key elements to ensure demo-anthropological
studies. Over the past 60 years, rich collections of such audio-visual
recordings have been produced, forming the basis of our present
knowledge. Nowadays they can only be preserved by digitization and
proper digital preservation of data. Presently, however, the availability
of replay equipment for magnetic audio and videotapes is dramatically
shrinking which may bring digitization programmes to a halt. Adequate
measures must be taken to respond to this threat in order to prevent
such unprecedented loss of irreplaceable documents of the linguistic
and cultural diversity of humankind.

AT THE POLITICAL LEVEI

1. All stakeholders should seek to facilitate the emergence of
knowledge societies respecting human rights and values and based on
four principles: Promoting freedom of expression in traditional and new
forms of media, including the Internet; Access to quality education for
all; Respect of cultural and linguistic diversity; and Universal access to
information and knowledge, especially in the public domain;

2. UNESCO, especially through its Information for All Programme
(IFAP), should pursue in cooperation with relevant UN agencies, IGOs
and NGOs the efforts for further development and promotion of ethical,
legal and societal principles and norms for preserving linguistic and
cultural diversity worldwide, in particular in cyberspace;

3. All stakeholders should encourage governments to enact and
implement more effective national policies in support of preservation of
linguistic and cultural diversity;

4. All the stakeholders should continue to promote and support the
creation and free dissemination of language resources (alphabets,
diacritic marks, phonetic language resources, Wikipedia, Wiktionaries,
and related technical means (e.g. spell checkers, and generally speaking

8. All stakeholders, especially governments, scholars and experts in
academia, should develop and strengthen educational and awareness-
raising programmes, especially among the youth, to form stronger
respect of linguistic and cultural diversity and deeper understanding of
the necessity to preserve all languages particularly minority/minoritized
ones.

3. closely monitor existing language policies that best respect the
linguistic reality of the territories, and the efforts and initiatives taking
place worldwide to support multilingualism both offline and online;

4. help identify best practices being developed in each continent;

5. highlight what works best in each geographical location and to
monitor the extent to which language diversity is digitally reflected;

6. map the researchers working on the subject and the fields of
knowledge.

The Conference finally urges UNESCO and other relevant international,
regional and national stakeholders to initiate a preparatory process
for a World Summit on Multilingualism as it is highly desirable for the
preservation and development of the world’s languages and cultures in
the epoch of galloping globalization.

16 years ago the Republic of Bashkor-
tostan joined UNESCO movement and
the international dialogue of cultures,
youth exchange programs, and many
other UNESCO’s global projects in all
its activity areas: education, science,
culture, communication and informa-
tion. This participation helps cultural,
intellectual, and educational devel-
opment of our multi-ethnic region. It
broadens cooperation with other enti-
ties of the Russian Federation, foreign
countries; as well as establishes and
extends cooperation with UNESCO
partners in Russia and beyond in order
to make social relations more human
and preserve indigenous cultures in
the age of globalization, for sustainable
development based on universal access
to knowledge and innovation technolo-
gies.

In November 1998, the Decree of
the President of Bashkortostan estab-
lished the Committee of the Republic
of Bashkortostan for UNESCO under
the Republican Government in order
to achieve all these goals. Members of
the Committee represent state bodies,
social agencies, education, science, cul-
ture, and art. While its local branch, the
Committee closely cooperates with the
Commission of the Russian Federation
for UNESCO.

cave with adjacent territory. Human
culture on the site goes back to 13-15
thousand years ago. Subsequently, it
produced wonderful samples of oral
folk culture, such as Bashkir folk epic
Ural-Batyr. On January 30, 2012 a re-
newed list of Russian properties for the
inclusion in the List was submitted to
the World Heritage Committee, which
included Bashkir Urals into the Tenta-
tive World Heritage List.

As a follow-up, on July 9-14, 2014
Bashkir Urals was visited by well-
known UNESCO experts, including
Mr Stefano De Caro, Director-Gen-
eral of the International Center for
the Study of the Preservation and
Restoration of Cultural Property

in 2012. In the framework of the inter-
national scientific expedition “Heritage
of Vernadsky”, a series of scientific con-
ferences and round tables took place in
2014 and will be held in 2015 in Rus-
sia, the Czech Republic, Germany, Bul-
garia, Turkey and Kazakhstan.

pansion of a multifaceted cooperation
with the Organization. In which way
will the Foundation participate in this
cooperation?

- All ongoing projects, which I have
just mentioned, will be continued and
developed. We aspire to strengthen
our relations with UNESCO and to
receive its consultative status. It will
give us more opportunities at various
levels to support UNESCO’s programs
aimed at sustainable development: ed-
ucation for sustainable development,
environmental education, protection
of cultural and natural sites and the
environment.

In particular, the Foundation sup-
ported the promotion of UNESCO bio-
sphere reserves in Russia within UN-
ESCO “EuroMAB” network, covering
many aspects and areas of UNESCO
“Man and the Biosphere” program.
The Foundation supported publica-
tion of 41 boards of Russian biosphere
reserves in Russian and English giv-
ing clear idea about the unique natu-
ral systems of our country and ways of
their protection.

In 2015 we are going to hold an-
other conference in Khanty-Mansiysk
Autonomous Okrug on education for
sustainable development. The Foun-
dation participated in the first confer-
ence in 2013, whose results and the
Khanty-Mansiysk Declaration  have
contributed to the UN Decade of Edu-
cation for Sustainable Development in
2014. There is no doubt, that these re-
sults will further promote and develop
education in the world, and that the
ideas of Vladimir Ivanovich Vernadsky
would feature more prominently, both
in Russia and in many countries all over
the world.

November 16, 1945: representatives of 37 countries
meet in London to sign UNESCO’s Constitution
which comes into force on November 4, 1946 after
ratification by 20 signatories.

1948: UNESCO recommends that Member States
make free primary education compulsory and
universal.

1952: An intergovernmental conference convened
by UNESCO adopts the Universal Copyright
Convention. In the decades following World War
II, the Convention served to extend copyright
protection to numerous states not then party to the
Bern Convention for the Protection of Literary and
Artistic Works (1886).

1956: The Republic of South Africa withdraws from
UNESCO claiming that some of the Organization’s
publications amount to “interference” in the
country’s “racial problems”. The state rejoins the
Organization in 1994 under the leadership of Nelson
Mandela.

1958: Inauguration of UNESCO’s permanent
Headquarters in Paris designed by Marcel Breuer
(US), Pier-Luigi Nervi (Italy) and Bernard Zehrfuss
(France).

1960: Launching of the Nubia Campaign in Egypt
to move the Great Temple of Abu Simbel to keep it
from being swamped by the Nile after construction
of the Aswan Dam. During the 20 year campaign,
22 monuments and architectural complexes are
relocated. This is the first and largest in a series
of campaigns including Moenjodaro (Pakistan),
Fez (Morocco), Kathmandu (Nepal), Borobudur
(Indonesia) and the Acropolis (Greece).

1968: UNESCO  organizes the first
intergovernmental conference aimed at reconciling
the environment and development, now knows as
“sustainable development”. This led to the creation
of UNESCO’s Man and the Biosphere Program.

1972: The Convention concerning the Protection of
the World Cultural and Natural Heritage is adopted.
The World Heritage Committee is established in 1976
and the first sites are inscribed on the World Heritage
List in 1978.

1974: HH. Pope Paul VI awards the John XXIII
Peace Prize to UNESCO.

1975: The United Nations University is established
in Tokyo under the auspices of the UN and UNESCO.

1978: UNESCO adopts the Declaration on Race
and Racial Prejudice. Subsequent reports on the
issue by the Director-General serve to discredit
and dismiss the pseudo scientific foundations of
racism.

1980: The first two volumes of UNESCO’s General
History of Africa are published. Similar series focus
on other regions, notably Central Asia and the
Caribbean.

1984: The United States withdraws from the
Organization citing disagreement over management
and other issues. The United Kingdom and Singapore
withdraw in 1985. The Organization’s budget drops
considerably.

1990: The World Conference on Education
for All, in Jomtien, Thailand, launches a global
movement to provide basic education for all
children, youths and adults. Held ten years later
in Dakar, Senegal, the World Education Forum
commits governments to achieving basic education
for all by 2015.

1992: Creation of the Memory of the World
program to protect irreplaceable library treasures
and archive collections. It now includes sound, film
and television archives.

1997: The United Kingdom returns to UNESCO.

1998: The Universal Declaration on the Human
Genome and Human Rights, developed and adopted
by UNESCO in 1997, is endorsed by the UN.

1999:  Director-General Koichiro Matsuura
undertakes major reforms to restructure an
decentralize the Organization’s staff and activities.

2001: UNESCO Universal Declaration on Cultural
Diversity is adopted by the General Conference.

2002: The United States announces its decision to
return to UNESCO.

2000: Irina Bokova is elected UNESCO Director-
General.
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
