Since early April, the Russian De-
fence Ministry’s Engineering Corps
have been carrying out a large-scale op-
eration to clear mines from the historic
part of Palmyra, which was liberated by
the Syrian army with support from Rus-
sia’s Aerospace Forces.

Much work has been done to defuse
mines of various types and other explo-
sive devices in the historic part of the
town. There is still much work ahead to
clear mines from facilities and commu-
nications in the residential part of the
town.

[ would like you to report on the cur-
rent state of progress and on your up-
coming plans.

Chief of the Armed Forces En-
gineers Lieutenant General Yury
Stavitsky. Comrade Supreme Com-
mander in Chief,

Pursuant to your decision, since
April 2, Russia’s Engineering units have
been engaged in mine clearing work at
Palmyra, which was liberated from ISIS
terrorists.

To carry out this mission, military
transport planes deployed to Syria a
mine clearing detachment from the
Russian Armed Forces mine-clearing
centre. In order to increase security and
speed up the pace of work, we are also
using Uran-6 mobile robot systems and
mine-sniffing dogs.

Comrade Supreme Commander in
Chief, we have fully completed mine
clearing work in the historical part of
Palmyra.

well as 23 kilometres of roads, and 10
historical heritage sites; 2,991 explo-
sive devices were located and defused,
including 432 homemade explosive de-
vices.

The work was complicated by the
high density of mines and the fact that
the fighters used powerful landmines
controlled by radio and wires, many of
which were installed in such a way as to
be impossible to remove.

Our units are now clearing mines in
the residential part of the town and at
the airport. They have inspected 367
buildings, 40 hectares of territory, 9.5
kilometres of roads, and have destroyed
1,432 explosive devices. The mine
clearing work continues in accordance
with the approved plan.

A total 560 hectares of urban area
still remain to be cleared of mines and
unexploded munitions. This work is
complicated by the large number of
decoy mines the fighters laid. Training
is being organised for mine clearance
experts from the Syrian army’s engi-
neers.

Furthermore, field water supply has
been set up for the drinking water needs
of the engineers, military personnel, and
the civilians returning to Palmyra.

A field hospital has also been set up
and started operation. Construction of
living quarters for the UNESCO assess-
ment and restoration group has been
completed. We are helping the Syrian
engineers engaged in mine clearing in
the town of El Karatien and restoration
of normal life there. Infrastructure facili-
ties in the town are being rebuilt and 98
families have returned to their homes.

General condition
of the ancient city ruins

Since the late 1920s, Palmyra has
been intensely studied by various ar-
chaeological missions of French, Ger-
man, Swiss, Polish, and Syrian special-
ists. Archeologists conducted large-scale
archaeological research of the Palmyra
temples, public buildings, residential
quarters, and burial grounds, making
partial reconstruction of the excavated
buildings.

In the process of surveying the
sites, it was noted that, by and large,
the occupation layer in most parts of
the ancient city does not contain any
significant traces of destruction or
fresh excavations resulting from the
actions of militants, as would be the
case, for example, in large-scale ille-
gal excavations. In the course of hos-
tilities and deliberate destruction, it is
only the symbolic objects of the archi-
tectural and archaeological heritage
that suffered the most. They include
the blown-up Triumphal Arc, the
sanctuary of the Bella and Baalshami-
na Temples (the most well-preserved
buildings of ancient Palmyra), the Ze-
nobia Column with it most important
dedicatory inscription, a large num-
ber of tower and underground tombs,
and the partially destroyed late-me-
dieval fortress of Fakhr al-Din. It is
obvious that the deliberate destruc-
tion in Palmyra was not motivated
by potential pecuniary interests but,
rather, pursued propaganda purposes.

Both
tasks can be addressed by a group of
three-four appropriately equipped
Russian experts who would require
from three to four weeks of work on
the monument.

As regards the most culturally im-
portant architectural sites, the situation
is described below.

The Bella Temple

The damage is very significant - the
Temple sanctuary is now a pile of de-
bris, small and large. Its restoration is
hardly possible. Reconstruction of the
monument can be accomplished only
by means of rebuilding on the basis of
drawings and photographs. The entire
site will need to be cleared, which, of
course, will require significant finan-
cial expenditures and time (at least 3-4
years). Urgent conservation work is
necessary to strengthen the preserved
parts of the sanctuary portico, which
are in precarious condition.

The Baalshamina Temple

The sanctuary of the Temple is com-
pletely destroyed. However, the archi-
tectural fragments are quite large in
size, which may facilitate recreation of
the Temple to its original form. Given
the small size of the building, its re-
covery will likely take less time (2-3
months) and require relatively low fi-
nancial costs. However, it should be
understood that reconstruction of the
sanctuary interiors is hardly possible.

The Triumphal Arch

The arched vaults are completely de-
stroyed. However, the pylons have sur-
vived, and in the case of restoring the
monument, they should be reassembled
to take care of the damage and irregulari-
ties of previous restoration efforts. Recre-
ating the arch is possible over a relatively
short period of time (9-12 months). We
should bear in mind that, when recon-
structd, the monument would comprise
between 60-70% of modern materials.

Of the restoration and reconstruction
efforts in which Russian experts may po-
tentially participate, the most promising
are restoration activities to restore the
sanctuary of the Baalshamina Temple
and recreate the Triumphal Arch.

Special attention should be given to
the restoration of the Archaeology Mu-
seum and its exhibits. There, the roof
and the exhibition halls will need to
be repaired, as well as the lighting and
alarm systems. The Museum will require
outfitting with state-of-the-art museum
equipment; eg, about 200 large-scale
glass cases will be needed. Only upon
completion of such efforts the surviving

This aspect
of the Palmyra recovery is extremely im-
portant and quite realistic if the military
situation stabilizes, and a safe zone is
created around Tadmur and the archae-
ological reserve. Work should be carried
out simultaneously with restoring the
city of Tadmur infrastructure.

The main challenges to be faced by
professionals during their restoration and
conservation activities are: the infrastruc-
ture in the city of Tadmur is completely
destroyed, which means that considerable
financial investment will be required to
equip the expedition depot complex; una-
vailability of local labor and the necessary
construction equipment to be leased; and,
the general security issues in the region.

Successful examples
of these joint efforts included Rus-
sia’s hosting of the 4th session of the
UN Secretary-General’s Scientific
Advisory Board, a kind of “council of
wise men” tasked with drafting rec-
ommendations on the global chal-
lenges we face today. Last year, Rus-
sia also hosted the Third All-Russia
Congress of UNESCO Chairs, and
the 4th St Petersburg International
Cultural Forum, also marking the or-
ganisation’s 70th anniversary.

As of late, we are witnessing the

humanitarian exchanges and dis-

ever-increasing  politicisation
criminatory measures against figures
from the cultural and arts world and
journalists. It is our conviction that
such actions directly violate peo-
ple’s rights to cultural and intellec-
tual contacts. In this respect, at the
38th session of the UNESCO Gen-
eral Conference, where Russia was
elected to the Executive Council for a
new four-year term, we proposed the
adoption of a document in support
of free exchange and cooperation in
culture and the arts in full conform-
ity with UNESCO’s values and ideals.

This session also approved the
Strategy for Reinforcing UNESCO’s
Action for the Protection of Cul-
ture and the Promotion of Cultural
Pluralism in the Event of Armed
Conflict. This document reflects our
approaches and offers a good foun-
dation for deepening dialogue with
UNESCO on this vital issue. Building

ian world heritage sites adopted re-
cently after Russia’s initiative, which
includes a range of measures to pro-
tect and restore historical heritage
sites in Syria. It is satisfactory that
dozens of countries, including the
United States, France and Britain,
have joined this decision as co-spon-
sors. Under this decision, a UNESCO
mission of an international team of
experts, including permanent repre-
sentatives to UNESCO, will be sent
to Syria to assess the damage with a
view to developing a concrete plan
of necessary restoration and rehabil-
itation works. As you know, the State
Hermitage Museum, the Research
Institute for Cultural and Natural
Heritage named after Dmitry Likh-
achev (Heritage Institute) and other
concerned institutions have declared
their willingness to contribute to
these efforts. Conditions for sending
UNESCO experts to Palmyra will be
created in the near future. We main-
tain contact with UNESCO govern-
ing bodies on this issue.

The latest session of the UNESCIO
General Conference, which 1 have
mentioned, launched the adapta-
tion of UNESCO programme activity
to the goals of the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development. [ believe
that contributing to these efforts
should become a priority of our co-
operation with UNESCO, primarily
in education. A big step towards this
goal is the large UNESCO confer-
ence on the use of mineral resources
for sustainable development, which

Asper the instructions of President
of Russia Vladimir Putin on creating
a permanent venue for Eurasian cul-
tural cooperation, an international
conference Intercultural Dialogue
in the Eurasian Space will be held
in the Republic of Bashkortostan
in May. Its agenda includes discus-
sion on intercultural cooperation in
the framework of the UNESCO Silk
Road project.

We have been working consist-
ently to strengthen Russia’s standing
in one of UNESCO’s key bodies, the
Intergovernmental ~ Oceanographic
Commission (IOC), in particular in
view of the appointment of Vladimir
Ryabinin as IOC Executive Secretary
and the election of Alexander Postnov
as Deputy Director of the IOC Execu-
tive Council. The election of Valery
Neronov as vice-chairperson of the
International Coordinating Council
of the Man and the Biosphere (MAB)
Programme has expanded our oppor-
tunities under this programme.

We should also use the opportu-
nities offered by membership of the
Bureau of the Intergovernmental
Council of the Management of So-
cial Transformations (MOST) Pro-

sciences and Geoparks Programme,
incorporating UNESCO Global Ge-
oparks into the organisation’s geolog-
ical programme. In this context, it has
been proposed that the Russian Na-
tional Committee for UNESCO’s Ge-
oscience Programme at the Russian
Academy of Science be reorganised
into the Russian National Commit-
tee for UNESCO’s International Geo-
sciences and Geoparks Programme
and that this committee be co-chaired
by Mikhail Fedonkin, Director of the
Russian Academy of Sciences’ Geo-
logical Institute, and Oleg Petrov, Di-
rector of the Karpinsky Russian Geo-
logical Research Institute. I hope we
will discuss these proposals and adopt
decisions on them today.

It is gratifying that Russian re-
gions have shown interest in this
area of UNESCO activities. For ex-
ample, Bashkortostan, which I have
mentioned before, is preparing an
application for the launch of Russia’s
first geopark in the area of Bashkor-
tostan’s isolated hills (shihan).

Information society and informa-
tion security are key issues on UN-
ESCO’s agenda. This is only logical
as information and communication
technologies are seriously influenc-
ing all aspects of our lives. In this
connection I suggest that we expand
our contribution to intergovern-
mental programmes Information for
All and Memory of the World. It is
especially important to increase our
involvement in the International
Programme for the Development of
Communication, which is concerned,

We should probably consider adding
experts on the humanitarian aspects
of the information society to the sci-
entific council on information secu-
rity at the Russian Security Council.
I suggest that we discuss the relevant
proposals. If we come to an agree-
ment, we will submit our proposal to
the executive office of the National
Security Council.

Our agenda for the near term in-
cludes several large international
events, including the 19th World Fes-
tival of Youth and Students in Mos-
cow and Sochi, the 6th International
Conference of Ministers and Senior
Officials Responsible for Physical
Education and Sport (MINEPS VI) in
Kazan, the international conference
Media and Information Literacy for
Fostering Open Government Culture
in Khanty-Mansiysk, and the Delphic
Games. ] am convinced that if we host
these events successfully this will help
strengthen the atmosphere of trust
and mutual understanding on the in-
ternational stage, promote an objec-
tive image of Russia and strengthen
its status as a major cultural power.

Of course, the agenda of our part-
nership with UNESCO is not limited
to the above issues alone, although
the list is impressive. I am convinced
that by working together we will
be able to further promote our co-
operation for a more active use of
UNESCO’s creative potential in the
interests of peace, stability and de-
velopment.

-What do you see as the main chal-
lenges facing the education agenda
in the coming 15 years within the
region?

- Today’s complex socio-political
reality, the influence of the globali-
sation of international development,
the economic, cultural, financial,
strategic and environmental conse-
quences of which promote both the
rapprochement and separation of
interests of different countries and
peoples, all require a rethinking of
the role of education through the
prism of its perception as the guaran-
tor of individual and social security
of citizens in their interaction and
interdependence. In essence, this re-
quires new methods of thinking and
behaviour within the framework of
global citizenship principles, as well
as new values, skills and knowledge.
In the coming 15 years among the
main challenges for education agen-
da I would note the following:

Innovations in the business are
depending more and more on the
knowledge base of universities and
their developments, strengthen-
ing this way links between industry
and universities.

time there is a necessity to increase
the international cooperation within
the “Knowledge Triangle” activities.
The joint projects should be imple-
mented not only in the framework of
one country. It would be more effi-
cient to create such “Knowledge Tri-
angle” where his edges would con-
nect various countries.

- The SDG4-Education 2030 agen-
da is country-owned and country-
led. But processes at the regional
level can play a role in harmonis-
ing efforts between the national
and global levels. How important
do you see the regional level being?
And what additional support do you
think regional processes can/should
provide to countries?

- The regional level is very im-
portant for implementing SDG4-
Education agenda. In particular, we
pay much attention to the co-oper-
ation with the post-Soviet countries,
the Eurasia Economic Cooperation
(EEC), the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization (SCO), and BRICS.

On the one hand, it is due to sus-
tained, traditional links, similar
tracks of the development of educa-
tion. On the other hand, co-opera-
tion with these countries is particu-
larly complex and efficient.

The conferences of the experts in
education of the CIS are organized on
regular basis. CIS and SCO network
universities have been established
and are developing; BRICS and EEC
network universities are underway.

exchange of best practices. Though,
we expect delegates from more then
70 countries next year, however the
majority of exponents will represent
CIS and Central Europe.

The growth trend of the foreign
students in our country is primarily
due to the post-Soviet countries. At
the same time, promotion of the Rus-
sian language, growth of academic
mobility, creation of joint and dual-
diplomas programs, make our coop-
eration more effective.

It does not include only its im-
portant role in harmonizing efforts
between the national and global
levels, but it highlights recognition
of priority nature of education, en-
courage participating countries to
better promote humanistic nature
of education, priority of human life
and health, personal rights and free-
doms, free development of person-
ality, upbringing mutual respect,
strong work ethics, civic conscious-
ness, patriotism, responsibility, legal
culture, environmental friendliness,
and smart use of natural resources as
well as maintaining governments of
UNESCO member states democratic
governance of the education system
according to UNESCO goals.

As for additional support the region-
al process can provide, then, I would
note that it would be great to enhance
cooperation between Est and West.

The UN member states adopted the
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Develop-
ment, based on the Sustainable Devel-
opment Goals (SDG), at the UN Sum-
mit (September 25-27, 2015). Officially
the Agenda entered into force after the
expiry of the Millennium Development
Goals on 1st of January 2016, and will
remain valid until 2030 and applies
to all countries. The Agenda aims at
achieving a fair, rights-based, equitable
and inclusive world.

The forth SDG group (SDG-4) is de-
voted to education and aims to “Ensure
inclusive and equitable quality educa-
tion and promote life-long learning _
opportunities for all”. UNESCO was ap- -

implementation]. Since mid-2015, the
UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS)
has been working intensively on the
development of indicators for the SDG-
4. Experts from many countries, includ-
ing Russia, and international organiza-
tions actively participate in this work.
11 global and 43 thematic indicators
(which supplement and specify the
global ones) have been developed. UIS
has created a database of value of global
and thematic indicators, which can be
calculated today2.The Institute also
prepared and issued Digest on SDG-4
indicators3.

The system of the SDG-4 indica-
tors is being actively finalized and re-
fined now. The Technical Cooperation
Group (TCG) - an international group
of experts has been formed to do this,
TCG is a group of experts proposed by
28 countries, international organiza-
tions and civil society working togeth-
er to produce the next generation of
comparable education data required to
evaluate the progress and to monitor
SDG-4.

The second TCG meeting held in
Madrid on October 26-28 showed that
the system of indicators for the SDG-4
was still far from the final version. From
my point of view the main problems are
the following:

First, the difficulties of obtaining
initial data for calculation of the sub-
stantial part of indicators in many
countries. This primarily applies to the
indicators, based not on an administra-
tive statistical data, but on information
gathered through special surveys. Such

studying functional literacy of the pop-
ulation. Such surveys are conducted by
the OECD in developed countries on a
regular basis. But their implementation
is complicated by the lack of financial
resources and qualified personnel in
countries with a low level of economic
development.

Second, it is difficult to ensure the
comparability for a number of indica-
tors. For example, the indicator “Pro-
portion of teachers in pre-primary,
primary and secondary education who
have received at least the minimum or-
ganized teacher required for teaching
at the relevant level in a given country”
has a different meaning in countries
with different levels of economic de-
velopment, because the minimum re-
quirements varied significantly among
countries. While, it is enough to have
a high school diploma and to get short
course of specialized training in many
countries with a low level of economic
development, but some of developed
countries require a master’s degree for
teaching in school.

Third, some indicators are formulat-
ed in the broadest strokes and requires
significant work to specify them and
design data collection instruments. An
example for this group of indicators is
“Percentage of children under 5 years
experiencing positive and stimulating
home learning environments”.

Fourth, it is hard to interpret some of
the indicators uniquely. In particular, the
indicator “Percentage of students in pri-
mary education whose first or home lan-
guage is the language of instruction”. In

- In 2017, the system of protected ar-
eas in Russia will celebrate its centenary
and in connection with this anniversa-
1y, as provided for in the decrees of the
President of Russian Federation Vladimir
Putin, the country will carry out simul-
taneously The Year of Protected Areas
and The Year of Ecology. On the eve of
these events, in 2015-2016, the Ministry
of Natural Resources and Environment
of RF and the Russian Committee for
UNESCO Program “Man and the Bio-
sphere” (MAB) undertook a number of
joint activities aimed at strengthening
and further developing of the Network
of Biosphere Reserves (BR) in Russia.

On the initiative of the Ministry, All-
Russian conference “UNESCO Biosphere
Reserves in Russia: Current Status and
Prospects for Development” was held
in Sochi (December 8-9, 2015) for the
Ministry staff and representatives of the
state natural BRs, the number of which
in Russia has reached 41, as well as for
MAB National Committees of Belarus,
Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation.
A detailed resolution which contained
recommendations to the Ministry, the
Russian MAB Committee and to the
governmental agencies engaged in BR
management was adopted following the
discussion.

Taking into account the preparations
for the Fourth World Congress of the
BRs (Peru, Lima, March 14-17,2016), the
meeting in Sochi gave careful considera-
tion to the draft of The Lima Action Plan
for UNESCO’s Man and the Biosphere
(MAB) Programme and its of the World
Network of Biosphere Reserves for 2016-

Russian delegation at the Congress sup-
ports this important document, which
will guide all activities of the MAB Pro-
gramme in the coming decade. The com-
position of the Russian delegation (15
representatives from 41 BR) agreed upon
at the meeting in Sochi, was approved by
the Ministry of Natural Resources and
Environment of RF, and members of the
delegation were able to timely prepare
their applications for presentation in
Lima on various sections, and have them
registered by the Organizing Committee
of the Congress. Thus, we can assume that
the discussion in Sochi helped Russian
representatives to well prepare for the
Congress in Lima, to convey to the par-
ticipants the results of their many years of
work in accordance with the recommen-
dations of the BR Congresses in Minsk
(1983) Seville (1995), Madrid (2008).

Vestnik UNESCO: Please, tell us
about the main objectives and results
of the Congress in Lima, and about a
participation in this event of the repre-
sentative Russian delegation.

- The Fourth World Congress of the
BRs in Lima brought together more than
1,500 experts from 90 countries par-
ticipating in the World Network of Bio-
sphere Reserves. The main objective of
the Congress was the creation of a new
vision of development of the BRs within
MAB Programme for the next decade in
view of the implementation of previously
adopted documents, such as the Seville
Strategy, Statutory Framework of the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves
(1995), Madrid Action Plan (2008 -
2013) and the MAB Programme Strategy
for 2015-2025, approved by the 38th ses-

It was also attended by the staff of
the Ministry, the Russian MAB Commit-
tee, Commission of the Russian Federa-
tion for UNESCO, the Expert Council for
Protected Areas, heads and specialists of
15 BRs. The meeting addressed the MAB/
UNESCO Secretariat’s critical comments
on the BR zoning and governance in
Russia. At the same time, UNESCO’s re-
marks to the Russian BRs are mainly due
to the peculiarities of their zoning (often
they do not, as expected, have three ap-
proved and properly located zones - core,
buffer and transition), to the lack of me-
dium-term management plans and coor-
dination mechanisms for the whole BR’s
territory, not only in the “core” area, and
also to the weak cooperation with the lo-
cal population, whose representatives
should be included in BR management
bodies. After the presentations of the 15
BRs and the discussion that followed, it
was agreed that, in response to the MAB
/ UNESCO comments made by the Sec-
retariat, not only the 15 but all other
Russian BRs will prepare the required
information in the shortest possible time
and by the end of the 2016 year will send
it to the MAB / UNESCO Secretariat to
protect their high international status.

Vestnik UNESCO: What are the first
steps to be taken?

- Stressing the need to correct the de-
ficiencies, Ms. Meriem Bouamrane noted
that, in fact, Russian BRs good look, com-
pared with other countries, but the coun-
try’s capacity need to be more actively used
for further development of established BR
network and its participation in interna-
tional cooperation.

eign participants of the World Network of
Biosphere Reserves are not well informed
about the work and achievements of the
Russian BRs. The Ministry of Natural Re-
sources and Environment of RF, the Rus-
sian National Commission for UNESCO
and the Russian MAB Committee should
focus on the preparation of information
materials and their broader dissemination,
including in the CIS countries, as well as
on strengthening cooperation with UN-
ESCO in the coming years. In Russia to-
day there are more than 13,000 protected
areas of various categories, including 103
state nature reserves, 48 national parks
and 64 nature parks, which are created
and managed directly by the Russian Fed-
eration entities (among them, the only one
natural park “Volga-Akhtuba floodplain”
in Volgograd region was included into the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves).
On this basis we can confidently assume
that after the approval of the necessary le-
2al framework to ensure the effective func-
tioning of this unique category of protect-
ed areas proposed by UNESCO 40 years
ago, a major expansion of the network of
BRs in Russia to happen. This will help to
improve environmental protection and
sustainable development of different areas,
but this is a serious challenge which can be
successfully addressed only on condition
of close interaction between the Ministry
of Natural Resources and Environment of
RF, the Russian National Commission for
UNESCO, Russian MAB Committee and
more active involvement of local authori-
ties. Various activities to mark the 100th
anniversary of the protected areas system
in Russia should be aimed to achieve these
tasks.

2020 mark.OOth anniversary since
Hermann Staudinger, the German s&i—
entist, Nobel Prize Laureate, published
his work (H. Staudinger, BerDeutGhem.
Ges, 19204%.53, #6, pd073), presiming
for thefirst time that the ther prominent
substances such as caoutchouc, ‘starch,
cellulose, proteins consist of large molec-
ular chains, bound together by c’ovalént
bonds. He characterized this large mol-
ecule, composed of many subunits, as a
polymer. Therefore, the year 1920 rightly
marked the birth of polymer science.

After 1920, polymer science has de-
veloped rapidly, closely connected with
polymer industry (plastics, rubbers, fi-
bres, membranes, coatings and compos-
ites). After the discovery of the double
helix model of DNA in 1953 it was found
out that life phenomena at the molecular
level is determined by polymer molecules
(DNA, RNA, proteins, polysaccharides).
Today, a human béing is mainly sur-
rounded by polymeric materials in his
daily life and composed of polymers him-
self. Taking this into account, the century
after the year 1920 is sometimes referred
to as the “century of polymers”.

Russian scientists V.A. Kargin, N.S.

o the development of polymer science.

around the world. The initiative was
supported during the consultations
with the Social and Human Sciences
Sector of the UNESCO Secretariat and
the Chair has begun to elaborate the
first International master’s program on
social transformations in the world.

Bioethics Committee and highlight-
ed details of global ethical problems
resulting from some biomedical and
social challenges. Using HIV/AIDS
epidemics as an example Dr. Kubar
showed the efficiency of universal
ethical principles: nondiscrimination,
inadmissibility of stigmatization, pro-
tection of future generations, equal
access to social benefits and apprecia-
tion of different cultures.

Prof. Galina Mikirtichan in her
presentation “Twenty-Year Experi-
ence of Teaching Bioethics at SPbSP-
MU and Collaboration of the Chair
of Humanities and Bioethics with
UNESCO” summarized the work of
the Chair. Medical professionals who
stood at the origins of SPbSPMU tra-
ditionally gave much attention to
ethical problems (Z.O. Michnik, AN.
Antonov, M.S. Maslov et al.). Many
generations of Leningrad Pediatric
Medical Institute (LPMI — the name
of the University in 1935-1991) post-
graduates heard remarkable words
repeated by academician AF. Tur:
“A pediatrician must love children,
be patient with a child’s mother and
dedicated to his/her profession”. Prof.
G. Mikirtichan mentioned also ethi-
cal views of famous pediatricians from
LPMI (Profs. LM. Vorontsov, G.A. Bai-
rov, N.P. Shabalov).

In 1995, the Chair of Humanities
and Bioethics was established, and
in 1997 our University, one of the
first in the country, began to teach
the course of biomedical ethics as an
interdisciplinary science integrated
into the general syllabus.

Lectures cover all fundamen-
tal problems of bioethics; inform
students about its basic principles
and rules and tell them about vari-
ous moral challenges in the context
of modern medicine. To bring the
course material closer to clinical
practice, seminars give much atten-
tion to practical aspects of doctor —
patient relationship, particularly in
pediatrics.

Ten of 15 dissertations defended by
the Chair members and external can-
didates include chapters on problems
of biomedical ethics.

Within the framework of interna-
tional cooperation, the Chair actively
works with Interparliamentary As-
sembly of the CIS Member Nations
(IPA CIS), Ethics Committees Forum
of the CIS Member States, World
Health Organization, European Com-
mission, UNESCO, European Forum
for Good Clinical Practice and World
Medical Association. This activity re-
sulted in the development under the
supervision by O.I. Kubar of the IPA
CIS Model Law “On the Protection
of Human Rights and Dignity in Bio-
medical Research in the CIS” adopted
on November 18, 2005.

At the WBD Conference, fifth-year
students of SPbSPMU S. Lukjanov and

Prof. A.A. Maksimov,
Professor of the Department of His-
tology and Embryology an the Mili-
tary Medical Academy introduced the
term “stem cell” in 1909.

In their presentation, students ana-
lyzed legal and biomedical problems
associated with the use of cell tech-
nologies causing wide public discus-
sions. They also considered a new
Federal Law “On the Biomedical Cell
Products” (June 23, 2016) defining
such terms as “biomedical cell prod-
uct”, “implementation of biomedical
cell product”, “autologous (allogenic,
combined) biomedical cell product”,
“cell line”, “donor”, “donorship”.

In his presentation, K. Chudotvo-
rov, a third-year student of the Pav-
lov First Saint Petersburg State Medi-
cal University touched on a topical
issue “Sex and Gender: the Right for
Self-Realization in in the modern
Society” (scientific advisor — Prof.
T. Ketova). K. Chudotvorov analyzed
the difference between biological sex
as a morphofunctional characteristic
and gender as a social and cultural
construct.

In E. Karpova’s view, the fourth-

The presentations were followed by
lively discussion.

The posters were theme-based
and illustrated historical aspects of
medical ethics (bioethics) develop-
ment, principles of respect for human
rights and dignity and protection of
children’s rights.

Nowadays, it is difficult to believe
that classes that later became the fa-
mous Moscow Conservatory were lo-
cated in the ordinary house of the old
Moscow Sretinka Street in the apart-
ment of pianist and educator Nikolai
Rubinstein. The opening of the Con-
servatory was initiated by enthusiasts
of Moscow Branch of the Imperial Rus-
sian Music Society headed by the Con-
servatory’s co-founder and enlightened
music lover prince Nikolai Trubetskoy.

The Moscow Conservatory was sup-
ported by different famous foreign
musicians. In the early 60s of the 19th
century, Clara Schumann gave charita-
ble concerts in Moscow for the future
music school. Hector Berlioz who vis-
ited the Conservatory during the first
year after its opening was amazed by its

artistic skills and declared the birth of
the new phenomenon in the Eastern
Europe.

Since 1872, the Conservatory has
occupied the present building - the
estate of princess Ekaterina Dashkova,
the remarkable Russian enlightener of
Ekaterina’s time, the president of Acad-
emy of Science and Russian Academy.
It is known for its unique architecture.
Originally constructed by the great
Russian architect Vasiliy Bazhenov in
the classical style it was then rebuilt at
the turn of 19th and 20th centuries for
education and performances by its ac-
tive director V.LSafonov. The Conserv-
atory bears the name of the great com-

poser Petr Tchaikovsky. In 1954, his
monument finally completed the image
of one of the world’s centers of music
culture and performance mastery.

Music and architecture converged
in this ensemble that gave Russia and
the world many generations of distin-
guished composers, performers and pro-
fessors. Petr Tchaikovsky, invited from
Saint-Petersburg, was one ofits first pro-
fessors. At the turn of 19-20th century,
the Conservatory was known for the
music of S.ITaneev, S.V.Rahmaninov,
AN. Skryabin, N.KMetner, for piano
school. Sergei Rachmaninov’s teacher
AlZiloti, as well as Joseph and Rosina
Levin helped to develop piano perfor-
mance in the USA. The Moscow school
of violin art, vocal and choir perfor-
mance were in great progress.

Graduates from Austria,
Argentina, Bulgaria, Brazil, Vietnam,
Germany, Denmark, Egypt, Italy, China,
Korea, Cuba, Poland, Romania, the Phil-
ippines, France, Jamaica, Japan and other
countries became laureates of national

First of all, it is the scale of the festi-
val that features 70 000 children annu-
ally. The festival is on the run all year
round, there are no days off and it’s an
all-season series of events, all aimed
at supporting and promoting gifted
children and their teachers, foster-
ing further development of additional
education. We work daily. The board
of “Constellation” Festival regularly
organizes workshops in choreography,
plastique, elocution, singing, rhetoric,
and literary recitations for its partici-
pants.

Organizing Committee of the
Festival keeps abreast of all new trends,
respond to any request, inquiry, assist
and support each and every participant
and performance group.

They are given prizes, awarded special
titles and even assisted while address-
ing their housing problems. Over 16
years of its active work, 44 teachers
have been awarded the titles of “Hon-
ored Worker of Culture of the Repub-
lic of Tatarstan” and “Honored Worker
of Arts of the Republic of Tatarstan”.
Since 2006, there has been a special
incentive system: republic scholarships
are granted to the winners of the tal-
ented youth festival.

“Constellation-Yoldyzlyk” Festival
has its own media — “Talent” magazine
which is published in three languages:
Russian, Tatar and English. It is funded
by the annual grant allocated by the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Tatarstan. There is a website of “Con-
stellation-Yoldyzlyk” Festival: www.
yold.ru, that has been on for six years
effectively providing latest news and
updates on festival activities.

This youth resource helps to ex-
change news between the participants,
to hold on-line conferences, allows to
quickly respond to any organizational
challenge. Since 2009, the festival con-
certs have been broadcast live on the
Internet, and the number of registered
hits goes far beyond 75 000. “Constel-
lation-Yoldyzlyk” Festival works closely
with satellite TV channel TNV (“Novyi
Vek” (New Century) Broadcast Com-
pany, Kazan, Tatarstan). TV shows fea-
turing gifted children have high ratings.
They are watched in different parts of
the world. The audience of gala concert
broadcast on TNV TV channel exceeds

41 million viewers annually.

The conference is the
latest stage in the development of the
project “World Natural and Cultural
Heritage in Education”, which is car-
ried out by a team of specialists head-
ed by Professor of UNESCO Chair V.

The event brought together rep-
resentatives of government agen-
cies, authorities, experts and scholars
of numerous Russian regions (from
Petrozavodsk to Tomsk), and abroad
(Kazakhstan, Mexico, the Netherlands,
Poland).

dreds of picturesque islands and bays.
It is one of the most beautiful places
of the Russian North.

The collection of the museum in-
cludes architectural monuments,
unique Russian ancient painting and
household items representing tradi-
tional cultures of the peoples inhabit-
ing the territory of Karelia: Karelians,
Vepsians and Russians. The collec-
tion contains more than 80 wooden
architecture monuments: houses,
household structures, churches, and
chapels.

The gem of the collection is the
Kizhi Architectural Ensemble — the
Kizhi Pogost — a unique monument
of Russian wooden architecture, a
universally recognized masterpiece of
the world architecture, an evidence
of highly developed carpentry skills
of Russian people. It is the only ar-
chitectural ensemble with two multi-
domed wooden churches preserved in
Russia.

Since 2004, the Kizhi museum has
been carrying out extremely com-
plicated restoration works on the
Church of the Transfiguration. The
restoration works are under the close
supervision of UNESCO. Every year
ICOMOS missions visit the island to
monitor the progress of the restora-
tion. Domestic and foreign experts
have recognized the highest level of
professional skills of the museum’s
restorers. Invited mission experts
have recommended to disseminate
the experience of wooden architec-
ture conservation and restoration
accumulated in the museum as it can
be an invaluable tool in conserving

The unique experience of
the Church of the Transfiguration
restoration was the prerequisite for
establishment of the center.

In 2014, in accordance with ICO-
MOS experts recommendations and
with the assistance of the Ministry
of Culture of the Russian Federation
the Educational and Training Center
on wooden architecture conservation
was opened on the basis of the Kizhi
museum.

Long-term work of the Carpenter
center engaged in wooden architec-
ture restoration as well as in preser-
vation and revival of carpentry is the
practical basis for educational pro-
grams of the Educational and Training
Center.

Training includes theoretical and
practical lessons under the guidance
of experienced professionals of the
Kizhi museum on the basis of specially
equipped workshops of the Restora-
tion complex. Practical training is con-
ducted in the Restoration complex, on
the main exposition of the museum, at
the carpentry exhibition, and on mon-
uments of the “Kizhi Necklace”.

The Petrozavodsk State Univer-
sity is a partner of the Educational
and Training Center. Thanks to this
partnership they have developed and
proposed a program, the result of
which can be a PetrSU certificate of
advanced training on “Wooden ar-
chitecture conservation and restora-
tion” program.

[ICCROM
educational programs on the World
Heritage are very helpful for cultural
heritage experts as ICCROM provides
the most recent information on WHS
management, conservation and resto-
ration requirements.

In 2015, at the 39th session of the
World Heritage Committee (Bonn,
Germany) the Kizhi Open Air Muse-
um and ICCROM signed a Memoran-
dum of Understanding in the field of
wooden architecture conservation and
restoration.

In March 2016, Stefano De Caro,
ICCROM General Director, and Jo-
seph King, ICCROM Sites Unit Direc-
tor, visited the Kizhi museum. Special-
ists of the museum, representatives of
the Ministry of Culture and the Min-
istry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian
Federation, domestic and foreign ex-
perts participated in the meeting. The
purpose of the meeting was organiza-
tion of the ICCROM training course
on the basis of the museum. The pro-
gram of the course and organizational
issues were discussed.

The course on wooden architec-
ture conservation, which will be
held in the Kizhi Open Air Museum,
is the first [ICCROM course in Rus-
sia. Preparation of the International
course is supported by the Ministry
of Culture and the Ministry of For-
eign Affairs of the Russian Federa-
tion.

Russian Foreign
Ministry spokesperson Maria Zakah-
rova, who took part in the discussion,
focused on misuse of the child theme.
“I believe that this subject calls for spe-
cial attention from the professional
community — the exploitation of child
image, children’s fates and stories in
journalistic investigations, during jour-
nalistic or information campaigns.”
The opening session of the second
day, “New media: Guaranteeing free-
dom of information,” dealt with the
possibility of censorship in the age of
total information access. The partici-
pants included Minister of Commu-
nications and Mass Media Nikolai Ni-
kiforov, President and CEO of Athens
News Agency Macedonian Press Agen-

Most speakers
agreed that censorship is necessary
in cases where words become instru-
ments of crime, where information is
used to fuel ethnic, religious or social
hatred, promote neo-Nazism and pedo-
philia. At the same time, they noted
that restricting freedom of speech can
be extremely dangerous, so govern-
ments need to outline a framework in
advance specifying when censorship
can be applied, otherwise it becomes a
ruthless means of suppressing freedom
of opinion.

The session closed with a speech by
President Vladimir Putin, in which
he said that information should be
objective in every respect and not
subjected to any repressive actions
or adjustments. This idea summed up
the session.

The discussion panel for the last ses-
sion, “End of the monopoly: The open
information age”, included Direc-
tor of Asia-Europe Bureau at Xinhua
News Agency Weiguo Fan, Executive
Commentator at NHK Ichiyo Ishi-
kawa, German author and journalist at
ARD/NDR Hubert Seipel, Founding
Editor of Russia in Global Affairs Fyo-
dor Lukyanov, and others. Appearing
live via video, the founder and editor-
in-chief of WikiLeaks, Julian Assange,
set the tone of the discussion. He raised

During the media forum, participants
identified and discussed the processes
taking place in modern media around
the world, and sought to identify com-
mon trends and differences. Media ex-
perts tried to find answers to questions
that are common not only for Russian
journalism. What are the professional
standards for the post-mainstream age
of media? How do new media emerge?
What factors and technologies shape a
reporter’s work? Where does the free-
dom of information begin and end?
How do online media and digital pro-
jects fit into the new media reality? Par-
ticipants also took some practical steps
to enhance international cooperation:
the Sputnik news agency and radio
signed several agreements on the side-
lines of the forum with leading Middle
East media companies — Lebanon’s Al
Mayadeen TV news channel and the
Syrian news agency SANA.

ment Artem Ermolayev, South Af-
rica’s Minister of Communications
Faith Muthambi.

“Here, in Ugra, we have been
working on the issues on the confer-
ence agenda for several years, — said
Ugra Governor Natalia Komarova
in her speech. The task of Open Gov-
ernment is to place the population
on the agenda, to see people’s needs
and respond to them. It requires in-
teractive services, crowd sourcing
and dialogue platforms, developing
open data systems, media and infor-
mation literacy training, strength-
ening the role of public and expert
councils. All these help the citizens
to formulate their needs, questions
and tasks for the authorities more
clearly. We consider these com-
plementary elements as a complex,
living Open region ecosystem. We
are working on a new chapter to
the Ugra Development Strategy for
the period until 2030, dedicated to
the development of civil society in
Ugra. Fostering media and informa-
tion literacy will become a part of
this strategy.”

In order to implement the Strat-
egy an “Open Region” Centre was
created in Ugra at the end of 2015

practices required to access, ana-
lyze, evaluate, use, produce, and
communicate information and
knowledge in creative, legal, and
ethical ways that respect human
rights.”

7. The conference also proceed-
ed from the understanding of
open government as a mechanism
for the following:

+ enhancing the transparen-
cy and accountability of state
governance and citizens’ satis-
faction with its quality;

* increasing opportunities for
citizens’ direct participation
in government planning and
decision-making;

+ creating qualitative change
in the level of openness among
public authorities; and

+ effective and efficient moni-
toring of public authorities by
civil society.

8. The conference participants
came to the following conclu-
sions:

a) MIL is an essential prereq-
uisite to the establishment and
sustainability of an open govern-
ment;

b) MIL facilitates the achieve-
ment of the following United Na-
tions Sustainable Development
Goals: 16.5, the substantial reduc-

e) as a new element of democ-
racy and a new phase of e-gov-
ernment, open government must
be regarded in a broader context
than a set of digital open data
and governmental e-services,
while lessons and experiences in
e-government and e-citizenship
should provide useful sources of
insights and understanding of
MIL in open government prac-
tice; and

f) MIL experts, scholars, re-
searchers, and  practitioners
should be directly involved in
the elaboration of open govern-
ment practice.

It is a unique collection of art cre-
ated in the course of the 16th, 17th
and 18th centuries by 17 artists of the
Mughal and Deccan schools of India
(now very scarcely existed), and the Is-
fahan school of Iran.

they have preserved unchanged the
way of life of their ancestors, who lived
here hundreds of years ago, and still
these peoples are engaged in reindeer
herding, fishing, fur farming,.

Children are the dearest in the
families of tundra inhabitants. A child
born in tundra is a nomad by birth and
nature. Since young vyears, the child
understands that life is a continuous
movement and self-improvement in
trade.

As soon as they have learned to
walk, children begin to help their
parents. They learn how to throw
“tynzyan”-lasso for reindeer catch-
ing, to make nets, to whittle details
of sledges, to make traditional food.
Ordinary toys of tundra kids are also
connected with everyday routine, the
work of their parents, with their faith
in the high heavenly spirits - patrons
of the North.

Of course, life goes on, and the chil-
dren of the tundra can be seen playing
with nesting dolls like matryoshkas,
Lego, or a soccer ball. Kids of tundra
easily adapt these games and toys to
their immediate everyday life.

Each year the Nenets school chil-
dren are taken away from their homes
to boarding schools (like hostel
schools in Canada) for nine months.
And every time, many of the kids
dream to return home soon. Clear
eyes of the Yamal kids, living in tun-
dra, show in an unbiased way that the
Yamal indigenous peoples, having
such children, are not going to get
lost among other peoples inhabiting
the Yamal peninsula.

UNESCO MILESTONES

November 16, 1945: representatives of 37 countries
meet in London to sign UNESCO’s Constitution
which comes into force on November 4, 1946 after
ratification by 20 signatories.

1948: UNESCO recommends that Member States
make free primary education compulsory and
universal.

1952: An intergovernmental conference convened
by UNESCO adopts the Universal Copyright
Convention. In the decades following World War
II, the Convention served to extend copyright
protection to numerous states not then party to the
Bern Convention for the Protection of Literary and
Artistic Works (1886).

1956: The Republic of South Africa withdraws from
UNESCO claiming that some of the Organization’s
publications amount to “interference” in the
country’s “racial problems”. The state rejoins the
Organization in 1994 under the leadership of Nelson
Mandela.

1958: Inauguration of UNESCO’s permanent
Headquarters in Paris designed by Marcel Breuer
(US), Pier-Luigi Nervi (Italy) and Bernard Zehrfuss
(France).

1960: Launching of the Nubia Campaign in Egypt
to move the Great Temple of Abu Simbel to keep it
from being swamped by the Nile after construction
of the Aswan Dam. During the 20 year campaign,
22 monuments and architectural complexes are
relocated. This is the first and largest in a series
of campaigns including Moenjodaro (Pakistan),
Fez (Morocco), Kathmandu (Nepal), Borobudur
(Indonesia) and the Acropolis (Greece).

1968: UNESCO  organizes the first
intergovernmental conference aimed at reconciling
the environment and development, now knows as
“sustainable development”. This led to the creation
of UNESCO’s Man and the Biosphere Program.

1972: The Convention concerning the Protection of
the World Cultural and Natural Heritage is adopted.
The World Heritage Committee is established in 1976
and the first sites are inscribed on the World Heritage
List in 1978.

1974: HH. Pope Paul VI awards the John XXIII
Peace Prize to UNESCO.

1975: The United Nations University is established
in Tokyo under the auspices of the UN and UNESCO.

1978: UNESCO adopts the Declaration on Race
and Racial Prejudice. Subsequent reports on the
issue by the Director-General serve to discredit
and dismiss the pseudo scientific foundations of
racism.

1980: The first two volumes of UNESCQO’s General
History of Africa are published. Similar series focus
on other regions, notably Central Asia and the
Caribbean.

1984: The United States withdraws from the
Organization citing disagreement over management
and other issues. The United Kingdom and Singapore
withdraw in 1985. The Organization’s budget drops
considerably.

1990: The World Conference on Education
for All, in Jomtien, Thailand, launches a global
movement to provide basic education for all
children, youths and adults. Held ten years later
in Dakar, Senegal, the World Education Forum
commits governments to achieving basic education
for all by 2015.

1992: Creation of the Memory of the World
program to protect irreplaceable library treasures
and archive collections. It now includes sound, film
and television archives.

1997: The United Kingdom returns to UNESCO.

1998: The Universal Declaration on the Human
Genome and Human Rights, developed and adopted
by UNESCO in 1997, is endorsed by the UN.

1999: Director-General Koichiro Matsuura
undertakes major reforms to restructure an
decentralize the Organization’s staff and activities.

2001: UNESCO Universal Declaration on Cultural
Diversity is adopted by the General Conference.

2002: The United States announces its decision to
return to UNESCO.

20009: Irina Bokova is elected UNESCO Director-
General.
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
