urasian humanitarian cooperation was the main subject at the meeting of Sergei Lavrov, Foreign Affairs Minister of the
ERussian Federation, Chairman of the RF UNESCO Commission, with heads of several of Russia’s regions that took place
on March 13 at the Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

Among the issues discussed was participation of RF entities in the integration processes across the Eurasian space
to do in particular with setting up the International Center for Eurasian Research in Moscow, the International Center
for Eurasian Peoples Epos in Yakutsk, the Center for Eurasian Archeological Heritage in Khakassia, cooperation of
the Russian Federation and the International Organization of Turkic Culture (TURKSOY), work of the Eurasian
Humanitarian Forum and the International Coordination Council “Our Common Home - Altai”.

Taking part were heads of five entities of the Russian Federation: A.V. Berdnikov, of the Republic of Altai,
R.Z. Khamitov, of the Republic of Bashkortostan, E.A. Borisov, of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia),
R.N. Minnikhanov, of the Republic of Tatarstan, V.M. Zimin, of the Republic of Khakassia, and also RF Presidential Advisor
V.I. Tolstoi, Deputy of the State Duma Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation LI. Belekov, Deputy Foreign Affairs

Minister of the Russian Federation G.M. Gatilov, Secretary General of the Commission of the Russian Federation for

UNESCO G.E. Ordzhonikidze, and State Counsellor of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) A.S. Borisov.

Sergei Lavrov made an opening address greeting the assembly.

Dear colleagues, friends,

I am happy to welcome you at our meeting dedicated
to Eurasian humanitarian cooperation. I would like to
express my gratitude to you for having found time to
come and discuss this important issue.

My especial thanks go to Egor Afanasyevich Borisov
for suggesting that we meet like this and examine
possibilities of involving the potential of the Federation
entities in integration processes on the Eurasian
continent.

The situation in the world is far from serene, and
humanitarian cooperation is a major area of effort
application to improve international relations, and
prevent fissures from forming along intercivilization and
interconfession lines.

Over the last few years, Russia’s regions have been taking
a keen interest in developing this kind of cooperation
across Eurasia.

As far as I know, all Federation entities whose heads
have assembled here today carry out regional and
interregional projects, and hold conferences, festivals,
educational, archeological, and other events that promote

uniform humanitarian environment in Eurasia. Many

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of these initiatives are translated into practice under
the aegis of the UNESCO Commission of the Russian
Federation, or with UNESCO participation, and are
fully in accordance with the program priorities of the
Organization.

Undeniably, furthering similar horizontal ties between
people will help deepen Eurasian integration as a whole.
This is an effective instrument of the so-called public
diplomacy that is to back the official kind.

It is perfectly obvious that the peoples and ethnic
groups populating the Eurasian continent form a
geographical, historical, and cultural community.
And in this sense, the regional initiatives that we
have assembled here to discuss could become a
sound basis, first, for forming a single cultural and
humanitarian environment in this country, and second,
for efficiently extending such projects to other regions
and Eurasian states.

The important thing here is to get the efforts in this area
properly coordinated.

Let us discuss ways of pooling efforts to rise to a
qualitatively new level of humanitarian cooperation in
Eurasia.

between Eusarian regions, he cited examples of
translating this opportunity into practice in Yakutia,
namely, interaction within the framework of the
Northern

Uniform Cultural Space of Eurasia, which attracted

international conference Forum and
representatives of regions in Russia, Kazakhstan,
Turkey, Japan, and other countries.

The Head of Yakutia called on the meeting participants
to endorse the setting up in Yakutsk of an International
Center for Eurasian Peoples Epos that would serve a
basis for events promoting the epic heritage of Eurasian
peoples. E.A. Borisov believes that this kind of center can
eventually claim the status of Class 2 institution under the

UNESCO aegis.

R.N. Minnikhanov, in this speech at
the meeting, thanked the Foreign Ministry
of Russia for consideration of the region’s
external relations, in particular, for
supporting measures Tatarstan undertakes
under the Govrenmental Commission for
Compatriots’ Affairs Abroad, assistance in

preparing and promoting the nomination

of the cultural and historical site Uspensky
(Assumption) Cathedral of the Sviyazhsk
Island-City as an item in the World
Heritage List, and help under the Russia-
Islamic World Strategic Vision Group.

Eurasian integration, he stressed,

is of especial importance to Tatarstan

where the experience of peaceful coexistence between
members of various ethnic and religious groups has been
accumulated for centuries.

The Head of Tatarstan remarked on the tremendous
work done to develop cultural and humanitarian
relations across the Eurasia within the framework
of the TURKSOY Turkic Culture
Organization.

Accordingtothespeaker, TURKSOY isnotapolitical

organization, and full-scale involvement of Russia

International

in its activity will help step up international cultural

relations in Eurasia, considering the national

interests of Russia, strengthen the ties of friendship

and cooperation with the countries and regions
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Sergei Lavrov remarked that a center like that
merited all possible support, including from UNESCO,
especially given the fact that an international process
had already been launched in this area: the Yakut
heroic poem Olonkho had already been translated into
several languages.

E.A. Borisov also initiated establishing in Moscow,
under the aegis of the RF UNESCO Commission,
a Eurasian Heritage Center as an interregional
coordinator and a site for launching regional projects,
such as conferences, shows, concerts, performances,
and in the future possibly also a consultative body
for issues of cultural cooperation under the Eurasian

Economic Commission (EEC).

with Turkic communities, and consolidate Russia’s
influence in the Turkic world.

R.N. Minnikhanov suggested organizing a center for
studying material and nonmaterial cultural heritage of
Russia’s Turkic peoples, holding the First International
Scientific Conference on Traditional Culture of Turkic
Peoples, and subsequently organizing similar events
in other regions of the country, as well as issuing a
specialized edition devoted to Turkic peoples and their
life in the multiethnic family of the Russian Federation.

In the course of debates on this matter Sergei Lavrov
gave top marks to the work done in Tatarstan and
Bashkortostan to unite the cultures of Turkic-speaking
and Slav peoples, and promote the dialog between Islam
and Orthodox Christianity.

R.Z. Khamitov, pointing out that Bashkortostan
maintained constructive interaction with the Russian
Foreign Ministry, and the RF UNESCO Commission,
shared his plans of furthering the infrastructure of Eurasian
humanitarian cooperation in the republic.

In 2016, he said, Bashkortostan held a conference
named The Crossroads of Cultures: Intercultural Dialogue
and Cooperation in Eurasia within the framework of “The
Heart of Eurasia” International Arts Festival that concluded
with adopting a declaration, and starting the work of the
Eurasian Humanitarian Forum.

To follow up the work already done, it is planned to hold
in Ufa on 10-12 July the Second Humanist Forum and a
theoretical and practical conference on issues of professional
training. The Republic of Bashkortostan UNESCO Committee

A.V. Berdnikov described the
successful practice of the Republic of
Altai’s cooperation in Eurasia, including
with the countries of Greater Altai,
Kazakhstan, China,
The Altai International Coordinating

and Mongolia.

Council “Our Common Home - Altai”
set up in 2002 united the border areas
of these countries. Today, pointed out
the Republic’s Head, we are witnessing
their active interaction in the area
of tourism and the environment,
including joint work on conservation
and popularization of preserved territories of Greater Altai
some of which have been included in the World Network

of Biosphere Reserves and take part in the UNESCO Man

V.M. Zimin thanked the RF UNESCO Commission for
supporting the republican initiatives. Having said that the
Republic of Khakassia was an active site for cooperation
in Eurasia, he suggested using to this end the Culture and
History Center built for this purpose with the assistance
of the President of the Russian Federation, the largest of
its kind beyond the Urals. Specifying his proposal, the
Head of Khakassia put forward the initiative of setting
up a Eurasian Heritage Center on the basis of the said
institution and involving UNESCO in the task.
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served a basis for setting up the Forum organizational and
technical directorate, and forming its Trustee Council.

Within the next few years, Bashkortostan intends
to hold events dedicated to the 100th anniversary of
the Republic’s incorporation in the Russian Federation
(in 2019), the World Folklore Festival that is supposed to
attract 65-70 countries (in 2020), the World Philosophic
Congress of Philosophy (in 2021).

Sergei Lavrov, having spoken in favor of these plans,
observed that the right of Ufa to be the headquarters and
permanent host city of the Eurasian Humanitarian Forum
does not rule out the possibility of holding the latter in
other regions. He also proposed, to avoid duplication,
tasking the Islamic Cultural Center in Moscow with

coordinating events in the regions.

IITE provides technical assistance to UNESCO member states in the development and implementation of policy for
ICT in education, research and promotion of innovative ICT-enhanced pedagogy, teacher professional development
and networking, promotion of the concept of digital pedagogy, open educational resources (OER) and new generation
training materials. Thus, the Institute contributes to the goal of ensuring inclusive and quality education and promoting
lifelong learning for all — one of the 17 Sustainable Development Goals proclaimed by the United Nations for the
period until 2030.

The relevance of IITE is all the more evident nowadays as the role of ICT is universally recognized as the key
to the achievement of this global goal and implementation of UNESCO's Framework for Action “Education 2030”.
The Declaration of the International Conference “ICT and Post-2015 Education”, held in Qingdao, China, states:
“To achieve the goal of Inclusive and Equitable Quality Education and Lifelong Learning by 2030, ICT must be harnessed
to strengthen education systems, knowledge dissemination, information access, quality and effective learning, and more
efficient service provision.”

In response to this urgent need, the IITE transforms its activities, working on new meaningful projects and
reaffirming its status as a leading UNESCO center for ICT in education, accumulating expertise and disseminating
information in this field. These transformations have been accelerated with the appointment in February 2017 a new
Director of IITE Tao Zhan.

Holding a Doctorate Degree in Science (in number theory), Tao Zhan has an extensive experience in mathematical
research, education administration and ICT in education. He began his career at Shandong University, then became a
research fellow at Albert Ludwigs University in Freiburg, Germany, and later was promoted to President of Shandong
and Jilin Universities in China. Prior to joining UNESCO, he worked as Director-General of the Educational
Management Information Center under the Ministry of Education in China (2011 - 2016). He was also Co-chair
of the Office of ICT in Education in the Ministry. He participated actively in a number of UNESCO programs. Tao
Zhan served as member of the Governing Board of UNESCO Mahatma Gandhi Institute for Education of Peace and
Sustainable Development (MGIEP) in India and was member of the extended Education for All Steering Committee
which was responsible for drafting of the Incheon Declaration at the World Education Forum 2015 and Framework
for Action “Education 2030”.

The vision of the new director, supported by the IITE team and concerned Russian agencies and UNESCO leadership,
is to make II'TE one of the best research centers of UNESCO. IITE continues working on current successful projects
and, at the same time, initiates new ones in areas such as digital pedagogy and teaching materials, teacher professional
development and networking, as well as education for health and well-being.

Considering adequate revision of pedagogical approaches to be a prerequisite for the efficiency of ICT use
in education, IITE conducts research of the main concepts of the digital pedagogy: e-didactics and pedagogical
engineering. IITE activities in e-pedagogy cover novel approaches to the design of learning objectives, content and
assessment.

Since 2010, IITE has been implementing the project Open Educational Resources in Non-English-Speaking
Countries, which includes conducting research and disseminating best practices and methodologies for promoting OER
and open licenses, and strengthening the capacity for their production and use. The Institute organizes and co-organizes
a series of international expert meetings devoted to research of the trends and desired future for higher education with
respect to the use of open content and recognition of OER and mass online courses.

Paying special attention to the development of media and information literacy, the Institute participates in the
preparation of a new version of the UNESCO ICT Competency Framework for Teachers. This fundamental work is
designed to assist countries in developing strategy and policies to improve the ICT competency of teachers, which in
turn, is a significant part of the general plan for enhancing ICT in education. In the new version of the document, a
separate section is devoted to the professional development of teachers and the policy formation in the field of media

and information literacy.

For a long time IITE has been successfully implementing a number of other projects aimed at teacher professional
development, including projects for the use of ICT in education for persons with disabilities, vocational and technical
education and training, preschool and primary education, and the Learning for the Future project. Work on each of
the projects includes research, analytical studies, training, policy development, promotion of dialogue and clearing
house activities.

Currently, a new IITE project International Pedagogical Digital Clinic is being prepared. It is a platform where
educators can get real help in solving the problems of mastering digital pedagogical technologies based on the results
from a survey analyzing the possibilities and actual needs of educational institutions, students, their parents and teachers.

Since 2015, a special area of UNESCO IITE activities is UNESCO’s program on education for health and well-being,
aimed at supporting the countries of Eastern Europe and Central Asia to provide quality education in a safe and inclusive
learning environment for developing healthy life skills among students. Activities under this program are designed
to promote science-based educational policies, develop methodological guidelines, conduct research and disseminate
knowledge, promote innovative ICT solutions for education in health and well-being, raise awareness among young
people, parents and teachers, and train teachers.

As integral part of the UNESCO Education Sector, IITE cooperates with other UNESCO sectors, UNESCO networks,
public authorities, academic and private sectors. This cooperation creates a synergy helping IITE to achieve its goals
and implement its programs. Possessing a unique potential, “UNESCO IITE is always ready to support you and work
together with you to make your new ideas and our shared dream come true”, emphasizes Tao Zhan, the new director of
the Institute.

The willingness to support IITE and its plans for revitalization was confirmed during the March meeting of the
Minister of Education and Science of the Russian Federation Ms. Olga Vasilyeva with the Assistant Director-General
of UNESCO Qian Tang who visited Moscow after the appointment of a new head of IITE. “One of the most important
parts of our cooperation is the UNESCO Institute for Information Technologies in Education. We are willing to provide
our support for its strategic development,” said the Minister.

Mr. Qian Tang highlighted that UNESCO is ready to join efforts to revitalize the work of the Institute.“We are aimed

at further development of cooperation with the Russian Federation, it is one of our key partners,” he said.

St. Petersburg would remain in the country for the rest of her life, that thanks to her ministrations thousands of Brazilian teachers,
doctors, and psychologists would master modern professional expertise in the area of correctional pedagogy and psychology,
while the biomedical model of treating the mentally handicapped and retarded would be replaced by a humanistic paradigm
of educating development and support of people with exceptional abilities. A seemingly slight change in terminology in fact
signified a veritable revolution in the ideas and attitude of Brazilian society to the “special” The grateful Brazilians responded by
putting up a monument to Helena Antipoff (1892-1974), the only one of its kind in that country and indeed in the whole of Latin
America, to commemorate the lady scholar; they also set up a memorial museum, gave her name to a university department and
are diligently studying her scientific legacy.

In the first half of the 20th century, when many Latin American countries took to reforming their educational structures
and furthering their research potential, the experience of Russian emigrants forced to leave their country after the Civil
War of 1917-1922 was very much in demand. Educated specialists had considerable opportunities opening up before them
to move up the professional
and career ladder. “Vigorous,
knowledgeable intellectuals -
Brazil is the very place for them,”

Helena  Antipoff  observed
already in one of her first letters
upon her arrival in that country

development. Under conditions of various political regimes in Brazil she managed to convince the authorities and the public,
the church and charity organizations, officials, colleagues and parents, on her personal example, that all members of society
could and should have educational opportunities to grow and progress, and that also applied, possibly more than to anyone
else, to the “retarded”

Being a follower to the ideas of the great Swiss humanist Johann Heinrich Pestalozzi (1746-1827) of developing education
and support of socially unprotected population strata, first and foremost children, Ms. Antipoff not only offered her personal
psychological and pedagogic project to society, but also managed to translate it into practice. Already in 1940, she had an integrative
educational center named Fazenda de Rosario set up in the small town of Ibirite (not far from Bello Horizonte). There, on a perfectly
rational scientific basis, the Russian social utopia became a fact, the dream of a better, and most importantly, just society organization
when all of its members have equal opportunities for their development and well-being. Fazenda de Rosario was and still is a giant
secular educational community whose space is open to all sorts of the atypical humans.

In the fifty years of working in Brazil, Helena Antipoff founded lots of educational institutions of various levels, from
psychology departments in universities of the states of Minas Gerais and Rio de Janeiro, to the network of village schools
for children with special needs. Prominent Brazilian journalist and writer Otto Lara Resende (1922-1992) left an expressive
description of Ms. Antipoff, “Dona Helena is lean and ascetic, not unlike a wheat spike. A weak woman and a strong Slav, a
breaker of all stereotypes, a myopic intellectual with amazing foresight, this Brazilian (ever head-achy!) ... from St. Petersburg
and a constructor of children’s souls...”

For several decades now the educational Foundation Helena Antipoff, FNA, the Center for the History of Psychology and
Documentation named after her, attached to the Federal University of Minas Gerais, have been successfully functioning in Brazil.
Five volumes of her research works and public initiative materials have come out in Portuguese.’ The selfless activity of the Russian
psychologist to integrate the exceptional and the nonstandard was highly commended by the state of Brazil; Ms. Antipoff was titled
Honorary Citizen of one of the country’s largest states, Minas Gerais, was awarded the Order of the Southern Cross, and a medal For
Merit in Education (handed personally by the President of Brazil.)

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The biography of Helena Antipoff, her research, science organizing, and public work in Switzerland and Brazil did and do
attract considerable attention on the part of historians of science in various countries. The international scientific colloquium
that convened in June 2012 at the Alexander Solzhenitsyn House of Russia Abroad in Moscow told the Russians for the first time
about the outstanding personality and tremendous contribution of Helena Antipoft to the global psychological, pedagogic, and
educational environment.

Helena Antipoft was born in the town of Grodno, Minsk Province, on March 25/April 7, 1892, where her father’s regiment was
quartered at the time. Vladimir V. Antipoft (1862-1927), then an officer of the Perm 101st Infantry Regiment of the Vilno Military
District, came from Lifland, one of the western provinces of the Russian Empire, and his ancestors were Russian second guild
merchants. According to the archival materials recently discovered by Riga historian S.N. Kovalchuk, the first known member of the
Antipoff family paid taxes in Riga way back in 1791. Throughout the 19th century, the Antipofts traded there and took an active part
in the charity work of the Riga Russians.®

In 1907, General Staff Colonel Vladimir Antipoft was appointed head of the Infantry Cadet School in St. Petersburg (since
1910, the Vladimir Military School), and saw the outbreak of the First World War in that office. Nearly at once he was sent to the
front, and in April 1917 was appointed commander of the 19th Army Corps and promoted to the rank of Lieutenant General.
Helena’s mother, Sofia Konstantinovna, nee Stoyanova, also came of a serviceman’s family, and judging by the surviving letters,
was a resolute lady of iron will. The entire family circle of the Antipoffs consisted of people whose professional success was
achieved thanks to their personal merits and tireless work. They valued purposefulness and tenacity in attaining objectives, and
loyalty to one’s country and oath.

At the St. Petersburg private gymnasium for girls run by L.S. Tagantseva Nellie Antipoft (Helena’s pet name) was introduced
to another Russia, no less devoted to the country, but one that was thinking and acting differently. Tagantseva’s gymnasium
was reputed to be the best and most expensive grammar school in the city in the early 20th century. There, at 27, Mokhovaya
Street, only the top-notch teachers were employed having been personally selected by the head mistress, Lyubov Stepanovna
Tagantseva, a sister of the prominent jurist, senator N.S. Tagantsev. As memoir writers testified, the atmosphere in the school
was that of discipline and scholarly criticism. Senior students were given academic lectures, while the teachers shook hands with
them. “We felt as though we were university undergraduates,” wrote L.E. Yelenevskaya. “The illusion was all the more
realistic because we took up new subjects, such as psychology, jurisprudence basics, Latin, and calculus”” Besides, the
students were au fait with all the literary, theatrical, exhibition, and musical events in St. Petersburg. It was hardly an accident
that many of them realized themselves in art and science, while the protagonist of Alexander Solzhenitsyn’s The Red Wheel,
Natasha Anichkova, was a student of L.S. Tagantseva.

But even in Tagantseva’s elitist grammar school the form were Helena was a student stood out as extraintellectual. Suffice it to say
that among her closest friends were Yelizaveta Pilenko (1891-1945), a would-be renowned poet and public figure, participant in the
French Resistance Movement during the Second World War, and Mother Maria canonized by the Constantinople Patriarchy. The
daughters of high-ranking officers, successful doctors and lawyers who had grown up in an atmosphere of prosperity, the Tagantseva
students were embarrassed to be so well-off, sought social justice, and in the fall of 1908 even organized a circle to study Marxism and
“went to the people;” giving lessons to the workers of the Putilov and Franco-Russian plants to teach them arithmetic, geography, the
Russian and German languages. Decades later, in 1990, the Leningrad Panorama magazine published a photograph of the youthful
Ms. Antipoff with a solemn caption in the spirit of the time, “Nellie Antipoff, a member of the underground cell of students at the
St. Petersburg Bolshevik Party Committee™

To be sure, the Tagantseva school circle was quite a long way off an “underground cell” Yet it instantly went under police
surveillance. Soon the politically suspect behavior of his daughter earned Colonel Antipoft a reprimand, and the Police Department
kept a surveillance dossier on her. Yu. Eiger in her reminiscences confirmed that the police had ample grounds to be spurred into
action, “The acknowledged and indisputable beauty of our form, Nellie Antipoff, was the daughter of a general,” head of the Vladimir
Cadet School. Her obviously monarchist milieu did not prevent her from feeling for the revolutionary movement and occasionally
actively helping us. The Antipofls’ apartment was directly below that of the military school inspector, Colonel <K.E> Neslukhovsky,
whose entire family took part in revolutionary movement. Once, both friends, Liza Thal and Nellie Antipoff, were reading up for
exams in the general’s apartment, when the orderly came in and informed them confidentially that the Neslukhovsky apartment
upstairs was being searched, and that both the young ladies there had been taken to prison. Liza and Nellie instantly snatched their

school bags to appear like a couple of innocent schoolgirls on their way to school and went out of the house cordoned oft by the
police to go and warn the other organization members of the arrests. That was in April 1910° Let us observe that back in the fall of
1906 the said apartment of K.E. Neslukhovsky served a venue for several clandestine meetings conducted by the Bolshevik leader,
Vladimir Lenin, and repeatedly hosted conferences of the Bolshevik party Central Committee members.

The events described here occurred in the year of school-leaving. Nellie Antipoft was going to enter the Womens Medical
Institute in St. Petersburg, but the police demarche prompted her mother to whisk her daughter away abroad, to keep her as far
as possible from her oppositionist-minded friends, which unwillingly predetermined the young girl's professional future. From
October 1911, Ms. Antipoft was an undergraduate at the Paris Sorbonne. There, she met the greatest personalities of European
psychology and philosophy, philosopher, writer, and public figure Henri Bergson (1859-1941), psychologist and neurologist Pierre
Janet (1859-1947), Theodore Simon (1873-1961), and Alfred Binet (1857-1911), the fathers of the internationally known scale of
intellect measurements called the Binet-Simon scale; and finally, Edouard Claparede (1873-1940), the leading expert in applied and
pedagogical psychology and founder of the Jean-Jacques Rousseau Institute in Geneva. It was her acquaintance with Claparéde and
his protection that played a crucial role in the life of Helena Antipoft. Since 1912, she had been studying at the Institute of Educational
Sciences headed by Claparéde in Geneva.

Back in Russia in 1917, to tend her father seriously wounded at the fronts of the First World War, Ms. Antipoft found herself in
the forefront of experimental psychology in the wake of the 1917 Bolshevik Revolution, and took a most active part in pedological
examination of children (orphans, homeless, and socially deprived children) at quarantine and distribution posts of Vyatka and
Petrograd looking at the physical and intellectual development of the kids who had been through the horrors of social upheavals,
and rendered them psychological and social first aid.

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The Central Quarantine and Distribution Post of the People’s Education Commissariat in Petrograd was originally housed in
the Yevropeiskaya Hotel, and then on the premises of the former Emperor Alexander I Lyceum on Kamenny Island. In 1921, the
Post was visited by the famous British sci-fi writer and public figure H.G. Wells (1866-1946) who was particularly impressed by the
staff, people politically suspect or openly hostile to the new regime, yet willing to serve Russia. Admiring their selfless work that
combined excellent education, devotion to the chosen cause, and humaneness toward their fellow humans, the writer noted that
they were working with a pure heart and clear conscience.’! The creative vigor of the “have-beens” was also conducive to one of
the teachers, Alexander Bryantsev (1883-1961), setting up a drama circle precisely at that distribution post, which eventually grew
into the famous Young Spectator’s Theater. Being a psychologist examiner at the post, Helena Antipoff likewise served actively and
creatively the children and science, and the scheme and methodology of the work, her field observation, she summed up in a report
at the Petrograd Conference of Children’s Home Personnel in 1923."2 Reading this text today one sees how physically strenuous
and morally excruciating, and simultaneously multifunctional and professionally finely honed was the daily work of psychologist-
practitioner Antipoft.

The ordeal of the Revolution and the Civil War did not spare her own family either; her husband, writer Victor Iretsky (1882-
1936) was arrested by the GPU (Chief Political Directorate) and exiled in the fall of 1922 to Germany on board the ship known
as the philosophers steamer. Unlike the wives of other exiled men who meekly accepted the Cheka (Extraordinary Commission)
verdict and followed their husbands, Helena Antipoft applied to the GPU with a strongly worded letter saying that emigration was
impossible owing to lack of means and involvement in the new cause useful for the country (work at the post), and a no less resolute
request to let the apprehended Iretsky go home for a fortnight to pack and say goodbye to his family.”* She got what she wanted, and
did not leave Russia herself until 1924, when she set off for Berlin with her five-year-old son Daniil to join her husband.

Despite the relatively brief experience of psychological and pedagogic work in Russia, it was the Russian start of Helena Antipoft,
a product of the intellectual and spiritual archetypes of her family, the rich St. Petersburg cultural atmosphere of the Silver Age and
the best humanistic traditions of the Russian psychological and pedagogical community, that determined a lot of things in her
professional work in the future.

Once in Berlin, Ms. Antipoft almost instantly, on October 18, 1924, sent a letter to Professor Claparéde in Geneva describing all
that had happened to her and her family in the preceding seven years, and also, which was the main thing, her psychological work in
Russia. Interestingly, that first Berlin letter recently published by Martine Ruchat in the book of Claparéde- Antipoft correspondence
sounded fairly optimistic. Ms. Antipoft informed her teacher that for all the political cataclysms, Russian psychology institutes
were functioning quite satisfactorily and had collected rich empirical material, while she, cooperating with various laboratories in
Petrograd and Vyatka, had examined over a thousand children and orphans. In the same letter she called the professor’s attention
to the latest research works by Russian psychologist A.E Lazursky (1874-1917) on classifying personalities and studying them
in conditions natural to the tested individual. The Master replied at once to his gifted student, and already since November the
correspondence between Berlin and Geneva proceeded uninterrupted. Shortly afterward, Helena Antipoff published in Switzerland
two papers on Russian experimental psychological research.

However, what was possible to do in Geneva with help from Professor Claparede failed dismally in Berlin. Ms. Antipoft’s attempts
at obtaining a job in her specialty were futile, her family life was likewise far from perfect. Already in 1925, Helena Antipoff turned
to her teacher for help and in 1926 took her son and left for Geneva where she got a position of Prof. Claparede’s assistant at the
university and Jean-Jacques Rousseau Institute.

In Geneva Ms. Antipoft received what she had been deprived of in Russia and what she needed so sorely, intense intellectual
communication with all its attendant boons, discussions, conferences, publications, projects, etc. At the time, the Rousseau Institute
was the home of a constellation of renowned and young, shortly to become outstanding, psychologists, from Jean Piaget (1896-
1980), Charles Baudouin (1893-1963) to Alice Descoeudres (1877-1963), Mina Audemars (1883-1971) and Andre Rey (1906-1965),
talking to whom and cooperating with whom helped their Russian colleague quickly recover her professional form. Especially
important was the fact that the exstudent was well remembered and trusted. In the 1920s photos she is invariably among scholars,
next to the founders and heads of the Institute, Professor Edouard Claparéde and Pierre Bovet (1878-1965). Director of the Rousseau
Institute Pierre Bovet pointed out in his book that M-me Antipoff had to take on the entire herculean work of staging experiments
and coordinating various research in Geneva, which she managed to do with flying colors. The talent of an able organizer and
inspirer that had been in no demand whatever in Petrograd/Leningrad flowered most vividly in Geneva and became a prelude of

Ms. Antipoft’s work in Brazil. Professional and public acclaim was not long in coming. “Last Thursday I spoke on the radio. The
Geneva audience said it was not bad,” she wrote to her husband on September 19,1926, a mere six months after moving there." In
those years, Helena Antipoff prepared and published a whole series of articles in major psychology journals of Switzerland, Archives
de Psychologie and Intermediaire des Educateurs.

Besides, Geneva also gave the Russian emigree human warmth she needed so badly. As M. Ruchat observed, friendly relations
between the teacher and the student went beyond strictly intracorporative communications and helped the moral and intellectual
rebirth of Helena Antipoff. The professor considered her his spiritual daughter and muse, and saw “Antipe” rather than his daughter
or son as his successor.

Fortunately integrated in the scientific and social life of international Geneva, Helena Antipoff nevertheless kept up ties with
her compatriots. Her best interlocutors were the Baranov family whose head had been one of the favorite students of violinist
N.V. Galkin, professor at the St. Petersburg Conservatoire. “I hired a grand piano jointly with Baranov;” Helena reported to her
husband in July 1926. “The rent is 7.50 rubles a month. Donya (the son) picks out by ear tunes he knows, playing scales and exercises
after lunch for half an hour. He is getting used to the piano. I play in my leisure time quite a lot. I also accompany Baranov, may come
in handy some time — one mustn't spurn anything these days, and most importantly, forget what one learned at least a little of. Music
is a good vent in sultry July days that saves me from spleen...”"

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N.A. Rubakin, a well-known bibliologist and public figure then resident in Lausanne, also quickly noticed the appearance of
the new Russian colleague, and in early 1928 sent her his book on bibliopsychology.'® Before long she became a reader at Rubakins
library ordering several books for herself and her son. In Rubakin’s archive there is a touching postcard from eight-year-old Daniil
Antipoff written in lead pencil and in block capitals in June 1927, “Dear Nikolai Alexandrovich, Thank you so much for your
kindness and remembering me. I like the books a lot. I shall read them in summer, when I have time. When I am in Lausanne, I'll
probably come over. Thank you once again. Yours, Daniil Iretsky-Antipoff.”

The prospect of her son forgetting Russian became the main incentive for Helena Antipoff to organize a small Russian club
in Geneva. When in November 1927 the prominent philologist, linguist and pedagogue Sergei Iosifovich Kartsevsky (1884-
1955), a coeditor of the journal Russian School Abroad widely known among emigrants, arrived from Prague to give lectures
at the university, Ms. Antipoff instantly turned to him requesting him to take on teaching Russian, Russian geographic history
and literature to the few Russian children and their parents in Geneva who wished to keep the Russian language and culture
in the family.

And yetlife in comfortable Geneva was far from idyllic. Ms. Antipoff’s letters of the time are full of bitter confessions. July 19,
1926, “Was going to ‘jump in the river’ <...>, end of year — weary of life, failures from lack of stamina”;'* November 20, 1926,
“I am writing to you on the postcard because I did not have enough money to send a letter.... I get monstrously tired working,
having trudged home I lie flat on my back for an hour or so before doing anything else. I have lost weight and look years

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older”" However, her inborn optimism, being in demand, the friendliness of colleagues were something of salvation there too.
“I am getting adjusted and used to it all little by little and so seem to spend less energy of late. And all is well”?

Apart from the difficulty of adaptation, Ms. Antipoff was also plagued by visa problems. As the wife of a man exiled from Russia
she came to Geneva with a passport issued in Germany for two years that expired on October 17, 1927. Very soon the woman
found herself hanging in limbo, to use her own phrase. The German authorities would not extend her passport, as its owner was
resident de facto in Switzerland, while their Swiss counterparts refused to issue her a refugee’s international passport (known as
the Nansen passport) so as not to burden themselves with yet another immigrant. To save his student from forced extradition,
Professor Claparéde repeatedly pleaded with the German Consul and the government circles in Berne to have her passport and visa
extended. But despite the high protection, no one could vouch that the case would end well and Ms. Antipoff would not have to leave
Switzerland.

Like most emigrants, Helena Antipoff yearned for some certainty and was ready to go anywhere to get professional work.
“I asked Claparede for a business trip to Egypt next year, to the new institute he is founding there at present,” she wrote to her
husband.* Ms. Antipoff also considered an offer of work in Spain, and in the US as well. The latter seemed perfectly acceptable,
as she could return to Switzerland from there, “They promised to wait for me and take me on any time”* Few Russian emigrant
scientists could boast similar security of European havens.

The prospect of traveling and moving freely seemed enticing, “for nothing is so close to my nature;” she wrote, “as feeling free in
space and knowing no country borders.” And when in 1928 Doctor Alberto Alvarez arrived in Geneva from Brazil to select research
personnel for reforming the national education system, Professor Claparéde’s recommendation and Ms. Antipoft’s own readiness to
cross the Atlantic soon settled the problem, and she left Geneva in 1929.

It is worth saying that Brazil and its system of psychological education were perfectly well known at the Rousseau Institute. In
1928 and 1929, L.G. Walter and Th. Simon were already working in Bello Horizonte. Professor Claparede, for his part, came to Brazil
in mid-September 1930. “Unfortunately, Ms. Antipoff wrote to her husband, “he got there in the midst of the revolution. He got
stuck here, in Bello Horizonte, for a whole month longer than planned; he did not feel too good here, as this was his first experience
of a revolutionary regime. Fortunately, nothing really disastrous happened to him (a bullet scratch, that was all), and he returned
to Geneva in one piece” Indeed, for the Swiss accustomed to peaceful calm in the four hundred years, the complexities of Brazilian
reality might have seemed a bit over the top. Small wonder that of all the Rousseau Institute staff, only Helena Antipoff, who had been
through the Russian revolutions and Civil War, decided to stay on in Brazil for good sharing with the local experts the knowledge
and methodology obtained at Claparéde’s Institute, and expanding the network of intellectual, personal, and institutional contacts
formed around the Geneva Institute.

In the 1930s, Brazil was vigorously changing its traditional political and economic systems, as well as radically reforming its
education. Helena Antipoft became one of the first practicing psychologists within this new system. Together with colleagues from
other countries, she started organizing psychological and pedagogic training for teachers virtually from scratch so that they could
work with children in various psychological categories in the state of Minas Gerais. Simultaneously, European experts started regular
mass psychological examination of Brazilian children.

Undoubtedly, large-scale organizational and educational practice in a foreign cultural and linguistic environment was possible
only because the scientific biography of Helena Antipoft fancifully combined Russian and European psychological education in
the spirit of Claparede’s functionalism and natural experimentation of A.E Lazursky with A.P. Nechayev’s ideology of fighting for
enlightenment and the truth; experience of psychological observation of children in different cultures, problem-free and troubled,
revolutionary life circumstances, conditions of family homes and orphanages, and years of theoretical research and practical work in
the area of psychotechniques and intellect testing, in particular research into children’s intellectual abilities.

Work in Brazil, practically in extreme natural and sociocultural conditions by a Russian person’s standards, nevertheless allowed
Helena Antipoff to realize many of her scientific ideas and projects. Like a true creator, this woman was cosmopolitan. All of that,
spiritual heights, professionalism and humanism, the Russian scholarly destiny, the image of a selfless mother, was given to Brazil.

Having lived through the horrendous years of wars and revolutions, Helena Antipoff achieved through her own suffering a
conviction that a social balance in society could only be attained when each person had an opportunity to develop their personality
potential. In contrast to Mother Maria, who had chosen the way of Christian service to God and the world, Helena Antipoff made
her chief instrument of transforming the world education and its institutions. “A lady apostle sent to us from the Russian heaven, she

was the best example of that creativity which she taught, which she preached by her very life;” well-known Brazilian writer Otto Lara
Resende wrote about Helena Antipoft.*®

Helena Antipoff passed away in St. Luca’s Hospital in Bello Horizonte, on August 9, 1974. Her funeral was attended by thousands
of people with the governor of Minas Gerais at the head.*

Every nation has its own national heroes. Only recently this gallery comprised mostly well-coiffed rulers, grey-haired politicians,
handsome straight-backed officers in uniform and decorations, and very, very rarely enlighteners, humanists, doctors, or teachers.
The 20th century, however, discovered that myopic intellectuals could transform humanity and each individual separately a lot
more profoundly than could wars and campaigns. Switzerland has Pestalozzi, Poland has Janusz Korczak, Germany has Albert
Schweitzer. Russia also has its own holy and secular zealots who brought good, knowledge, and humanism to the world, and one of
them was children’s psychologist Helena Antipoff. Thanks to internationalizing the efforts to study her legacy, her image has become
recognizable and venerated not only in Switzerland and Brazil, but has taken a fitting place in the pantheon of the best representatives
of humanist thought of the 20th century.

owadays, one may name humanitarian security and
Npreservation of humanity as a major problem in the
development of modern human civilization.

It is common knowledge that issues of preserving one’s
people are a special item on the agenda of any country, for the
people are its main resource. More than that, it is this matter
that has always been under close scrutiny by the best minds

of humanity who ages ago formulated ideas of the course of

history as a successive replacement of civilizations that carry

both opportunities and risks of their development. And the
issue closest related to this matter is the problem of man
per se, of human life, and of the humanitarian dimension of
everything that existed, exists, and will exist on Earth.

In the history of human civilization new knowledge and
a new picture of the world have every time been connected
with the inner world and personal perception of man. In this
context, it should be noted that precisely the human dimension
of civilizations, cultures, senses, and values has always been

present on Earth, and this is precisely what has remained in
the historical and cultural heritage of generations. However,
largely because of unending conflicts and wars that wiped out
and enslaved whole nations and cultures, the planetary self-
consciousness failed to hold the approaches devised way back in
Antiquity that defined the harmony of personality as the most
important condition of existence for the earthly and cosmic
world system.

Let me observe here that expansionist wars in history aimed
not only at occupying and redividing state territories and national
wealth, but were also intended to alter other cultures and peoples
to suit the aggressor, destroying their self-consciousness and

values. History testifies to the fact that it was the destruction of
senses and values that, in turn, has always ended in civilizations,
countries, and peoples annihilated, and in the personality subjected to moral degradation and self-destruction.

At the same time, already in Antiquity, as part of knowledge about the world and reality, views were gradually formed that
stemmed from interest in human society and proposed reforming the latter either through the ideal state, as Plato suggested,
or by introducing personal responsibility of the individual for his/her actions. Already Homer pioneered in his epic poems a
description of a personality endowed with a sense of moral responsibility whose paragon many people still see in the Hippocratic
Oath. Later, in Russia, the great Russian scholar Mikhail Lomonosov formulated the idea of preserving the people as a task for the
state that never ceased being topical, but was endorsed and developed by prominent national leaders, scientists, political, public,
and cultural figures, in partiular by Konstantin Roerich, Jawaharlal Nehru, Indira Gandhi, and others.

Currently, in Russia this idea is being furthered thanks to two symbolic names, the writer Alexander Solzhenitsyn and
President of Russia Vladimir Putin who gave a new political perspective to this issue as the chief meaningful goal of this country’s
development.

I would like to stress this especially for the idea of preserving people and developing personality potential is to become today
not just an object of speculative philosophic meditation, but should take on a status of criteria common to all humankind in

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contemporary civilization. On the strategic global agenda, the issue of preserving humanity should be comprehended by everyone
as the chief imperative of sustainable development on which one can rely to settle contradictions between the global systems
existing in the world and guide humanity toward unity, preservation, and progress.

The paradigms to the effect that material well-being as satisfying the need to eat, drink, and clothe oneself worded by Karl
Marx, as well as all other consumer values, will form a uniform consumer who will ultimately determine the sociocultural space,
which is where the powerful potential of reproduction and development is, has fallen way behind optimistic expectations.

It should be pointed out that people are increasingly aware of this fact. At present, the fight for the world order is under
way not only in the economic, technological, military or financial market, but also in the social sphere where various spiritual
and moral values, universal human morals and standards are formed, preserved or rejected, creating motivation and goals for
man, the nation, and humanity. Unfortunately, in this context one can say that humanity is not making full use of the moral
and cultural resource.

It is common knowledge that the existence of univiersal human interests and needs provides grounds for philosophical
comprehension of the universality, unity and diversity of relationships and methods of interaction in the world, uniqueness and
synthesis of the culture polyphony, and, which is most important, for a quest for continuity of the universally human in global
civilization. For even when the universal nature of human history was not realized and appreciated, not one culture could
exist and develop outside global historical ties, nor is this feasible today. Emphasizing the importance of progress in culture,
education, and science for the human community, and of cultural heritage preservation as the main lines in UNESCO work,
it should be said specifically that uniqueness has always been a condition of universality, and, according to ethnographers,
differences in culture are invariably considered an important condition of development. And this is extremely important,
for culture, while bringing closer spaces and times of civilizations, is an area of sense formation. And as is known, humanity
cannot develop without a sense and a goal.

In this connection, the ideas that at their time became moral standards for numerous generations and so determined continuous
development of spiritual self-determination of man and humanity, and the chief system-forming theme of development of any
civilization are acquiring a new tone. Protagoras and Socrates, Renaissance humanism, the great Russian classical literature, the
concept of noosphere by Vernadsky and his followers, the golden rules of ethics by Confucius and Kant and, last but not least, the
new humanism by UNESCO Director General Irina Bokova, the diverse cultural heritage of all peoples, imbued with senses of good,
love of fellow humans, and morality, all of those are precisely the preventive and sense stages, the essence of the moral world order
that should today become the basis of forming new regulations and agreed interaction at the country and international levels.

Regrettably, human history has always been conflict-prone, and today this feature is taking on a dramatic and occasionally
a tragic nature in our reality, bringing poverty and inequality, massacres of people and massive destruction of cultural values,
degradation of human morals and behavior. Cruelty, terrorism, and violence inevitably result in the meaning of human existence
and self-value of human life getting lost amidst the furious standoft of the parties. The reality of our world related to the threat
of destruction and self-annihilation of humanity induces one to use a new approach to the subject of universal security and
sustainable development of civilization given the obvious differences, opportunities, and interests.

In this connection, a very important civilizational theme is working out the standards and criteria of sustainable development.
At the same time, it is necessary to bear in mind that the current world is markedly different from all other chronological phases
and archetypes preserved by the memory of humanity. And first and foremost, the rapid progress in cognitive and information
technologies is not only a factor of the vastly greater development opportunities, but also a substantial problem, risk, and challenge
not infrequently acquiring a destructive nature on a global scale. Speaking of today’s problems of humanitarian security, one
should note the upsurge of nationalism, fascism, religious extremism, and terrorism, all that was a sad experience in history and
to all intents and purposes should have been excluded long ago from the spiritual arsenal of humanity.

Besides, there are problems that have taken shape in the world on a global scale that are to do with growth limits and are of
unprecedented complexity, and so should be solved by humanity at large. Thus, for instance, the Club of Rome has formulated a
strategy that can help arrive at a long-term prospect of economic and environmental stability on a global level. All that and much
else provide grounds for profound comprehension of the need of a new stage in humanity development as a genuinely earthly
single organism that has lost artificial boundaries. We see the nature of labor change in the direction of its information and

attitude to humanitarian and universal human values. This is all the more dangerous in societies with traditions of pragmatism,
individualism, and consumerism, a pronounced trend toward standardized mass culture, poverty of reality and spiritual void
based on the melting pot concept and that of one country’s ideas and interests superior to all other peoples.

All of that requires reforming the unversal human strategic agenda which should provide for not only issues of economic,
social or scientific development, but also for the spiritual and moral crisis that has recently grown more acute, the denigration of
the meaning and self-value of human life, and of universal human values. All of this has to be done in order to ensure sustainable
development of our entire civilization aiming at humanity preservation.

The search for a strategic development basis today should be accompanied not only by creation of economic and financial
unities, but also by restoring the main development vector directed toward man, which should be reflected in the goal of the
general development of human civilization. For there is the principal management law that no one can repeal, the law of the
global goal dominance.

At present, this global objective can be formulated and adopted in the interests of all those living on Earth as preservation of
humanity. And the new formation of national policies should take into account the need to include moral values in legislation,
culture and education, as well as in other national social development programs. In this connection, each state is facing a choice
of its own strategic road that is no longer a strictly national task.

However, there is one more important issue looming large: how well do the ability and reality of contemporary society match
the program of the individual?

And in this connection, it is important to stress that issues of humanist modernization, humanitarian self-determination, and
humanitarian security are the biggest problems of modern civilization. Alas, the seemingly most natural and topical issues for
today’s world have receded into the background, and human self-consciousness is gradually declining, with senses collapsing, and
morality becoming little by little a global problem. Today, the parameters of moral deficiency have reached global proportions.
So, it is more than ever vital for humanity to realize that only the moral person can guarantee that human life and civilization
continue on Earth.

As Leo Tolstoy wrote, “..the entire human life, with all its activities, so complex and various, seemingly independent from
morality, in matters of state and science, art and trade, has no other purpose but to realize more and more clearly, establish, simplify
and make generally accessible the moral truth” (So What Are We to Do?, Chapter 13). Tolstoy was echoed by the great Russian
philosopher Vladimir Solovyev, “An independent and unconditional law for man as such is just one - a moral law, and so is the
need just one, a moral need”

It is a known fact that sense is the most stable thing in humans. It is invariably a link between man and man’ activity. It has
to be emphasized in principle also that common ties determine the common sense, and that well-being cannot be achieved
single-handedly. Awareness that man is part of the Universe that dwelt in the consciousness of Antiquity, in traditions of Eastern
and Western cultures today is supplemented by the reality of the interconnected world of human civilization, and this feeling of
connection with the entire world should be understood by each person and nation as the need of the universal sense of self-value
of human life and preservation of humanity.

Historical memory shows that degradation of morality and barbarism can only be offset by sociocultural development, changes
in self-awareness toward morality, development of the individuals personality potential and adoption of safe and sustainable
development imperatives, moral order and universal human dimension of the world at a global level.

And if the world wishes to survive and develop further, in the logic of things, humanity should adopt a single meaningful
imperative of development aimed at its preservation, given today’s opportunities and risks of development, natural and cultural
diversity. We should form such interaction regulations where humanism and ethics would be the genuine development principles
for man and the world, preservation of all cultures and peoples and security of life on Earth. Awareness of these approaches is
related to profound understanding of the common good and self-value of human life, which is what underlies today the identity
of solidarity of all those willing to preserve themselves and human civilization.

The UNESCO MOST Program has a comprehensive
international status. It is oriented to raising the quality of research in the given sphere from the point of view of its usefulness
and timeliness and at the same time, creates instruments for taking into account the results of this research in the process of
adopting decisions at a government level.
This article will discuss the basic tasks of the MOST Program and possibilities of Russia’s cooperation with UNESCO
along this line.

The MOST Program: Basic Tasks and Directions

The Program is implemented in three key pillars:

o Research Pillar;

« Intergovernmental Pillar;

o Knowledge Brokering Pillar.

The Research Pillar includes organization of interdisciplinary and interinstitutional research projects and undertakings
at national, subregional, regional, and global levels. Among such undertakings are, for example, the 3rd World Social
Science Forum (September 2015), the 4th World Humanities Forum (October, 2016, South Korea), and others. In August
2017, there will be the summarizing World Humanities Conference to discuss these problems. The research section of the
MOST Program is jointly financed by foundations of different countries (Japan, Indonesia, and others.) It also includes the
establishment of contacts with existing networks and associations of researchers and experts. This section is also in charge
of preparing specialized publications. Among the latter mention should be made of the World Report on Social Sciences
2016. The Report examined the evolution problems of the social sphere, possible solutions of inequality problems at the
level of civil society, noncommercial organizations, and also the level of the global management system. One of the key
subjects of the Report is inequality. The connection between inequality and economic development, as well as the various
aspects of inequality (economic, political, social, cultural, spatial, etc.) are specially mentioned. A special role in research is
played by support of young professionals, including via the mechanism of the MOST Schools set up in individual countries.

Intergovernmental work includes holding ministerial forums of MOST and interaction between the socioeconomic
departments of countries. The sessions of the Intergovernmental Council of the MOST Program (November 2015,
March 2017) and the meetings of the Intergovernmental Council Bureau (January and September 2016) were quite important
for the development of this sphere. Within its framework UNESCO actively interacts with other bodies and programs of the
UN system, especially the UN Commission for Social Development, ECOSOS, and RCIC UN. Ministerial forums organized at an
intergovernmental level with the participation of countries of the region or countries comparable by the economic development

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level and social challenges play a special role. The subject of each forum is determined by the receiving country depending on
national, regional or subregional problems.

Finally, the direction to make transfer of knowledge is ensured by the MOST Schools, Future Literacy Knowledge
Laboratories and UNESCO Inclusive Policy Laboratory. The MOST School is a platform for discussions organized, as a rule,
at a national level for meetings of practical workers of state management, researchers, and representatives of civil society. The
aim of these meetings is, primarily, to discuss two questions: 1) What do the state and civil society representatives expect
from research community? and 2) What product, in researchers’ view, should they present to government employees and
representatives of civil society? The theme may be chosen from local subjects. The work of the MOST Schools is keynoted by
the presence of the regional organizer (university, institute, or other organization.) According to a surveillance carried out by
UNESCO, the MOST Schools have enabled representatives of civil society to implement the available scientific knowledge and
results, and the level of satisfaction with the work of the MOST Schools is very high.

Literacy Knowledge Laboratories of the Future are a mechanism thanks to which sessions are held to analyze key problems
and tasks of our time, where participants are asked to think over possible and desirable development scenarios of the social
sphere and realize how forecasting of the future can be used in the processes of making current decisions. From 2012, UNESCO
supported the work of more than 30 laboratories. The latter make it possible to consolidate communities of researchers and
practical workers, to have a new look at the existing socioeconomic challenges, and form teams for implementation of concrete
projects. The book Transforming the Future: Anticipation in the 21st Century, which sums up the results of the activities of these
laboratories, is under preparation.

RUSSIA-UNESCO: POSSIBILITIES FOR COOPERATION IN SOCIAL SPHERE SCience

The UNESCO Inclusive Policy Laboratory represents a program realized in various places and online service. It works in three
directions. The first, collection and analysis of world practices of the implementation of government policy in the sphere of struggle
against inequality, introduction of social innovations, realization of social transformations, and distribution and popularization of
the best practical achievements. The second includes crowdsourcing and expert advice at an international level, analysis of research
results for their introduction in state policy. The third is consultations to practical workers of state management.

The Laboratory has four affiliations (in Central America, Southeast Asia, South Africa, and West Africa). At present, it is working
with projects in Cambodia, Malaysia, East Timor, Brunei, and the Philippines. Projects include auditing of certain legislative bills and
legal acts to see whether they fit the tasks of eliminating inequality, expert backing of regional departments of the socioeconomic
block in the implementation of a corresponding policy through the elaboration of recommendations, collection and distribution of
foreign experience, and joint holding of strategic sessions with due account of international experience.

The implementation of strategy in member states of the MOST Program Intergovernmental Council is taking place
with support of specially organized national MOST committees, or on the basis of specially set up national commissions
on UNESCO affairs. In the Russian Federation, the key coordinators of the activity in the sphere of the MOST Program and
strategy are the Commission of the Russian Federation for UNESCO, Moscow M.V. Lomonosov State University and the
Ministry of Economic Development of Russia.

Russia and MOST: Joint Possibilities

The Russian Federation as a member of the MOST Program Intergovernmental Council took an active part in the
elaboration of a global strategy and the plan of action for implementing the strategy and other crucial documents within the
framework of the MOST Program implementation.

Russia is also taking part in carrying out this strategy. As far as the MOST Schools are concerned, mention should be made
of the conference “Diplomacy, Global Management, and the International Agenda after 2015, which was held in Moscow
in October 2015. Russia has also become the first member state of the Intergovernmental Council where a special Master-
of-Science program Management of Social Transformations was launched, endorsed on the basis of the Faculty of Global
Processes at Moscow M.V. Lomonosov State University. The Program consists of five key modules: social inclusion, the world
and management, migration, intercultural dialogue, and new technologies. The Program has been prepared in Russian. In
case of translating individual modules into English it will be possible to broaden its audience due to joining other countries,
including at the expense of organization of international interuniversity projects, exchange programs, and two diplomas. The
program is oriented to training specialists in the sphere of the MOST competence.

The International laboratory Center for Study of Civil Society at the Economics Faculty of Moscow M.V. Lomonosov State
University is elaborating proposals for the development of a system of assessing socioeconomic effects from realization of
socially important projects in the Russian Federation, with the drawing of leading international experts to this work, including
experts of the UNESCO Inclusive Policy Laboratory.

Much work will have to be done to improve the quality of interaction of scientific community and the state apparatus.

To go further in this direction it is necessary to support and develop joint and comparative investigation of causes and
consequences of social changes and management of social changes. It would be expedient to exchange methods of investigations
of similar problems in different regions and organizations. From these comparisons researchers and other interested parties will
be able to identify “the best practices” and themes, which should become the subject of further investigations. Inasmuch as the
Russian government regularly receives a multitude of requests concerning the allocation of resources from individual citizens and
groups for the implementation of projects connected with carrying out social transformations, it is necessary to draw a qualitative
scientific advice for assessing such initiatives and raising the quality of selection of the state social projects.

The Russian side is working, jointly with the UNESCO Secretariat, on holding in our country of the Forum of Ministers of
Social Development in the fourth quarter of 2018. Russia can receive the annual Forum of Ministers, which could become the
first such undertaking in Eurasia within the framework of the MOST Program. The Forum held in Kuala Lumpur (Malaysia) in
March 2017 demonstrated advantages of such format of interaction in search of approaches to solving timely social problems
and learning advanced international experience.

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The subject of such forum of ministers could be “Models of social development of Russia: tasks, possibilities, and
prospects” Forum is a convenient platform for international dialogue in the social sphere. Forum can contribute to
improving the existing misbalance in the foreign information field describing the versatile and thorough work of Russia
in the social sphere. Russia’s successes and tasks facing it in the sphere of building a social state and establishing a
dialogue between power and civil society could be presented within the framework of the forum. Apart from that, a stable
international expert medium ready to participate in major Russian projects of professional and scientific community
could be formed.

Cooperation with the UNESCO MOST Program along this line has the following advantages:

« an opportunity to get information about foreign practices of realization of social transformations and the introduction of
social innovations;

« an opportunity to present in the international arena the Russian experience of supporting and developing social innovations,
the sector of nonprofit organizations, and the intersectoral and interdepartmental cooperation in the social sphere;

« an opportunity to develop interaction with an international pool of experts and practical researchers in the field of state
management of social transformations problems.

Inasmuch as the social sphere is the most vulnerable, it would be expedient to analyze possibilities, experience, errors, and
achievements, both ours and those of foreign countries, which have gone through comparable social transformations. The
UNESCO Inclusive Policy Laboratory is a potential platform for analyzing the regulating impact of decisions and elaborating
approaches in this sphere with due account of international experience.

Results of the Social Forum of Russia 2016: Science and Practice

The special session Science and Practice in Russian Social Policy 2030 organized by the international laboratory Center
for Civil Society Studies at the Economics Department of Moscow M.V. Lomonosov State University, with support of the
Russian Commission for UNESCO within the framework of the Social Forum of Russia in 2016, had the aim of analyzing the
opportunities of the development of the science-practice tandem in the social policy of Russia.

Participants in the session noted that Russia comes across serious challenges threatening its social stability. To evolve
a strategy of social development it is necessary, on the one hand, to receive high-quality information about the state of the
sphere and possible socioeconomic effects from various decisions, and on the other, knowledge about the best Russian and
international experience of using science in government policy. In the context of the Strategy-2030, the requirement for
practically useful, applicable, objective, and modern investigations in the social sphere is especially urgent. Participants in the
session evolved their recommendations.

The bodies of state power at all levels should:

o in elaborating social policy and preparing important decisions to take into account results of representative applied
investigations of the given subject, make scientific knowledge based on practical experience one of the main drivers of
social policy and elaboration of the strategy of social development;

« in elaborating the strategy of social development to proceed from evidence-based policy.

The ANO Agency of Strategic Initiatives to Promote New Projects:

« to thrash out with the academic and professional community the question concerning the launching of a systemic project
Personnel of Russia aimed at creating transparent, stable, interconnected institutions (mechanisms and conditions) in
Russia, which have no analogues in the world, oriented to the formation of precise possible trajectories of professional
progress right up to the highest posts in the government service and elected office, with a view to realizing Russian human
capital and drawing the best personnel in the government sphere;

« to contribute to creating other institutions helping to use Russian human capital in the best way possible;

« to elaborate with the academic and professional community the possibilities to introduce practical experience of the
“laboratories of social policy” (on the basis of the model of the UNESCO Laboratory of Inclusive Policy) - for carrying on
preliminary tests, assessment of possible effect and regulating impact of the implementation of major decisions in the social
sphere in laboratory conditions;

« to investigate, jointly with the expert community and international laboratory Center for Civil Society Studies at Moscow
M.V. Lomonosov State University, the barriers obstructing the realization of human capital in Russia and its transformation
into competitiveness, economic growth, and social progress.

Ministry of Education and Science:

o to envisage legal and organizational mechanisms to create a medium contributing to the development of professional
self-organization of research community (setting up associations, teams of researchers in separate academic disciplines
and fields) — with a view to consolidating the research community, raising the quality of research through exchanges
and discussion of results of investigations, protecting the interests of the research community and promoting results of
advanced Russian research in the socioeconomic sphere, including in organizations in entities of the Russian Federation, in
the sphere of national policy. To take into account the experience of the United States and Latin American countries in the
development of professional researchers’ communities;

« to envisage institutional mechanisms contributing to introduction of results of scientific research implemented at the
expense of budget allocations (within the framework of government orders, and subsidies) in the practice of government
policy in the interests of a sustainable socioeconomic development;

« to ensure legal conditions for setting up design and research offices within the framework of state power bodies and budget
organizations by drawing off-budget sources with a view to ensuring continuity of ties between science and practical activity,
elaborate methodological recommendations for setting up such offices and popularizing this experience;

« to evolve transparent mechanisms of ensuring professional rotation and movement of personnel between the researchers’

community and government and municipal services.

The UNESCO Program of Social Transformations Management is a unique platform for exchanging experience with other
countries. Undoubtedly, Russia could bring to the international arena its experience of tackling social problems, and at the
same time, to search and find answers to existing socioeconomic challenges.

Countries are faced with various social challenges, but instruments to raise the quality of research and introduce its results
in politics may be close to one another. The international exchange of experience makes it possible to take into account errors
of other countries, understand the possibilities of realization of the potential within a country, and receive international expert
opinion and recommendations of partners.

Approach to openness in exchanges of scientific and practical experience in the socioeconomic sphere and the sphere
of management of social transformations corresponds to the foreign-policy trend of Russia oriented to the development of
partnership relations and makes it possible to promote the existing technical ties between countries at the level of scientific
and educational teams and separate departments, and score mutually advantageous synergistic effect from dialogue.

It is quite evident that participation of the Russian Federation in the global strategy of the MOST Program is not a panacea
from the existing socioeconomic challenges. The final decisions adopted by the socioeconomic block of the government of
a given country and administrative bodies of the country’s entities will most probably be at the juncture of two approaches:
reliance on one’s own forces and realization of one’s own capabilities, on the one hand, and approach based on international

partnership, dialogue, exchanges, and mutual study of experience, on the other.

Having joined the UNESCO Program of Social
Transformations management (MOST), the Department conducted in October 2015, jointly with the UNESCO Social
and Human Sciences, Sector Secretariat, classes on the MOST Program, for the first time in Russia, and initiated
development of an international master’s program of higher education for managing social transformations. The initiative
was endorsed at the session of the UNESCO Expert Council on July 7-8, 2016, and the Department started devising the
program, relying on the potential of the MSU Global Processes Faculty. They formed a draft of the program with Prof.
I.V. Ilyin, the Faculty Dean, at the head. His deputies for the project were head of the Global Processes Faculty Prof.
N.L. Smakotina and head of the UNESCO Chair Prof. Yu.N. Sayamov. By the time the next, 13th session of the MOST
Program Intergovernmental Council started work in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, on March 16-17, 2017, the International
Master’s Program of Higher Education of Social Transformations Management had been drafted and submitted to the
session where it met with approval of the participants.

The Program was devised in accordance with international education standards, requirements of European standards
and recommendations for guaranteeing high quality of higher education (ESG), principles of the uniform European Higher
Education Area (EHEA), principles of forming and awarding the National (RF NFQ) and European (EFQ) Framework
Qualification description and UNESCO criteria with regard to higher education programs entailing the master’s degree
conferment.

The Program is an intellectual product of Moscow M.V. Lomonosov State University and uses its education standard for
the course in International Relations and Global Development, which is an aggregate of subjects and disciplines in a basic
and variable cycles and for optional studies that ensure general training of high-level specialists in social transformations
management.

The basic International Master’s Program of Higher Education of Social Transformations Management is accorded
with a relevant set of competences. It is formed within the framework of the variable part of training and also includes,
apart from a set of specialized competences suited to the program, education modules that constitute the substance of the
Program and ensure the necessary knowledge and skills for the students.

The name of the master’s program of training, Social Transformations Management, is mentioned in the documents on
the corresponding level of education or qualification issued to graduates of higher education institutions where it will be
taught and studied.

The strategic objective of the Program is to train students with the help of innovative education technologies and
scientific methods, in accordance with the goals of sustainable development (GSD), for active, substantial and efficient, in
terms of results, participation in implementing the tasks and objectives of sustainable development in the area of social
transformations management.

The idea of the Program is systemic training of highly qualified specialists in the area of social transformations management
who would be up to creative fulfillment of theoretical and practical professional activity tasks in today’s conditions on the basis
of forming the right competences given the tasks of solving the problems of sustainable development.

The mission of the Master’s Program of Social Transformations Management consists in a more profound training of
competent, competitive, highly skilled specialists with a professional identity in the given set of issues.

The objectives of the Master’s Program of Social Transformations Management are formulated in the area of education and
upbringing on the basis of strategic trends in attaining sustainable development in accordance with UNO and UNESCO priorities.

The Program is aimed at developing students’ professional and personality standards, and awareness of the social
importance of putting to use their skills. The competences are formed in the course of the education process in accordance
with the mission and priorities of the UNO and UNESCO and is intended for training competitive specialists much in demand
in the labor market.

Program mastering shall achieve the following targets.

« Comprehending the peculiarities of social transformations as a system of knowledge, as a type of human activity;

o forming an idea of the factors and motive forces of social transformations;

« realizing the need of new estimates and approaches to existing social distortions and demand for positive social
transformations in the context of new humanism and modern scientific research;

o getting to know general scientific methods, and also the methodology of social and humanitarian sciences, the forms
and basic stages of theoretical research;

« developing ability to analyze various aspects of social transformations and distortions, and also to lucidly formulate
and defend one€’s vision of the problem offering arguments, and conduct a well-mannered discussion with persons
of a different outlook.

The International Master’s Program of Social Transformations Management contains the core section, the variable section,
a practice and research section, and provides for the final state attestation. The core section consists of mandatory disciplines
and modules within the International Relations and Global Development training line, which aim at giving student a set of
basic competences of higher education with regard to this area of training.

The variable section consists of the disciplines in the Master’s Program of Social Transformations Management and a
number of optional disciplines for this Program.

The Program covers five basic modules.

* Social inclusion. This module envisages a study of social inclusion in society by means of education and development
of talents needed for joint activity. Under the MOST Program inclusive policy will be operationized in three functional
components: (1) inclusive policy of the information center; (2) crowd sourcing and joint innovations; (3) creation of potential
and technical consultations.

* The world and management. This module provides for exploring the subject on the basis of the development universality
principle and aims at changing the paradigm in achieving sustainable development, as well as at studying the existing
mechanisms of cooperation and creating new ones to this end. The students will discover the changes in the rules of the game
in international cooperation for development, will find out how interests in advanced and developing countries diverge in
these matters, will assess the prospects of global management, and the particular need of analytical potential of social sciences
in this context.

* Migration. Within this module, students will be introduced to knowledge of demographic regularities, processes under
way in the demographic sphere, will analyze research into international migration as a factor of the demographic, social, and
political situation in certain countries, regions and the world at large.

* Intercultural dialog. Thismodulestudiestheissuesofcohabitationofcultures, peoples,andcivilizationsinthecontemporary
conditions of globalization and instability, and from the viewpoint of continuous development and occurring changes.
The main content of this module is preference for dialog, values, behavior, and views that assist cooperation and
rapprochement of cultures in accordance with the principles of the UNESCO Universal Declaration on Cultural Diversity.
Among the notions studied are dialog of civilizations and interculture dialog on the agenda of international cooperation,
mechanisms of interculture education, and models of interculture communication.

* Emerging technologies. Within this module, students learn about fundamental changes occurring in society as
the result of technology replacement, the impact of emerging new technologies on social transformations, such as
the occupational pattern, etc. They study sociocultural factors of the process in terms of forming opportunities and
impediments for modernization. Risks and social challenges caused by new technologies are also examined, as is the
influence of the speed with which technological changes occur, on the content, scale, and nature of consequences, as well
as the reasons why today’s changes should be viewed not as a continuation of the third industrial revolution, but the start
of the fourth one that can affect all the groups, strata, and professions in society, erasing boundaries between physical,
digital, and biological spheres.

Within the core section of the Program students study the following disciplines: Philosophy and the History of Science,
The Language of International Communication for Specific Purposes, and also within the general professional cycle, the
course in Modern Databases on Social Problems and Transformations and in Regional Issues of Social Relationships and
Transformations, which reveal their regional configuration in contemporary international conditions.

An important characteristic of the current age is the increasingly clear realization by members of various countries and
cultures that they are part of the global society in the making. There is emerging a special layer of research focusing on
megatrends, large-scale long-term processes of global development that determine the qualitative content of the current stage
in relationship evolution in the world.

The course in Megatrends of Global Development and Contemporary Global Problems is to acquaint students with the
main trends in today’s world political, economic, and social development. Special attention is paid to drawing up a new agenda
for studying issues of transformation of international relations and the social sphere in the global context.

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International conflicts are closely linked to social relations as they feel the impact from the latter and reciprocate by influencing
them. When the Cold War was proclaimed ended in the early 1990s, that did not eradicate conflicts and wars. The world has not
grown any more stable or safe. On the contrary, its imbalance and lack of a new system of international relations that could reliably
replace the previous one have been causing ever more dangerous conflicts, sometimes on the verge of global confrontation.
Instability in international relations and the emergence of new conflicts, in the course of which increasingly large numbers of
countries and nations suffer, further increase tension in the social sphere. The impact of social processes on international conflicts
finds expression in a worsening position of their participants through a worsening situation in the social sphere in the countries
involved, in the region of the conflict and in the world as such. The reverse influence of international conflicts on social processes
and transformations consists in the fact that conflicts can radically change the existing social relations and entail their dangerous
degradation, which can question not only the quality of life, but life itself in the breeding ground of confrontation. The course

The course in The History and Methodology of 5
Global Research offers a study of phases in the formation of the main set of problems in international relations and social
developments, their exploration, modeling and prognostication. It characterizes the principal differences and overlapping
of subject areas of research in international relations and social processes. Various schools are examined, as is the
methodological basis of the theory of international relations and social processes, the latest trends in the methodological
quest, and development of theoretical research in the area. The course gives the content of the main stages in the formation
and development of global research, and touches upon the issues of institutionalizing globalism studies as a science area
in its own right. The most significant concepts and theories in the area of studying global phenomena and processes are
explored in detail. A particular focus in on the development of global research methodology.

The variable section of the Program, in the main course called International Relations in the Context of Global
Developments and the Social Sphere, highlights the basic aspects of the vastly more complicated nature of the modern
version of the globalizing world order, its instability and imbalance, which directly affect the condition of the social
sphere where unsettled issues increasingly aggravate the situation on the national, regional, and international levels,
generating opportunities for a social upheaval. Given the acute shortage of specialists with a superior general scientific
and professional training in the area of international relations and social problems, the course gives the students an
integral idea of the structure, content, and development trends of modern international relations tied in with social sphere
issues. The theoretical constituent of the discipline is directed toward finding the peculiarities of international relations
formation in the postbipolar period against the background of large-scale inclusion in their implementation of both states
and other participants, such as cities, local authorities, international organizations, nongovernmental associations, and
political movements.

The course in Global Economics and Global Division of Labor in the Context of the Social Sphere focuses on examining
and revealing the development trends and peculiarities of today’s globalization processes in world economics and social
environment.

To educate students under the International Basic Master’s Program for Higher Education of Social Transformations
Management there is research practice viewed as a type of class activity. Its main content is carrying out educational, teaching
research, theoretical research, production, and creative assignments on the teaching and production base of institutions and
organizations that train specialists and are active in the area of international relations and social developments.

It is supplemented by practical training whose purpose is to consolidate in practice the theoretical knowledge and skills
obtained when mastering the Program.

The research work of the students aims at consolidating scientific and analytical competences in the course of mastering
the Program of Social Transformations Management.

Among the special disciplines of the International Master’s Program of Social Transformations Management the course in social
inequality stands alone, for that remains one of the most difficult problems for the world community. Social inequality and social
injustice, being as they are global problems of today’s world,
are believed to be factors capable of strongly influencing
the sustainable development of the economy and society.
According to the 2016 UNESCO report on word social
science, lack of due attention to the issues of social injustice

priorities until 2030. In this connection, it appears topical to
examine within the Inequality, Social Justice discipline the e
basic concepts and views on the nature of social inequality in the modern world, taking into consideration related problems of social
mobility and social reproduction. Within the framework of the course, it is suggested that the students get acquainted with issues of
social inequality and social injustice in the context of principal regularities and trends in globalization processes.

Under the Global Problems and Initiatives and Their Solution discipline it is proposed that students look at criteria by
which global problems are identified; get acquainted with the main groups of global problems and global initiatives that are to
solve those, and also examine the key notions, phenomena, and processes in the context of global issues.

The content of the Social Ties in a Global World discipline is a constituent part of training students for the master’s degree
under the International Basic Master’s Program of Higher Education of Social Transformations Management. In a broader sense,
the course is intended for holders of the master’s degree studying global and social interaction and processes under way in the
world. The course offers not only a description of the fundamental information on the subject, methods and goals of social ties,
key problems within its framework and ways of settling those. It also analyzes the developments occurring in the modern world
and examines main sociological theories of globalization. The result is an integral picture of modernity and its social dimensions.

Information society introduces considerable changes in the social structure and existing mechanisms of social decision-
making at all levels. There appear new public groups, the stress in power relations is shifting, the geopolitical picture of
interconnection and connectivity between countries is changing, last but not least in the context of social issues and tasks
of preventing social upheavals and instability. The globalization of social relations results in their transformation, including
fundamentally new mechanisms of control and decision-making. Knowledge of the social processes under way, discussion
of their trends and forecasts of likely results are becoming an important constituent of the task of attaining sustainable
development. Increasingly important in the present-day globalized world is the role of social consolidation of the population in
countries and regions. Human potential in conditions favorable for developing a free, thinking, informed, and responsibility-
conscious personality can become a factor of stability, and successfully fight against new challenges in the form of extremism,
racism, intolerance, and moral degradation. A particular place within the course is given to discussions of tolerance issues in
the context of social ties and cooperation, and failure of the multiculturalism policy against the background of misunderstood
European values.

The course in Support of Children, Protection of Their Rights, Child Homelessness, and Crime implies not only exposition
of basic knowledge on the subject, but also specific recommendations as to the methods and purpose of social support for
children, protection of their rights and interests. It provides a comprehensive analysis of the issue of child homelessness,
analyzes criminological, legal, pedagogical, social, and philosophical aspects of activity to prevent and eliminate the worst
social causes of the rise in juvenile delinquency, teenage crime that eventually grows into adult crime.

Global Management and Diplomacy

The course in Global Management and Diplomacy is to provide for the students studying under the International Basic

Especial attention is given to treating issues
of global management and diplomacy together with the problems of the increasingly globalized world and tasks reflected in
the concepts of foreign policy and security of major states.

The discipline Issues of Democracy, Self-Determination and Independence, Rights and Freedoms of Man and Citizen,
Freedom of Will, of the Press, and of Speech aims at forming in the students’ minds an integral idea of the main stages
in the establishment and development of democratic processes, understanding of the value of human and civil rights and
freedoms, freedom of will, of the press, and of speech. The course is aimed at acquainting students with the impact of
globalization and transformation of contemporary international and social relations on the rights and freedoms of the
individual and whole nations.

The course in Sociocultural Senses of European Values Evolution aims at examining the issues of cultural values from
the viewpoint of the sociological theory and simultaneously at analyzing the cultural substance of the social life forms in
European society. The social and cultural forms defined as European values are legitimized and regulated by evolutionary
norms, models, mores, customs and traditions. The course focuses on the set of problems in the cultural processes currently
under way in Europe and on following the evolution of European values.

What makes the course in Education and Science topical is the need to give students an adequate idea of the significance
of science and education and their efficaciousness in present-day global developments. The connection between education
and science acts as a major element in forming the humanitarian constituent in the system of training specialists. Education
and developments therein help further an active attitude to life, communicative qualities, and enables one to have an
integral vision of the modern world, and analyze complex problems of social relations in society.

The purpose of the course in Living Standards and Quality of Life, Its Length, Mortality Rates, Environmental Pollution
is to form knowledge about the peculiarities of demographic processes in today’s world related to the living standards and life
quality, longevity, mortality rates, suicide, and also the effect of environmental pollution on reproduction of population.

Interaction of cultures is a topical issue of today, and is on the global agenda of humanity’s development. Another pressing
issue is the versions of its implementation in various contexts given the obvious fact that the policy of multiculturalism has
failed. Under conditions of the permanent impact of globalization, which is characterized by increasing connectivity in the
world, interaction of cultures is getting ever more important and topical. Coexistence of different cultural contexts in the
modern global world conditions the need of involving the parties in interculture dialog and promoting the latter. Within
the course in Interaction of Cultures it is proposed
examining civilizational, national, ethnic, religious, and HUMAN POTENTIAL IN CONDITIONS FAVORABLE FOR
other constituents of interculture dialog, the impact of DEVELOPING A FREE, THINKING, INFORMED, AND

and methods of carrying on interculture dialog in light of
new challenges of modernity and cultural diversity.

Within the framework of the course in The Youth:
Social Problems, Culture, and Modern Communications o ———.
the object and subject specification of youth sociology is uncovered consistently, as well as topical social statuses and potential
of the youth, social stratification and self-identification of the youth, the youth social and cultural risk studies, family and
reproductive behavior of the youth, inclusion of the youth in the social communicative space, in the system of education, in
the fight for employment and labor markets.

The course in Issues of Trust in International Relations while Managing Social Transformations looks at matters related
to the creation and functioning of potential mechanisms of enhancing trust between states in order to jointly counter new
challenges and threats, and estimates the role of the states, from those that have proclaimed neutrality as an international law
instrument of maintaining world stability and security and to the ones that take an aggressive stand in international relations
to achieve unilateral advantages.

The course in The Position of Deprivation Categories, which includes convicts whose rights are lawfully or unlawfully
infringed upon, is a basis of forming ideas of deprivation features. The students study the notion of deprivation, analyze the
problem of rights infringement, specify the determinants of socially deprived categories. The course explores the issue of
unlawful deprivation, deprivation that in some states violates the rights of aliens, refugees, and displaced persons. The course
envisages a study of deprivation categories, singling out its grounds in the context of social upbringing and behavior.

The course in Social Transformations in the Context of Sustainable Development Objectives is to form in students an
idea of the content and imperatives of the large-scale program approved by the UNO for attaining by 2030 the mapped out
horizons of improving the situation in the world on the basis of implementing the 17 main goals of sustainable development,
each of which implies the necessary social transformations in the area.

Extradangerous Global Threats and Challenges

The course in Extradangerous Global Threats and Challenges aims at teaching students to deal with matters of
extradangerous threats and challenges existing in today’s world as the result of social transformations that emerge thanks
to the former and the tasks of fighting those. The course examines the particularly dangerous threats and challenges,
acquaints students with definitions of crime against peace, military crime, and crime against humanity, explains the
notion of genocide. The most attention is given to the issues of terrorism and other forms of political, social, ethnic,
racial, religious, and other persuasions increasingly widespread thanks to such unsettled global issues as social inequality,
poverty, destitution, hunger, and social distortions they engender. It explains the global threat of blanket destruction of
humanity by thermonuclear war and its consequences, i.e. radiological contamination and a nuclear winter that make
survival of man impossible, against the background of the recently sprung illusions about the chance of survival and
victory in a global nuclear conflict.

The course in New Humanism in the Context of Social Problems highlights the idea and content of the concept of new
humanism that carries on into the 21st century the noble traditions of Renaissance enlighteners and offers new principles of
peace and mutual understanding. The person at the origins of the new humanism concept was UNESCO Director General
Irina Bokova whose speech on September 7, 2010, in Milan became the first step on the road to comprehending this notion.
It was no accident that the concept of new humanism evolved in UNESCO, whose establishment immediately after World
War II proceeded on the platform of the provision recorded in its Charter Preamble to the effect that thoughts of war appear
in the minds of people, so it is necessary to root in their minds the idea of protecting peace. This basic principle of UNESCO
is more than ever topical today, given the bloody conflicts and destructive confrontations multiplying in the modern world.

The set of optional disciplines includes courses in Sustainable Development and Globalization, Strategic Stability and
Security of Society in Conditions of Globalization, The Methodology of Research into Public Opinion, Methods of Modeling
and Forecasting Global Processes, Information Support of Foreign Policy in the Age of Globalization, Global Political Risks,
Models of International Integration under Conditions of Globalization, Theoretical and Methodological Foundations of Global
Research, Global Security, Integration Processes in a Global World, which, together with the basic and variable sections,
ensure all-round training of specialists in managing social transformations.

The International Master’s Program of Social Transformations Management devised in accordance with the UNESCO
appeal for launching educational courses and creating materials under the MOST Program is to become part of the Universal
Strategy of Program Implementation.

Vestnik: Most Reverend, allow me to once again express gratitude for your consent to answer

questions of Vestnik.

I shall risk seeming predictable, but I would like to begin our talk with the question about the Novodevichy Convent.

How is the restoration and reconstruction work progressing on the Bell Tower and other buildings on the Convent territory

worst affected by fire and other factors?

Metropolitan Juvenaly: According to the Instructions
of Vladimir Putin, the President of the Russian Federation,
as well as on the order from the Culture Ministry of Russia
and under its control repair and restoration work is under
way at this highly valuable site of the cultural heritage of
Russia’s peoples, the Novodevichy Ensemble, which is to
be completed in 2022.

In March 2015, the scaffolding around the Convent
Bell Tower caught fire. The blaze damaged the dome

and the cross. Fortunately, by then the state designing
organization Central Scientific Restoration and Designing
Workshop had already prepared the design project, and the
cross was recreated in no time at all. I would like to say
that the project was the result of careful study of archival
materials, so the cross we see now is the exact replica of its
historic analog. This year it is planned to recreate the tower
clock that used to be mounted on the Bell Tower before
the 1917 Revolution.

Vestnik: Who is in charge of organizing the construction and restoration work?

Metropolitan Juvenaly: On May 20, 2013, RF President
Vladimir Putin signed Decree 496 “On Listing the Federal
Cultural Heritage Site, the Novodevichy Convent Ensemble,
among the Especially Valuable Cultural Heritage of the
Peoples of the Russian Federation,” under which the RF
Government was obligated to provide the legal, financial,
and logistical support needed to preserve in full the federal
cultural heritage site, the Novodevichy Convent Ensemble,
as an especially valuable item of cultural heritage of the
peoples of the Russian Federation.

Directive 2241-R of October 25, 2016, by the Government
of the Russian Federation approved the set of measures to
preserve the historical appearance of the especially valuable
site of the cultural heritage of the peoples of the Russian
Federation, the Novodevichy Convent Ensemble, under which
the full amount of work on the preservation and recreation

of the Novodevichy Convent is to be done within the period
of 2016 to 2024.

To carry out the said Directive, Russia’s Ministry of Culture
devised and approved on March 6, 2017 a plan of repair and
restoration work on the architectural ensemble until 2022.
The Moscow Diocese of the Russian Orthodox Church as the
user of the facility coordinated the plan in terms of measures
and execution period.

Under Federal Law 73-FZ, the powers in the area of
preservation, exploitation, popularization and state protection
of cultural heritage sites are given to the Ministry of Culture of
the Russian Federation. Accordingly, all organizational issues,
as well as regulation of the system of legal, financial, logistic,
and other measures aimed at accounting, studying cultural
heritage items, and also prevention of their destruction or
damage, are the responsibility of Russia’s Ministry of Culture.

Vestnik: Who is conducting the construction and restoration work?

Metropolitan Juvenaly: Since 2014, the Novodevichy
Convent Architectural Ensemble has been included in
the Culture of Russia Federal Target Program, under
which all the repair and restoration work on it has been
done to this day. This is how it happens. At the start of
each year, the Moscow Diocese of the Russian Orthodox
Church, as the facility user, submits to the Ministry of
Culture an application for taking part in the Culture
of Russia FTP and specifies the facilities in need of
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restoration in the coming year (it should be pointed out
that the Novodevichy Convent Architectural Ensemble
incorporates 47 assets.)

After the application has been accepted for examination,
the RF Government names the amount of money required
for the work, in accordance with the estimate documents
submitted by the Ministry of Culture. And then the Ministry
(or some other state organization on the Ministry’s bidding)
holds a tender among prospective executors of repair and

Vestnik: What is your assessment of the process?

Metropolitan Juvenaly: The repair and restoration
work on the Novodevichy Convent Architectural
Ensemble proceeded in 2014 and 2015. However,
after the 2015 fire on the Bell Tower, on the decision
of the Ministry of Culture, it was suspended for a
year in order to carefully study and analyze all the
potential risks that might be involved in restoration

work on this scale.

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RESTORATION OF THE ENSEMBLE OF THE NOVODEVICHY CONVENT IS ONGOING...

Metropolitan Juvenaly: From the start of the work on
the Novodevichy Convent Ensemble, the Moscow Diocese
has been participating in the sessions of the working group
of Russia’s Ministry of Culture that discuss the current
problems of restoration and map out its further strategy.

Neither Diocese representatives, nor the Convent
sisters, take part in the immediate restoration of the
monument, but the Church has the right to assist state
power bodies in the preservation, use, popularization, and
state protection of cultural heritage assets in accordance
with the RF legislation, which is stated in Article 8 of
Federal Law 73-FZ.

An instance of this kind of cooperation is the
establishment, on Order 252 by the Russian Culture Ministry

Culture

of March 3, 2014, of a working group for implementing
the set of measures to preserve the historical appearance
of the exceptionally valuable site of the cultural heritage of
the peoples of the Russian Federation, the Architectural
Ensemble of the Novodevichy Convent, approved by
Directive 2241-R of October 25, 2016, by the Government
of the Russian Federation, which included, on my blessing,
delegates from the Moscow Diocese of the Russian Orthodox
Church, Mother Superior Margarita (Feoktistova) of the
Novodevichy Convent of the Holy Virgin of Smolensk,
her adviser for relations with federal executive organs
VK. Kanev, and deputy director of the Ecclesiastical Museum
of the Moscow Diocese of the Russian Orthodox Church
Ya.Yu. Romanenkova.

Vestnik: Are foreign experts involved in designing, construction, and restoration work?

Metropolitan Juvenaly: As for attracting foreign experts
to carry out restoration work on the Ensemble, I would like to
say this. According to the requirements of the World Heritage
Convention, the national coordinator, in our case, the Russian
Ministry of Culture, should continuously monitor the site
of cultural heritage, and following the schedule approved
by UNESCO, send to UNESCO bodies regular reports on
the Novodevichy Convent Ensemble, which are to contain
information about, among other things, provision of various
resources for work on monument preservation.

In 2014, on the eve of large-scale restoration work on
the Novodevichy Convent Ensemble, the Moscow Diocese
prepared and sent to the Russian Culture Ministry this

kind of report where it gave a retrospective wording of the
outstanding universal value of the Novodevichy Convent
Ensemble facility, devised for the first time, considering the
nomination criteria of 2002, and informed UNESCO of all
the measures to protect the facility planned for the next few
years, including the repair and restoration work. UNESCO
accepted the report. The World Heritage Committee sent
no suggestions to the Russian Federation on participation
of foreign experts in the work on the Ensemble. I suppose
that the measures of preserving the unique monument listed
by this country in the report fully satisfied UNESCO, and
the latter did not deem it necessary to offer its specialists for
taking part in the project.

Vestnik: Could you describe the handover of the Convent buildings and facilities from the State History Museum to

the Church, and say a few words about the fate of cultural values, including the collection of icons and church plate, that

were museum exhibits and constituted the state part of the RF museum fund?

Metropolitan Juvenaly: On January 5, 2010, His Holiness
Patriarch Kirill met with RF Government Chairman Vladimir
Putin who said that in 2010 the Novodevichy Convent
Ensemble within whose walls the functioning Orthodox
nunnery is located would be handed over to the Russian
Orthodox Church.

On January 18, 2010, Director of the World Heritage
Center Mr. Francesco Bandarin sent to Envoy Extraordinary
and Plenipotentiary and Permanent Representative of the
Russian Federation at UNESCO Eleonora Mitrofanova
a notification about the changes in the system of
management and exploitation of the world heritage site,

the Novodevichy Convent Ensemble, and its transfer to
the Church. That letter said, among other things, that the
protection and management of world heritage sites were to
guarantee that the outstanding universal value, including
the conditions of integrity and authenticity that existed at
the moment of inclusion in the list, would be maintained
or improved in the future.

On March 22, 2010, the Novodevichy Convent
Ensemble was handed over to the Moscow Diocese of the
Russian Orthodox Church for unlimited use, that is the
Diocese became de facto the managing organization.

First, I will dwell on the transfer of buildings and
facilities to the Church as realty owned by the state and
forming part of the treasury of the Russian Federation.
Second, I will give you information about handing over to
the Moscow Diocese icons and church plate.

Let me say at once that the process of transferring
religious-purpose realty, namely, the entire Novodevichy
Convent Ensemble as a set of buildings of the ancient
Orthodox Christian cloister that will mark its 500th
anniversary within just a few years, proceeded in strict
accordance with Federal Law 327-FZ of November
30, 2010, “On Transferring to Religious Organizations
Property of Religious Purpose in Possession of the State
or Municipalities” Let me explain. This law defines
the procedure of handover without compensation of
religious-purpose property to religious organizations for
ownership or free use that was property of RF entities
or municipalities, and it is not effective with regard
to religious-purpose property that is part of museum
collections included in the Museum Fund of the Russian
Federation. The procedure of managing the Museum Fund
is regulated by the legislation of the Russian Federation on
the Museum Fund of the Russian Federation and museums
in the Russian Federation.

Until 2011, the handover of buildings from the Russian
Property Agency to the Moscow Diocese continued, and
was completed with the signing of a bilateral agreement of
use without compensation.

Simultaneously, icon stands with ancient icons were
being handed over to the Diocese.

It should be pointed out that in five temples of the
Novodevichy Convent there were five unique icon stands
at the time that were museum items and formed part
of the state section of the Museum Fund of the Russian
Federation. The icon stands, as inalienable parts of the
temples, were transferred to the Moscow Diocese for free
use. All the other museum items from the funds of the

Culture

State History Museum after the SHM left the premises of
the Novodevichy Convent were moved to the new fund
depositories of the museum.

As T have said earlier, the transfer of museum funds,
namely of icon stands, proceeded in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation on the Museum Fund
of the Russian Federation and museums in the Russian
Federation. Under the Order of the Culture Ministry, the
State History Museum and the Moscow Diocese signed
agreements on the handover of all the five icon stands.
These agreements named the conditions of safe custody of
museum items and provision of their preservation. After
that the parties signed transfer acts, and the icon stands
were actually handed over to the Moscow Diocese for use.

In 2010, I founded the Ecclesiastical Museum of the
Moscow Diocese of the Russian Orthodox Church that was
tasked, among other things, with monitoring the state of
preservation of museum fund items and timely informing
the State History Museum of possible changes in the
conditions of the icons.

At the moment, the Moscow Diocese is in fruitful
cooperation with the State History Museum. Museum
Director Alexei Konstantinovich Levykin and I applied
to the Russian Culture Ministry with a joint initiative of
creating exhibition and show centers in the vicinity of the
Novodevichy Convent where all items and church plate
could be displayed that used to be Convent property but
were now in the fund depositories of the History Museum.
Our initiative was endorsed, and on October 25, 2016, the
Government of the Russian Federation issued a directive
that provided for setting up an exhibition and show center
in the 2018-2023 period, which would be a structural
subunit of the State History Museum. We see extensive joint
work ahead that will hopefully result in the fulfillment of
aspirations of many generations of believers, namely, to see
our Orthodox objects of worship that were formerly in the
Novodevichy Convent and get a chance to venerate them.

Vestnik: Today the matter of transferring church buildings from the state to the Russian Orthodox Church is causing a

heated debate in society. It was exacerbated especially with regard to the transfer of St. Isaac’s Cathedral to the ROC; it is

an element of yet another world heritage site, the Historical Center of St. Petersburg and Related Groups of Monuments.

What is your vision of the problem?

Metropolitan Juvenaly: Since our present talk is largely
to do with issues related to cultural heritage sites on the
UNESCO list, one of which is the Novodevichy Convent
Ensemble, and accordingly issues of managing those, I'll

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Convent by a high monastic wall, and there is no passage
through the historical South Gate, which is now closed.
That cemetery is indeed the site of burials that occur even
now. We will leave it to Our Lord to assess those who were
laid to rest there. As for the practical side of the issue, the
decision of burial in the Novodevichy Cemetery is taken
by the Moscow City Government, among others.

All the necropolis monuments are within the
jurisdiction of the Cultural Heritage Department of
Moscow. In accordance with Directive 13 of January
15, 2013, “On Approving the Plan of the Department of
Cultural Heritage of the City of Moscow for Preservation
of Cultural Heritage Items, Works of Monumental
Art, the Historical and Army Necropolis and Artistic
Tomb Stones, and Repairs of Works of Monumental
Art that Are Not Cultural Heritage Items, for the 2013-
2016 Period,” during the said years some of the tomb

stones were restored, both on the territory of the
Novodevichy Convent and in the city cemetery.

However, given that within the monastic walls just a
small part of historical tombstones had been restored,
the Moscow Diocese applied to the Russian Culture
Ministry with a request for additional examination
of all the tombstones on the Convent territory in
order to discover new cultural heritage items to be
included in the unified state register of items of
cultural heritage (monuments of history and culture)
of the peoples of the Russian Federation, with their
subsequent restoration. The result was Clause 9 of
the aforementioned Directive by the Government of
the Russian Federation of October 25, 2016, which
tasked the Government of Moscow and the Russian
Culture Ministry with carrying out the said work in the
2017-2019 period.

Vestnik: Most Reverend, among the increasingly destructive and convoluted problems in the international field today

are intercivilizational relations between peoples and states. And UNESCO is certainly no stranger to the issue either.

Can one say that such a cultural and historical sacred place as the Orthodox Novodevichy Convent of the Holy Virgin of

Smolensk is one of the links joining the peoples of the world?

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VLADIMIR, SUZDAL, NOVGOROD, SOLOVKI:
25 YEARS ON THE WORLD HERITAGE LIST

T he UNESCO Convention Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage was opened for the

signing in 1972; however, the USSR joined it in 1988.

The first triplet of the Soviet historic and cultural heritage sites - the Moscow Kremlin, St. Petersburg, and Kizhi -
established by the Convention was inscribed in the World Heritage List in 1990.

In spite of hard times for Russia, three new nominations were prepared in 1991-1992 - White Monuments of

Vladimir and Suzdal, Historic Monuments of Novgorod and Its Environs, and the Historic and Cultural Ensemble of the

Solovetsky Islands. In 1992, these outstanding items of the Russian medieval architecture were accommodated under the

UNESCO protection.

Now, 25 years later, Vladimir and Suzdal, Novgorod and Solovetsky Islands are going to celebrate the jubilee

by holding themeatic events, installing commemorative plaques, launching of new tourist projects and, naturally, by

restoration work on the cultural heritage sites that are significant for both Russian and world history.

Arseni Mironov, Director, the D.S. Likhachev
Russian Scientific Research Institute for Cultural
and Natural Heritage:

The anniversary celebrants this year are Russia’s real
cultural brands which have been duly inscribed in the
World Heritage List and enjoy wide recognition and interest
both within Russia and beyond.

25 years is not a long time for monuments that are many
centuries old, but it is quite long a time, if one is to sum
up interim results and, having defined the problem area, to
open up a new stage of work. In this respect, chief assistance
to museums, monasteries, and other institutions in charge
of the UNESCO sites, to the bodies of government and local
self-administration must come from the scholars.

The D.S. Likhachev Russian Scientific Research
Cultural
cooperated on many issues with the Solovetsky and

Institute for and Natural Heritage has
Novgorod State Museum-Preserves and engaged in
research in the territories of the UNESCO sites. At the
moment, we are developing a management plan for the
White Monuments of Vladimir and Suzdal ordered
by the Vladimir and Suzdal Museum-Preserve; we are
also involved in organizing the thematic conference
in Novgorod. I hope, this year will be highlighted not
only by the jubilee events but also by fruitful work
that will enable us to significantly improve the quality
of management, monitoring and safe maintenance of
the Russian architectural masterpieces endowed with
prominent international significance.

White Monuments of Vladimir and Suzdal

Valdimir and Suzdal are towns with almost a thousand-year-long history. They are situated approximately
within 200 km to the North-East from Moscow; in the 12th-13th centuries, they headed the huge and powerful
Valdimir-Suzdal Princedom. Within more than eight and a half centuries here, in the center of the European part of
contemporary Russia, a pristine and unmatched school of architecture and art came about as a result of a “cultural
smelting”. Its typical features were: a rough stone walling made of white lime-stone (that gave rise to the name - the

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«White» Monuments), decorative stone-carved elements as well as refined elegance of proportions, external lightness
of buildings and the builders’ skill in fitting them into the natural landscape around.

In 1992, 25 years ago, the masterpieces of the white monuments of the Vladimir-Suzdal Rus were inscribed on the World
Heritage List. In Vladimir these are: The Assumption Cathedral (1158-1194), the Cathedral of St. Demetrius (1197), and the
unique monument of fortification architecture - the Golden Gate (1164). In Suzdal these are: the architectural ensemble of
the Kremlin (17th-18th centuries), the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Theotokos (1222-1225) and the ensemble of the Savior
Monastery of St. Euthymius (16th-19th centuries). The places inscribed as world heritage sites also comprise the St. Boris and
St. Gleb Church in Kideksha (1152), the Church of the Intercession on the Nerl (1165) and the ensemble of the Bogolyubsky

Monastery with the Nativity of the Virgin Cathedral (1158) and the palace of Grand Prince Andrei Bogolyubsky (1158).

Igor Konyshev, Director-General, the Vladimir-
Suzdal State Museum-Preserve:

Pre-Mongolian architecture of Vladimir-Suzdal Rus is a
unique phenomenon of world culture. It is distinguished by
a very refined and organic intertwining of Byzantine, West
European, Oriental and ancient Russian artistic elements.
Our cathedrals built of white stone are not just architectural
monuments but they are real treasure houses that store
the masterpieces of Russian icon-painting, murals and
decorative and applied art.

The museum exercises effective management and looks
after the maintenance of the world heritage sites. We do a
regular monitoring of the monuments’ technical condition and
perform restoration work. In the last few years, we did what
was needed to consolidate the foundations and the walls, to
protect and refurbish the white lime-stone, to repair the roofs
and the domes, the window and the door assemblies, to replace
electrical wiring and electrical equipment. Special mention has
to be made of arrangements to normalize the humidity and
temperature conditions (installing the system of ventilation
and air conditioning) in the Assumption Cathedral and the
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Kymsrypa

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In 2017, in connection with the 25th anniversary of
inscribing the property «White Monuments of Vladimir
and Suzdal» in the World Heritage List, the museum-
preserve is planning to install the UNESCO commemorative
plaque, to publish an architectural, travel guide, to take part
in the European Heritage Days and to further popularize
the masterpieces of Vladimir and Suzdal architecture.

Historic Monuments of Novgorod and Its Environs

The most ancient mention of Novgorod dates back to the 9th century; the town is situated on the trade routes which in
the Middle Ages connected Central Asia with Northern Europe and the Baltic and Scandinavian countries with Byzantine.
Novgorod and its vicinity are directly connected with the 9th-10th centuries process of the Ancient Russian State formation;
this laid the groundwork for defining the outstanding universal value of the site «Historic Monuments of Novgorod and Its
Environs». On December 14, 1992, the 16th Session of the World Heritage Committee included it in the World Heritage
List as No 604. This multicomponent site is composed of 37 stand-alone monuments and architectural ensembles of Veliky
Novgorod, out of which 13 are financed by the Novgorod Museum-Preserve and the remaining 24 are under the management
of the Novgorod Metropolis, the Novgorod State University, and in the inventory of the Administration of Veliky Novgorod.

The value of the World Heritage Site’s each particular component is ensured since each has been assigned its official boundaries
and protection zones, and all the attributes that reflect the universal value are within the Site’s bounds. This provides an ample idea
of its significance as a time transgressive but also a single and compact architectural ensemble. A unique landmark that is part
and parcel of the Site is the archeological layer of the 10th-17th-centuries Novgorod that occupies an immense area (nearly 347
hectares) within the bounds of the historic part of the Okolny Gorod and is up to 7-8 meters thick.

There were three outright criteria thatlaid the foundation for recognizing the universal value of the «Historic Monuments of Novgorod
and Its Environs» World Heritage Site. First, they have reflected the importance of kinship between human values and the development
of architecture, monumental art, and urban construction of ancient Rus. Second, the sites in Novgorod are an outstanding example of
pre-Mongolian architecture; actually they are «a chronicle in stone» of the ancient Russian history. And, finally, they are part and parcel of
events, traditions, ideas, religious views, and works of ancient Russian art that belong in the prominent heritage of all mankind.

Historic monuments and architectural ensembles inscribed in the World Heritage List are under special control of the State
Safety Authorities of the RF Ministry of Culture and the Government of the Novgorod Region, — something that allows to effectively

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remove any threat of reclaiming or neglecting their distinguishing features. The realization of planned control over all activities
within the zone of the reserve site makes it possible to do archeological excavations in due time before the commencement of any
construction work and thereby ensure the study and safekeeping of the town’s archeological cultural layer, that is marked with

sterility and dated by means of reliably developed methods of dendrochronology which enjoy world renown.

Natalia Grigoryeva, Director-General, the
Novgorod Museum-Preserve:

It is only St. Petersburg to which the monuments of
Novgorod inscribed in the World Heritage List in 1992 are
falling behind in terms of the number of their components.
These architectural and archeological sites and the masterpieces
of the church and civil architecture are of extreme significance
for Russian and world history and culture.

In the past 25 years major restoration works were done
on the territory of the Novgorod Kremlin - these were the
Kremlin walls and towers, the Chamber of Facets, the Belfry
of St. Sophia, the Clock Tower; territory improvement was
done in the central area of the Kremlin, facades of the church
monuments in the Yaroslav’s Courtyard were renovated.

The renovation Center for the Restoration of Monumental
Painting was opened in the St. Anthony Monastery as a
unique laboratory which not only studies old frescoes but also
implements educational programs for university students.

A number of churches were renovated - the Savior Church
on Nereditsa, the Church of the Transfiguration of the Savior on
Ilyna Street, the Church of Theodore Stratilates on the Creek.

Restoration is currently going on in the Church of Annunciation
at Gorodishche; preparatory work is being done for the
restoration of the St. Nicholas Church on Lipnya Islet.

Various activities will be dedicated to the 25th anniversary
of the inscription of the Site «Historic Monuments of Novgorod
and Its Environs» in the World Heritage List which is an
important event for Novgorod and the Novgorod Region.
For example, among them there will be special tourist routes
along the sites included in the World Heritage List; educational
programs were drawn up for working with children in order to
familiarize them with the UNESCO sites; the town libraries are
planningtorunlecture cycles with a view to study and popularize
the «Historic Monuments of Novgorod and Its Environs»
World Heritage Site. The Novgorod Museum-Preserve, the
Humanitarian Academy and Novgorod Philharmonic Society
will run the closing event of the jubilee year — the International
Scientific Conference «The Monuments of the North-West of
Russia as Part of World Heritage», within whose framework it
is planned to open the UNESCO Commtmouative Plaque and
to have the presentations by another two anniversary celebrant
regions dealing with their World Heritage sites.

The Cultural and Historic Ensemble of the Solovetsky Islands

«The Solovetsky complex is the acme of the Russian Orthodox stamina and courage; an outstanding example of a monastic
settlement in the inhospitable environment of northern Europe, which admirably illustrates the faith, tenacity and enterprise of late
medieval religious communities» — this is exactly the definition of the unique universal value of the «Cultural and Historic Ensemble
on the Solovetsky Islands» supplied by the International Council on Monuments and Sites ICOMOS) in 1992 when inscribing the
ensemble in the World Heritage List .

The Solovetsky Monastery was founded in 1429 by the efforts of the venerable monks Zosima, Savvatiy and Herman honored by
the Russian Orthodox Church. Since then the monastery faced many attacks by Russia’s geopolitical adversaries who were attracted
by the favorable strategic location and the wealth of the monastery.

The 16th-18th centuries were the prime time of the Solovetsky Monastery, which, by that time, became not merely a spiritual

center in Russia but also a major economic entity.

The monastery possessed many craft shops, salt-works, fisheries, forgeries, wild captures, saw-mills, and tanneries. By their hard

work the monks and believers connected the rivers and lakes in the Bolshoi Solovetsky Island into a single water engineering system

which has existed to date. Water coming to the monastery through the canals drove the mechanisms of the flower mill, the saw-mill,

and the graving dock.

In the 1920s, the monastery was closed, and the Solovki Prison Camp was set up as one of the first and the most notorious prison

camps of the Soviet period within the GULAG system. During the time of the prison camp’s existence nearly 80 thousand people

were confined here, and more than half of this number died their death through violence. This horrible period in the history of the
Solovetsky Islands is described by Alexander Solzhenitsyn in his book «The GULAG Archipelago».
In 1967, a new leaf was turned in the history book of the Solovetsky Islands - the Solovetsky Museum-Preserve was set up; in

1995, it was included in the State Collection of particularly valuable cultural heritage sites of the peoples of the Russian Federation.

Thanks to their high status, the Solovetsky Islands are now the focal point of attention for the top-level leadership of Russia and

of the Russian Orthodox Church.

The Solovetsky Stauropigial Monastery of the Holy Transfiguration of God resumed its activity in 1990. In 1992 the main

shrine - the hallowed remains of the founders of monastery life on the Islands - the venerable wonder-worker monks Zosima,

Savvatiy, and Herman — was returned back to the Solovetsky Islands. Buildings handed over to the monastery for use are used in

keeping with their historical purpose and have acquired an authentic environment in their new existence.

Today the Solovetsky Monastery and the Solovetsky Museum-Preserve are the managing authorities of the World Heritage

Site «Cultural and Historic Ensemble of the Solovetsky Islands»; in their organic partnership they provide for the exploration, safe-

keeping, and publication of the triune spiritual, cultural, and natural heritage of the archipelago.

Archimandrite Porphiri, Abbot and Superior
of the Solovetsky Monastery, Director of the
Solovetsky State Museum-Preserve:

The Cultural and Historic Ensemble of the Solovetsky
Islands was inscribed in the World Heritage List
according to the iv criterion, and, for that matter,
a deep and accurate formulation was found: «The
Solovetsky ensemble is an outstanding example of a
monastic settlement in the inhospitable environment
of northern Europe, which admirably illustrates the
faith, tenacity, and enterprise of late medieval religious
communities».

However, if the nomination were made today, almost
all the 10 criteria would be applicable to the Solovetsky
Islands.

Indeed, the Solovetsky ensemble is a system of
church buildings, residential and housekeeping quarters,
fortification structures and waterworks, the network of
roads and the lakes and canals systems created by the
efforts of the Solovetsky Monastery over the period of
five centuries. It is the only site of this kind in terms
of its consistency, diversity, and completeness of
elements preserved in it, which illustrate various sides of
the monastery’s life in the conditions of the Russian
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High North - its spiritual, artistic, everyday, crafts, and
capture activities.

Surrounded by the picturesque taiga and seascapes,
the ensembles of the monastery buildings lie on five large
islands of the archipelago revealing a perfect harmony of
man-made and natural environment.

Besides the monastery’s extensive activities one
finds here the monuments that date back to the 6th-
Ist millennia B.C.; there still remain multiple pieces of
evidence from the 1923-1939 period of the Solovki prison
camps. The Solovetsky Islands are permanently associated
in the public mind with the system of penitentiaries of the
Soviet period - the «GULAG Archipelago».

The past 25 years deepened both our vision of the
outstanding universal value of the Solovetsky Islands
and the conceptual UNESCO idea of world heritage. In
particular, the two aspects of the value - the cultural and
the spiritual one - have been recognized today as equally
important parts of an integral whole. There appeared and
is increasing in use the notion of «intangible heritage»
which allows to reflect the unquestionable value of the
spiritual centers of the world, the Solovetsky Monastery
being one of them. Obviously, this recognition is due to the
historical fact that out of the thousand of sites recognized

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as the treasure of mankind more than half were created
by religious communities. The Solovetsky Islands and
other phenomena of their kind are in no way reducible
to the existence of material monuments, their sustainable
preservation, interpretation, and popularization. Such
places are imbued with a rich sacred meaning that
promotes man to self-cognition, to knowing the goal and
significance of human life, of his nation’s history and of
its destiny. Here an individual experiences serenity and
the sense of peace, and goes back to life imbued with joy,
the sense of purpose, and energy.

The reinstatement of the monastery life on the
Solovetsky Islands in 1990, the resumption liturgies in the
cathedrals and priories gave a genuine sense of purpose to
the work for restoring and preserving the unique cultural
heritage.

Practical interaction with the UNESCO became
really tangible in the past five years. Every session of the
UNESCO World Heritage Committee pays due attention
to the Solovetsky Islands. Especially valuable for us were
the advisory missions in 2013 and 2015. Among other
things, the experts expressed their full empathy with
the experience in maintaining the entire territory and
the water space of the Solovetsky Archipelago as a single
and indivisible complex of spiritual, cultural, and natural
heritage. Such an approach is implemented both in the
strategic planning documents and in the new RF law -
in the notion of a «place of interest with religious and
cultural significance».
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Culture

The status of World Heritage site, just like the status of
a particularly valuable cultural heritage site of the peoples
of the Russian Federation, had a noticeable effect on the
situation on the Solovetsky Islands. They attracted the
attention and concern of the top-level leadership of the
RF and of the Russian Orthodox Church.

Numerous decisions have been taken by the
government that allowed to safeguard the protection
of the territory and the cultural heritage sites as well
as to provide full-scale federal budget financing of the
renovation work on the monuments of the Solovetsky
cultural and historic ensemble.

The jubilee year of the inscription in the UNESCO
World Heritage List coincided with the 50th anniversary
of the Solovetsky Museum-Preserve, the 75th anniversary
of the establishment of the Solovetsky Naval Cadet School,
the centenary of the October Revolution and the 80th
anniversaryofthe Great Purgetragedy. Theseanniversaries
will be marked by scientific conferences and celebrations
with the participation of government and church officials.
We are going to host the UNESCO advisory mission and
expect a discussion of the topic of the Solovetsky Islands
at the 41st session of the World Heritage Committee. The
appraisal of the impact on the outstanding universal value
has been rooted as a compulsory element of any research
and design documents in the Solovetsky Island, and this
definitely guarantees a comprehensive preservation of

our miraculous Solovetsky Islands.

Introduction

That Russia is a multilingual country will be news
to most people outside its borders. Formerly, when the
Soviet Union was in existence, lots of people in the
world might have known or suspected that this was not
merely a vast country, but a vast multiethnic one. But
as I have had occasion to see lately, very few persons
realized that even then, and now too, people are rather
vague on the fact that Russia, which is half the Soviet
Union in terms of population numbers, is also a country
of extraordinary multiethnicity. At any rate, nearly all of
my educated colleagues abroad, even in Europe, learned
this from me for the first time and found it something
of an eyeopener that Russia was populated not only by
ethnic Russians. All Europeans assume that Russia, like
any major country, should apparently have quite a few
immigrants. They sense that since the Russian Empire
and the Soviet Union, a lot of ethnic communities may
have been living on the territory of contemporary Russia.
But their amazement knows no bounds when I tell them
that, apart from ethnic Russians, there are a hundred
more indigenous peoples living in the country. By
indigenous I mean those peoples who either historically
evolved within the borders of Russia’s current territory,
or have been resident largely there for centuries, and
possess neither state formations nor large areas of

habitation outside Russia.

Itis another thing that baffles me. The fact that even in this country people are not exactly aware of that. Admittedly, I also discovered

just how rich and diverse Russia’s language wealth really was only in 2006, when I took up professionally issues of polylingualism in

cyberspace at the request from the RF UNESCO Commission.

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We still boast a fairly good education system, and this is known worldwide. People here have been learning history,
geography, and social sciences since childhood, but so remarkable and significant a fact, for some reason, often gets
overlooked. I think it a grave mistake. We are used to taking pride in our great history, our tremendous achievements
in art, culture, science, in developing outer space, and in various other spheres. But we are only just beginning to realize,
I believe, that we possess not only a great cultural heritage, but also a great cultural diversity. And we are only just beginning
to feel proud of the fact in earnest. While formerly no one paid much attention to this, as it seemed a matter of course — how
could it be otherwise?

Nowadays, when we have taken to traveling widely and comparing Russia to other countries, we understand better and
value more our own country. When politicians in other countries, the world over, keep appealing for tolerance, and respect
for ethnic minority rights, we see increasingly clearly that Russia not only treats the rights of ethnic minorities with tolerance,
but has consciously and purposefully aided their cultural uniqueness and identity, preservation and development of their
languages throughout its history, and not by word but by deed.

Publishers in Russia issue books and periodicals almost in all indigenous peoples’ languages; children are taught in
their native tongues, at least in primary school; television and radio broadcasting is done in those languages as well, and
corresponding information resources are
created and furthered in the Internet. All
languages are studied and scrupulously

I think it a significant achievement that no other major multilingual country seems to be able to boast.

Russia is not only one of the world’s countries with most numerous nationalities and languages. It is also one of the most
polyreligious countries. It is not only Christianity and Islam that have been historically rooted here. Judaism and paganism
are also widespread. Moreover, we have two compactly living Buddhist nations, the Buryat and the Kalmuck. When one asks
a European whether there is a Buddhistic nation in Europe, they say no, without a second thought. But there is! They are
Kalmucks, the descendents of the Mongolian tribes that migrated in the late 16th and early 17th centuries from Central Asia
to the Lower Volga and the areas north of the Caspian Sea. And they currently have their own ethnic state entity within the
Russian Federation, the Kalmyk Republic.

Respect and friendly feelings for all our indigenous peoples, awareness that they are all our brothers, this is the primary
reason why their languages are respected and preserved in Russia.

that is to say they see the word as denoting at once the ethnicity and the citizenship.

Modern Russian has two notions to describe these different essences; (1) Russians (russkie, pronounced [rouss-ki-
ye]), which means basically ethnic Russians, and (2) rossiyane, pronounced [ros-see-ya-neh]), that is Russia’s citizens in
their entirety (this term is unambiguously understood as referring strictly to the citizenship, relationship with Russia, but
certainly not ethnicity.)

During my numerous visits to the United States where I spoke to Americans, whether men or women, about their
nationality, upon discovering, say, that their grandparents were Italian immigrants, and the parents of his/her spouse also
came from Italy, I each time tried to tell them, “But how can you be Americans? You are Italians resident in the US!” And
they invariably hotly protested, “Oh yes, we are Americans! We are not Italians! It was our ancestors who were Italians.”

In the United States everyone is American. But things are rather different in Russia.

When in Russia or communicating in Russian, members of Russias indigenous peoples (be it Tatars, Yakut, Udmurt,
Chechen, Kalmuck or any other), asked about their nationality in Russian will never say they are Russians. They will say,
we are Tatars, we are Yakut, we are Udmurt, we are Chechen, we are Kalmuck. Gathering together, Tatars, Yakut, Udmurt,
Chechen, and Kalmuck won’t ever say “We are Russians,” either. They will say, “We are Rossiyane” But abroad, especially
in an English-speaking country, or simply talking to someone in English, they will most likely (not to go into detail and
invite more questions) describe themselves as Russians, and not as Rossiyane, because the latter notion is absent from the

English language.

The State Makeup and Nationalities Autonomies in Russia

It is important to understand that the country’s state and administrative and territorial arrangement can
encourage conservation of the ethnic identity of minority peoples and their ethnic languages, or it can facilitate
assimilation of these peoples and eventual marginalization of their languages. A unitary system in the country with
a polyethnic population speeds up and intensifies unification of cultures, ousting to the periphery all languages
except the state one. A federative state, conversely, curbs the processes of language demise and can even promote
their development.

Russia (the Russian Federation) is a complexly composed federation comprising 85 entities, which include 50 regions,
eight territories, 21 republics, five autonomous districts, and one autonomous region.

Regions are administrative and territorial units where it is not just ethnic Russians that are in the majority, but where
there are no well-defined areas of compact residence of other ethnic groups, or the latter are fairly small (under 1%).

Territories are large administrative and territorial entities comprising autonomous districts with areas of compact

residence of minority ethnic groups.

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Republics are RF entities where not only Russians but also other major ethnoses (by the RF standards) reside in comparable
proportions. The republics are named after these ethnoses. For instance, the Republic of Tatarstan is called so because the
Tatars have been living there historically; the Republic of Buryatia borrows its name from the Buryat, and so on. Republics
within the RF have their own constitutions and enjoy more independence from the central (Federal) government than do
territories, regions and autonomous districts.

Most major or relatively numerous indigenous peoples of Russia have their nationality entities (autonomies), which are
called Russian Federation entities.

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The State and Official Languages of Republics within the Russian Federation

Under the general rule, the state languages within the Russian Federation are Russian and the language of the title nation
that has given the name to the republic, even though in some cases this title nation can constitute an ethnic minority there. For
instance, in the Republic of Bashkiria, one of the largest RF entities with a population of nearly four million, Bashkir proper
account for a mere 30% while Russians constitute 43.6%.

In several republics, two or more languages are recognized as state ones. E.g., in the Republic of Kabarda-Balkaria the status
of state language, apart from Russian, is given to Kabardian-Circassian and Karachai-Balkar. In the Republic of Mordovia,
these are the Moksha and the Erzya languages.

The Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) is one of the world’s unique places as far as language conservation goes. There not only
the language of the small title nation is progressing (the Yakut language), but the title nation itself looks after the development
of ethnic languages of the small indigenous groups of the North. The Even, Evenki, Yukaghir, Dolgan, Chukchi languages,
despite the small numbers of their speakers, are recognized official languages in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).

An interesting and in a way unique example is the Republic of Daghestan in the North Caucasus where over
120 nationalities reside side by side, but there is no officially recognized title nation there. Its political attributes
are currently given to the 14 indigenous peoples of Daghestan whose languages belong to three language families,
the Daghestani-Nakh branch of the Iberian-Caucasian language family; the Turkic group of the Altai language
family; the Indo-European language

Daghestan is a highland republic and the common joke there is that on top of each hill there lives a different nation
with a language of its own.

Establishing state languages does not imply that other languages of Russias peoples will be neglected. All of them are
guaranteed the right to preserve their native tongue, and conditions for its learning and development. The Republic of Tatarstan
does champion work to preserve the culture and languages of its resident Bashkirs, Udmurt, and Chuvash. The Republic of
Chuvashia does similar work for its Tatars, Bashkirs, etc. Similar processes are under way in Bashkiria. These three republics

Russia is also unique in having nearly forty (!) languages of the indigenous peoples in ethnic republics with a status of state

and official languages.

The Ethnic and Linguistic Composition of Russia’s Population

The state language of Russia is Russian. This is the widest spread language, rich, expressive, with a more than a thousand-

year-old alphabet; there is great literature, science, and education system in this language. State document circulation is also

done in Russian. Virtually throughout Russia the Russian language is also used as the language of interethnic communication.

Table 2 shows the population of Russia grouped according to language families and groups, which include Russia’s

indigenous ethnoses, mostly those who live only in Russia an have no state formations and large areas of settlement outside

Russia (according to the 2010 census).

Apart from Russian, the widest spread languages in Russia are the following four, Tatar (5.35 million speakers), Bashkir
(1.38 million), Chechen (1.33 million), and Chuvash (1.33 million).

There are nine languages spoken by 400,000 to one million persons: Avar (785,000), Kabardian-Circassian (588,000), Darghin
(504,000), Ossetian (494,000), Udmurt (464,000), Kumyk (458,000), Yakut (456,000), Mari (451,000), Ingush (405,000).

There are 15 languages of Russia’s indigenous peoples spoken by 50,000 to 400,000 persons. They are Lezghin (397,000),
Buryat (369,000), Karachai-Balkar (303,000), Tuva (243,000), Komi (217,000), Roma (167,000), Kalmuck (154,000), Lak
(153,000), Adygei (129,000), Tabasaran (128,000), Komi-Permian (94,000), Nogai (90,000), Altai (66,000), Karelian (53,000),
Khakass (52,000).

To be sure, by the Russian standards the languages of all Russia’s indigenous peoples are minority tongues and are getting
marginalized to a greater or lesser degree, for a member of some indigenous ethnic community fluent only in their native
language and with just a smattering of Russian cannot seriously count on a good career or full-scale self-realization if their

activity has any relation to the intellectual sphere.

Jeopardized Languages of Russia’s Peoples

Over one third of all languages currently functional on Russia’s territory are at risk or facing a prospect of disappearance;
first of all, this refers to the languages of those ethnic groups that number fewer than 50,000 members. Above all, these are
smaller indigenous ethnoses of the Far North, Siberia, and the Far East.

Even though the languages and culture of these ethnic groups are given extra attention on the part of the Russian authorities
at all levels, there is a risk of their eventual extinction that should not be underestimated.

A person with only a vague idea of the multiethnic Russia can easily be tempted to assume that the minority languages
are threatened because their speakers have for centuries been dissolved and continue to be dissolved among ethnic Russians.
Not quite so, though. Talking of the smaller indigenous ethnic groups in the Far North, sometimes the opposite is the case.
Frequently they got assimilated and are assimilated by similar small indigenous ethnoses of the Far North, except that the
latter are more numerous. Let me show this citing the example of the Kerek, Koryak, and Chukchi languages. All of them
belong to the Chukchi-Kamchatkan group of Palaco-Asiatic languages.

LANGUAGE DIVERSITY IN RUSSIA CO ication and I ﬁ tion

The Kerek are a Palaeo-Asiatic people resident in the extreme Northeast of Russia, on Chukotka. In the course of the 2010
all-Russia census only four people declared themselves to be Kerek. In 1897, there were 102 of them; in 1959, under 100; in
2002 only eight Kerek people were left. Archeologists date the emergence of Kerek original ancient archeological culture the
first half of the first millennium B.C.

In the 20th century, the Kerek lived in Chukotka in several townships, in separate families, but together with the Chukchi.
The Chukchi are the most numerous indigenous ethnic group of continental Chukotka that evolved there at the turn of the
third millennia B.C. By Russia’s standards, the Chukchi are a small ethnic group. By the Chukotka standards, though, this is a
huge nation. The number of Chukchi increased slightly over the last few years. According to the 2002 all-Russia census, there

were 15,767 of them, while the 2010 census registered 15,908 persons.

Small wonder that the Kerek were almost totally assimilated by the Chukchi in the 20th century. For the last few decades
the Kerek spoke mostly the Chukchi language, and to a lesser extent — Russian; the Kerek language survived in passive form.

Since the Chukotka Autonomous District borders the Koryak Autonomous District, Kerek is close to the Koryak language,
and some scholars even consider it a Koryak dialect. The Kerek people themselves used to be numbered among the Koryak
in the past centuries.

The Koryak, like the Chukchi, are another small ethnic group of the Far North (with just under 9,000 members); they live
mostly in a compact community in the north of the Kamchatka Peninsula. At present, the Koryak mostly speak Russian, but
nearly two thousand of them still preserve the Koryak language.

The Kerek language, given the extremely small numbers of its speakers, remained without an alphabet. Its brief scientific
description was not carried out till 1954-1956.

The Koryak and the Chukchi languages, by contrast, are written. They were given alphabets in 1931.

Clearly, a language survives better when it is not only spoken, but studied. Preferably, it should be a language not just to be
learned, but also a language of teaching. Obviously, teaching all or even some of school subjects in Koryak and Chukchi is not
feasible. But ensuring the learning of these languages was a successful proposition.

As a result, the Koryak language is taught in the primary school (in the first and second forms), although only one of its
dialects is involved. Teachers of Koryak are trained at the Teacher Training College in the capital of the Koryak Autonomous
District, the Palana settlement. There are 35 teaching aids issued in this language. What hampers the development of a literary
Koryak language is its numerous dialects.

The Chukchi language, as the tongue of a larger ethnic group, is used in education more extensively. For a long time it
was taught in the first four forms of primary school. In 1993, it was decided to teach the Chukchi language in ethnic schools
for 11 years, and by now the textbooks of Chukchi for forms one to six had already been issued.

Also, the Chukchi language is taught as a subject not only in the Chukchi Autonomous District (at the Anadyr Higher
Pedagogical College, Anadyr being the capital of the District), but also beyond its borders, on the territory of two other RF
entities, at the ethnic college in the town of Chersky settlement, in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), and at the International
Pedagogical University in Magadan.

Newspapers printed in the Chukchi and Koryak Autonomous Districts have supplements and pages in Chukchi and in
Koryak. There are television and radio broadcasts in both languages, and fiction pieces are published as well, both translated
and original, the latter having emerged in the 1930s and developed in the 1970s. In Soviet years, all educated people in the
USSR knew the name of Chukchi writer Yuri Rytheu, whose works were widely read and translated not only into Russian, but
also, from Russian, into several European languages.

It is important to note that both languages, Koryak and Chukchi, are studied as a separate subject at one of Russia’s
foremost universities in St. Petersburg, namely at the Institute of Far North Peoples of the Alexander Herzen State Pedagogical

The Languages of Migrants

Over the last few years, given the powerful migration flows, the languages of the peoples from the ex-Soviet Union
are increasingly widespread; Azerbaijani, Armenian, Tajik, Kyrghyz, Uzbek, Moldavian, and also languages of other
countries - Chinese, Vietnamese, and others. Each of these is now spoken in Russia by hundreds of thousands, if not
by millions of people.

But these languages are not examined within the framework of this presentation as languages of Russia’s peoples, since

these ethnic groups have their own states outside Russia. Armenians have Armenia, Azerbaijani have Azerbaijan, etc.

Q

All of the above does not imply that there are no language problems in Russia, either to do with preserving languages or
studying and teaching them, or else with disseminating them. These problems are well in evidence, and there are quite a few of
them. They are complicated in every respect, political, cultural, educational, nurturing, enlightenment, ethical, and economic
(preserving languages costs a pretty penny!).

And they are far from being the problems of minority languages only where they are minority by the Russian standards, but
on the territory of their use (including on the territory of a specific autonomy) frequently happen to be a majority language.

Preserving and studying the Russian language also involve some problems.

One of these is that in some ethnic autonomies (RF entities) the local ethnic languages are beginning to be learned
and strengthened at the expense of teaching and using Russian. The desire of the local authorities to build up their
ethnic language results in even Russian children being taught it from age four, when they are still uncertain speakers of
their native Russian.

But all of these problems are openly discussed in Russia. And in one way or another, sooner or later they get solved
somehow.

It is another problem that does not, a more general one, that seems to affect the whole world. University lecturers observe
linguistic degradation in every new generation of undergraduates. “Whereas a decade ago young people found it a problem to
put their ideas in writing, now they have difficulty even uttering them properly”

But this is not so much a problem of Russia, or of each country taken separately. This is a problem of our entire civilization.

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UNESCO REPORT ON SCIENCE WAS ISSUED IN THE RUSSIAN LANGUAGE

There are fewer grounds today than in the past to feel sorry for the difference between the North and the South in the
sphere of scientific research and innovations. This is one of the major conclusions of the UNESCO Report on Science: Along
the Way to 2030.

The Russian edition of the UNESCO Report on Science can now be familiarized with openly and loaded from the UNESCO
portal http://unesdoc.unesco.org/images/0023/002354/235406r.pdf. It was published by the Magistr-Press Publishers with
financial support of St. Petersburg State University of Information Technologies, Mechanics and Optics (ITMO), National
Research University.

The original English edition was issued in November 2015.

It follows from the report that despite the economic crisis of 2008 experienced by industrially advanced countries, the
gross domestic expenditures on scientific research and experimental and design works in the period between 2007 and
2013 grew by 31% in the world. In 2013, they amounted to $1.478 billion, as compared to $1.132 billion in 2007, that is,
they grew faster than the world GDP during the same period (20%).

The United States holds first place, as before (28%), then comes China (20%), which has outstripped the European Union
(19%), and Japan (10%). The share of the Russian Federation in world investments in R&D went down from 2.0% to 1.7%
from 2009 to 2013.

Many countries with alow and medium income level have used the raw material boom in order to boost their expenditures
on research, including Brazil, Ethiopia, Kenya, Mali, Malaysia, and Turkey. In Central Asia, R&D expenditures remained low
- 0.2%-0.4% of the GDP. They were a little higher in Belarus (0.7% of the GDP), and also in Ukraine, which suffered from
repeated economic crises (0.8% of the GDP).

Paradoxical as it might seem, a rapid economic growth due to a raw material boom from 2000 to 2008 actually weakened
motivation of Russian industrial enterprises for modernization and innovations. A consequence to this was a rapid increase of
the import of advanced technologies and growing technological dependence on highly developed countries in certain spheres,
such as the pharmaceutical industry and high-tech medical equipment, the report says. In May 2014, the President of Russia
called for the broadening of programs of import substitution with a view to opposing this trend.

Despite the fact that the federal budget allocations on R&D grew from 63 to 81 billion rubles (in constant prices of
2000) in the period between 2009 and 2013, research and development intensity fell down from 1.25% to 1.12% of the GDP.

The main share of research is concentrated in industry (60%), however, it finances only 28% (2013). The low share of R&D
financed by industry is a problem plaguing the country for many years, the report notes. Besides, it was steadily coming down
from 2000 (33%). Innovations are largely limited by the domestic market. One of the problems singled out by the report is
that only one of four innovative enterprises makes inventions in the field of the environmental protection. Most enterprises
are indifferent to “green” technologies.

One of the aims of the Russian President’s decree in 2012 was to raise the intensity of research activity to 1.77% of the GDP
by 2015. The government also hopes to enhance the contribution of high-tech industries to economic growth.

The number of research workers in the world has grown by more than 20% since 2007. At the same time, this cannot be
said about Russia, where their share in the world number has dwindled from 7.3% to 5.7%.

One of five research workers live in the European Union today (22%), China follows next (19%), which boasts more
researchers than the United States (17%).

More than 60 experts took part in compiling the report, each of them examined a country or region of his or her origin.
The UNESCO Report on Science along the Road to 2030 contains more information about countries than previous editions. The
development trends in science, engineering, and innovation policy from 2009 to the middle of 2015 described in it give the
necessary basic information about problems and priorities of countries, which will guide them in the realization of the agenda
in the interests of sustainable development up to 2030.

The report will be published in six languages. The French version was issued in Jibuti on December 4, 2016, jointly with
the Ministry of Higher Education and Scientific Research of the Republic of Jibuti. The Chinese version, and also Arab and
Spanish editions, came off the press at the beginning of 2017.

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The Sixth International Conference of ministers and senior officials responsible for physical education and sport
(MINEPS VI) organized by UNESCO will take place in Kazan from July 13 to 15.

Preparations of MINEPS VI are taken care of by the Program Committee and Organizing Committee. The former, which is
in charge of the program of the conference, includes representatives of UNESCO, Ministry of Sport of the Russian Federation,
International Olympic Committee (IOC), International Paralympic Committee (IPC), International Sport for All Associa-
tion (TAFISA), Chairman of the Intergovernmental Committee for Physical Education and Sport (CIGEPS), and International
Council of Sport Science and Physical Education (ICSSPE).

The Organizing Committee of the event is headed by Vitaly Mutko, one of the deputy heads of the Government of the
Russian Federation, and includes senior officials of federal and regional bodies of executive power.

MINEPS VI will gather officials in charge of physical education and sport, ministers and high government officials from
195 UNESCO member countries, as well as representatives of international sports organizations.

One of the aims of MINEPS VI is to assess international trends in the field of sport and map out strategic issues of
international sports policy, paying special attention to UNESCO recommendations formulated in the International Charter
of physical education, physical activity, and sport, and the Berlin Declaration, which was endorsed at the MINEPS V
conference in 2013.

MINEPS VI will be marked with transfer from statements about strategic intentions to adoption of serious measures.
Consequently, the conference will be devoted not to endorsement of a new declaration, but rather to adoption of a plan of
action, which will be approved by the ministers.

In this connection, the presence of the leaders of sports branches and organizations of all countries of the world is especially
important, because they will agree on and approve the final document. In this connection, the Russian side took an obligation

upon itself to pay for the participation in MINEPS VI of the ministers of sport of 50 the least developed countries of the world.

Main Themes and Subthemes of MINEPS VI

The Conference agenda is centered on three basic themes, including separate subtopics, which will be specified during

further elaboration.

Theme 1: Elaboration of a comprehensive approach to “broad access” for all, including state sports strategies and plans;
cooperation between bodies of state power, sports organizations, and other interested parties; gender equality; nonadmission

of discrimination; high-quality physical education.

Theme 2: Maximization of sports contribution to sustainable development and peace, including physical activity and
health; social integration; inculcation of values and civil education; broader rights and opportunities of young people; people’s
unity, municipal planning; national and traditional games; sport in postconflict conditions; major sports events; attitude of

sport to ecology/climate change; attitude of sport to economic development.

Theme 3: Protection of integrity of sport, including efficient management of sports organizations; struggle against
manipulations in the course of sports competitions; fight against doping; protection of participants, viewers, and
employees; protection of children; fight against sexual exploitation and harassment; preventive training and information-

educational activity.

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In accordance with the application of the Russian Ministry of Sport to hold this conference sent to UNESCO
in September 2016, the Ministry of Sport of the Russian Federation will do everything possible to translate the said
plan into life.

At the same time, realization of the said measures is not possible without joint work of sports departments of
countries of the world and international sports organizations with coordination of UNESCO.

In October 2015, Russia sent an application to organize the event. A positive decision was made on February 9, 2016.
Kazan, the capital of the Republic of Tatarstan, was chosen as the host city.

Kazan has won good reputation as the venue of sports events and received prestigious awards for its merits. On
November 6, 2013, at the 7th ceremony of handing International Sports Event Management Awards-2013 (ISEM) in
London, Kazan won the prize as “the most recommended place for holding international sports events. In 2014, at the
SportAccord Convention in the Turkish city of Belek, the magazine SportBusiness International awarded victory to
Kazan for “Breakthrough of the Year”

In 2009, Kazan was recognized as the sports capital of Russia. And it still holds this title, being a locomotive of Russian
sport. Kazan is the home for many outstanding athletes and teams who score notable achievements at international
competitions.

Suffice it to mention the Rubin football club, the hockey Ak Bars club, the volleyball teams Zenit and Dynamo, the
basketball UNIKS team, the water polo Sintez team, and other clubs well-known abroad.

The 27th World Summer Games of 2013 in Kazan served as a new impetus for the development of sport not only in
town, but also in the country throughout Russia. The Games were a great success, and since that time Kazan has become
well known as an attractive place for holding sports events of various types.

In the summer of 2015, another major event took place in the capital of Tatarstan: the FINA world championship in
aquatic sports, which broke records in the number of participants and TV viewers.

Kazan now hosts international tournaments of various type and size. In 2017, along with Moscow, St. Petersburg, and
Sochi, Kazan will hold matches of the FIFA Confederations Cup, and in 2018, it will be among the eleven Russian cities
to play host to the FIFA Club World Cup.

An All-Russia Conference of students of general educational institutions on the subject “The role of young people in the

formation of sustainable development: ecology, new technologies, and innovative approaches” was held in St. Petersburg on March
16, 2017. It was timed for the 25th anniversary of the creation of UNITWIN/UNESCO Chairs network.

The aim of the conference was to draw young people to research, design, and creative work,
popularize the activity of UNESCO chairs, and acquaint the public with projects worked on by these
